Polo Grounders Rally in Eighth for Three Runs That

The Giants continued their advance toward the front in the pennant

chase by defeating Branch Rickey's St. Louis Cardinals in the second Rame
of the series at the Tolo Grounds yesterday, but it took them fourteen
innings to gain the victory. The score was 6 to 5. It was the thud
straight for the McGraw men and it gave them undisputed possession of
fourth place in the league standing. They are now only a game and a

half behind the Pirates in third position.
It was an exciting contest, from start ^;

to finish and it was replete with sen-
sational plays. First "one team took the
lead and then the other until Young's
single to center in the fourteenth sent
Burns home with the winning run
after the latter had rached second
on his own single and Bancroft's sacri-
fice.
McGraw used three of his best pitch¬

Ponderous Fred
Toney pitched the final inning and
turned back his opponents in order.
The big right-hander got credit for the
victory.

Schupp Fails to Last
Ferdie Schupp, who pitched against

his former team mates, also gave
a very creditable exhibition until the
eighth, when he suddenly lost his ef¬
fectiveness and was chased to cover.
Goodwin was then hurled into
the breach, but after Spencer had
greeted him with a single, Rickey de¬
cided that it was not his day and
Southpaw Bill Sherdell relieved Good-
win.
The Cards clinched the game, to

all intents and purposes, in the eighth
inning when they slammed out live
hita for three runs.

Shocker Again
Turns Back His

Pipp's Foolhardy Base Run¬

ST. LOUIS, July 28.- Wally Pipp

ran amuck on the base lines to-day
and as a consequence the Yankees
were beaten, 1 to 0, in the opening
game of their series with the Browns.
Twice the Yankees appeared to be on

the verge of rushing Urban Shocker
for a mess of runs, and each time Pipp
ran blindly into an easy double piay.

Shocker held the tourists to five
scattered hits, but wobbled badly in
the sixth and eighth innings and might
have been driven to cover in either of
these rounds if Pipp could have re¬
strained his mad impulse to advance
on short outfield flies.
Bob Shawkey pitched for Hugginsjand deserved to win. He let the

Brownies down* with seven hits, and ¡the only run scored against him was'
due to a misunderstanding between
Bob Meusel and Ping Bodie which gave
George Sisler an undeserved single in
the third inning and scored Walter
Gerber from second. This was Shaw-
key's first defeat since early >n May
and terminated a winning streak of
eleven straight.
Babe Ruth hit several "homers" to

the right field bleachers in the pre¬
liminary batting practice but could not
come through in the gamo. Shocker
passed him three times out of four.
The Babe has drawn seven bases on
balls in his last eight times at bat.

Ruel Fails in Pinch
Shocker faced the Babe for the first

time in the second inning and walked
him. Meusel chased Jacobson into
deep left center to drag down a tower-
ing fly and Bodie was retired on an
asy chance. Ward's infield singlo ¡put the Babe on third, where Ruel's

failure to detect a third strike left him
stranded.
"Baby Doll" Jacobson opened tho

Brown's half of the second with a sin¬
gle to center and \yilliama popped to
Ward. Earl Smith followed with a
long fly down the left field foul line,
which Meusel misjudged. He thoughtit was going foul and crossed the line
in pursuit of it and did not get back
into fair territory in time to prevent
it from falling safe for a double,which put Jacobson on third. Austin
dribbled an easy roller to Pratt, whose
peg to Ruel precipitated a run up in
which Jacobson and Smith came to¬
gether at third, the former bcinfr re¬
tired. Shawkey then abated the rallyby fanning Severeid.

Shocker fanned to start the home
guards' half of the third, after which
Gerber shoved a double to deep right
center. Gedeon's hoist was easy for jBodie, but neither Ping nor the slow
moving Meusel could get in touch with
Sisler's lift to short left center and it
fell between them for a single, on
which Gerber scored. Meusel further
complicated matters by making a be¬
lated throw to the plate, under cover
of which the alert Mr. Sisler darted
down to second, but Bobbie squared
himself by nailing Jacobson's long;
liner after a hard run.
Shocker, meantime, had regained his

control and fanned the Babe at the
start of the fourth. The third strike
was wide and low and got away from
Severeid, but the catcher made a quick
recovery and nipped the Babe at first.
In the same inning Jacobson made a
one-handed capture of Bodie's long
lir er to left center, thereby depriving
the princely Pizzola of a possible
triple.
Aaron Ward's line single to left was

wasted in the fifth and a chance to
score a large mess of runs was passed
up in the sixth. Pipp opened this
inning with an infield hit and Pratt
bunted down the first base line. Sisler
grabbed up the ball with the idea of
forcing Pipp at second, but. pegged it
into center field, and when it got back
again there were Yankees on second
and third and none out, with Babe Ruth
coming up,
