Wool Consumption Drops
Bureau Says Curtailment in

Textile Industries Is Cause
WASHINGTON, July 30..A sharp

drop hi wool consumption, amounting
to approximately 17,000.000 pounds in
June, as compared with the average
consumption for the preceeding months
of this year, was announced to-day
by the Department of Agriculture'sBureau of Markets.

Reports to the bureau show that
46.000,000 pounds of wool entered into
manufacture in June against 72,700,000
pounds in January, 63,700,000 poundsin February, 67,900,000 pounds in
March, 66,900,000 pounds in April and
58,600,000 pounds in May. In June,1919, the consumption was 55,000,000
pounds.
The drop in consumption was due,

the bureau said, to the curtailment of
operations in the textile manufactur¬
ing industry, resulting from lack of
orders, cancellations and deferred
shipment".

Cheer Attack
Upon Judges

1,000 Applaud Woman Who
Asserts Municipal Courts
Have INot Lived Up to
Trust Imposed by Law

Many Changes Urged
Joint Legislative Commit¬

tee Hears Recommenda¬
tions to Aid Housing

The Joint Legislative Committee on
Housing hold open council lust nipht
before more than 1,000 Bronx tenants.
A mooting, held at the Morris ïiighSchool, lC6th Street and Boston Road,
gave the committee a score of uugges-tioiis for relieving the existing land-
lord and tenant situation here. The
suggestions were supplied by lawyers
representing hundreds of tenants in re¬
cent dispossess cases, by municipal
court justices and by attorneys for
various tenant organizations.
The meeting proved a calm affair in

its first stages, when ¡harp warnings
by Senator John J. Dunnigan, who pre¬
sided in the absence of Senator Lock-
wood, the head of the committee, had
the effect of silencing all applause.
But the "testimony" took on so much
punch that tho chairman finally gave
up trying to keep order and allowed it
to respond as it sa wfit.

Mrs. Harry Arthur, a member of the
Fair Play Rent Association of theBronx, and Democratic leader of the I'd
Assembly District, brought on a series
of ovations by her indignant thrusts at
the municipal court justices, the rent
gougers and "those responsible for the
administration of the law."

Says Judges Have Tailed
"1 am speaking as a plain citizen of

the Bronx when I say that tenants
come to me and say: 'Mrs. Arthur, do
you think we have ... chance?' and 1
say to them in reply: 'Who's your judgeand where's your court?' 1 say the
trust placed in the municipal court
judges by the State Legislature has not
been lived up to."
The crowd yelled and stamped until

Mrs. Arthur turned to them from her
scat on the stage of the auditorium
and called: "Please keep still for I've
got only two minutes mere."

"The only time a ease ever gets to
the Appellate Division is when the
landlord demands an appeal and has
the money to carry it through," she de-
clared. "Be careful how you changethese laws or add to them. Can justicebe done when a judge tries to dispose
of 200 or 300 cases in a day? Abso¬
lutely, no! It can't be done:"

Offers Many Amendments
William Cahill, counsi 1 for the Uni¬

versity Heights Rent Payers' Associa¬
tion, was another "witness" before the
committee. In answer to questions ad¬
dressed him by Elmer O. Sammis, coun¬
sel for the committee, and others of
the committee, he suggested amend-
ments which would "prevent a land-
lord from circumscribing leases "

;
place the burden of proof on the land¬
lord that he has not increased a ten¬
ant's rent more than 25 per cent with¬
in six months'prior to the renewal of
a lease: adopt a standard fixation of
value for the landlord's property and
prohibit him from charging more than
a fair return on his investment; give
the tenant "an actual defense" by mak¬
ing a landlord prove that he brought
his case in good faith, and abloish hold¬
over proceedings indulged in by cer¬
tain landlords whose tenants receive
favorable decisions in the courts.

Tells of Speculators' Work
"My own landlord yesterday offered

me a chance to buy the house I occupy,"
said Mr. Cahill. "A house that cost
the owner $7,000 three months ago
would be mine now for ¡517,000. The
same thing is happening all over the
Bronx to-day. If we could make a
landlord show his transactions were
in good faith this practice could be
stopped."

Others who testified were Patrick J.
Revelle, superintendent of buildings,
Borough of the Bronx; Robert S. Mul¬
len, of the Mayor's Rent Committee;
Oliver S. Tierney, counsel for th'* Fair
Play Rent Association; Miss Agnes
Craig, attorney for the Melrose Com¬
munity' Council, and Municipal Coui't
Justice Harry Robitzek, who asserted
that in another year 40,000 Bronx ten¬
ants would be homeless because of ex¬

piration of one-year stays which could
not be renewed under the present laws.
Justice Robitzek recommended an ex¬

tension of the stay period from one
to three or live years.

Big Packing Company Sold
Wilson & Co. Acquire Holdings

of D. B. Martin & Co.

takes over the local packing house of
D. B. Martin & Co., consisting of beef,
slaughtering pork und wholesale sales
branches and the general offices. They
.also acquire the properties at Phila¬
delphia and Wilmington, the chain of
branch houses in the Fast and South¬
east, the fertilizer business of the gen-
eral company ¡it Philadelphia, the
rendering business of the. United Rend-
ering Company at Trenton, N. J., and
the soap manufacturing company of
J. Eavenson & Son., Inc., of Camden,
N. .'
The combine, which will be known as

the Wilson-Martin Company, acquires
a business amounting to $25,000,000
annually.
Americans Must Pay to Get

War Goods Seized by Britain
WASHINGTON', July 3d. "American

owners of goods seized under British
orders in council during the war as of
enemy origin or destination may now
obtain possession by filing necessary
proof of ownership, according to for-
mal notification of British prize court
rulings transmitted to-day to the State
Department. Under the decision, tine
will be determined on ownership at the
time peace became effective in«* Great
Britain.
The decision held that the claimants

must pay the cost of detentions and in-
surance. The counsul general at Lon-j
don reported that reimbursement
should now be applied for by all Amer¬
ican claimants who deposited funds
against the property held by the Brit¬
ish government. Applications, he said,
should be forwarded to tho British
Procurator General at London.
