Dope Suspects
Stir Broadway

Three Automobiles Crash
in Excitement as U. S.
Agents Pursue Alleged
Vendor of C o c aine

Four Men Are Arrested
Chase Begins When Detec¬

tives Search Alleged
"Runners"' at Pistol Point

Automobile traffic at Lincoln Square,
Sixty-fourth Street and Broadway, was

thrown into confusion last night by
the pursuit of an alleged cocaine vender
by internal revenue agents, in the
course of which half a dozen shots
were fired by the pursuers. As a re¬
sult of tiu-ir efforts to avoid running
over either the fugitivo or his pur¬
suers, the drivers of three cars drove
their vehicles together in a triangular
collision.
No one was hurt and four men

were arrested. The prisoners said that
they were Frederick White, of 34G West
Fortj sixth Street; Michael Byrnes, of
206 East Fifty-ninth Street; James
McKcon, of 301 West Fifty-firsl Street,
and Albert A. Wilson, of 133 West
Sixty-first Street. The arrests were
made by Internal Revenue Agents Mc-
Carver. Manning, Kayser, Mcllin and
Paly. Their prisoners were locked up
at Headquarters, charged with violation
of the Harrison drug act.

According to the internal Revenue
agents, they had been following White
for several days, believing he was sell¬
ing cocaine and heroin in the streets.
They followed him last night to Lin¬
coln Square reaching there about 9:30.
McKeon and Wilson were seen talking
with White. Later, the Federal detec¬
tives said, the three separated, though
all remained in the little park.

Suspecting that McKcon and Wilson
were "runners" for White and were
helping him to dispose of his stock in
trade on a commission basis, the rev¬
enue agents watche 1 the trio closely.The revenue agents accosted Byrnes,who had evinced interest in the activi¬
ties of White and his companions, and
found, they said, that he was a drug
addict.
The detectives say they gave him

a marked ?i bill and told him to buy
a "small deck" ''voir. White, Byrnes,the-,- said, returned shortly with a small
package of white powder which, he
said, was heroin. Deciding that the
evidence was sufficient, the revenue
agents pounced on their men.
Meüin and Kayser grabbed Wilson

and McKeon, shoving them into the
first ;; that came along and
searching them at the point of re¬
volvers. Manning seized White by the
coat collar ..r,d started to march him
to the commandeered automobile. White
had other plans, however. He wriggledout of his coat, leaped the iron fence
surrounding the park and sprinted,down Broadway, dodging and twisting
among the automobiles that throngedthe stret :.
Led by Manning and McCarver, the

detectives set out. in pursuit of him,
blowing whistles and flourishing their
revolvers. Like the fugitive, they were
heedless of the press of traffic and au¬
tomobile drivers, honking despairingly,
swerved abruptly or ground to a sud¬
den .'¦ p, i- <.;.;¦«:'.'.-. of the vehicles be¬
lli! d t'nem.
An almost inextricable traffic jam re¬

sulted, across which the chase led.
Pursued and pursuers clambered reck¬
lessly over Hoods and tonneaus and
wriggled and squeezed their way down
Broadway to Sixty-third Street. There
White turned east. As he swung
around the corner arver fired five
»hots in quick succession, none of
which hi: any living thing or had any
appan-nt effect on the fugitive.
The revenue agents were close bo-

hind him when h,e reached the Central
Park w ill and a; he hall Lhi peci
ing into the dark depths beyond, one
of them tired another shot. At that
White flung up his arms in token of
eurrendi r. He was led back to I he
automobile where his alleged accom¬
plices were held and was taken to head¬
quarters.
According to the revenue agents

White had 590 on him, including the
marked bill they had given to Byrnes
and had also a quantity of powders be¬
lieved to be heroin and cocaine.

By Landlord's Camera Men

Pictures Taken of All Who Enter and Leave Apart¬
ments ; Petty Tyranny Is Charged by the Kent-
payers; the Iceman and Milkman Are Barred

Mrs, Lin lloaton lias all tho advan¬
tages of an apartment on Broadway
with the sylvan simplicity of a farm
so far as domestic conveniences are
concerned.

True, it is an alarm clock that wakes
her instead of a rooster, but this is
because she has no dumbwaiter buzzer
such as heralds the dawn to most city
dwellers. When the alarm clock strikes
Mrs. Heaton takes her stand on the
curb outside lier residence and waits
for the milkman. If she wants ice
or potatoes or a barrel of flour she
must carry it upstairs herself.

All this because Mrs. Heaton has
aroused the wrath of Emanuel and
Henry dayman, owners of the apart¬
ment house at 260 West Eighty-fifthStreet, by leading the tenant soviet
in a demand for repairs in the build¬
ing. Mrs. Heaton had a little session
with tho landlords in the West Side
court last week. Since then, she told
Magistrate John E, McGeehan yester¬day, her dumbwaiter has been uut ot
commission, and her milkman ant
grocer have been forbidden entrance
o the house.
Moreover, she said, attempts art

made by the landlords to take flash
light pictures of all her visitors. Th<
same landlords own the 3te.xt building
some of whose windows command ¡
view of tho landing- and front door o
the Hearton apartment. A Bi3an with
camera waits in the building: across thi
airshaft an.l a man with a flashlipih
apparatus stands near the Heaton doo

ing for subjects, Mrs. Heaton saysSimilar attempts to photograph othe
tenants have been made. Mrs. Frede
rick Hoepfner, who lives in the apart

ment below Mrs. Heaton, confirmed the
charges. Sho pointed to a window on
the stairway from which the lower
pane of glass was abseist.
"He knocked that, glass out last

week," she said. "We discovered that
he was having us watched by a man
with a camera in the next house, and
my husband nailed the window shut.
We don't know what, he wants the pict¬
ures for. When he found the window-
nailed down he had the entire lower
pane taken away.
"The other day I was up on 3ny roof

hanging out clothes, and when 1 came
down I saw a man standing under my
gas jet. I didn't recognize him, and
thought lie ltiust be repairing the gas
jet.

"I came en downstairs and when 1 got
directly in front of that window a man
yelled 'Shoot!' The man under the gas
jet let off a flashlight. I threw myself
back on the stairs, and 1 don't believe
they got my picture, but I'm not sure."
Mrs. Hoepfner said that the tenants

were not fightisig for lower rents su
much as for getting the building put in
better condition. There is no carpet on
the stairs in the hall. Several tenants
have obtained judgments against the
landlords for their failure to supply
heat and hot water last winter. Last
week Mrs. Heaton brought the land¬
lords into court on a charge of unlaw¬
ful entry into her home. Sii3Ce then,
the tenants say, the Clnymans have
threatened to "get rid of the whole
bunch," and are pursuing a course of
petty persecutions with this purpose in
view.

As Children Starve;
Her Mother Insane

Husband TooWeak toWork,
She Drinks Iodine to End
Life ofTragedy:Found by
Police Roaming in Bronx

A woman moved among the shadows
on City Island Road, near Pclham
Road, the Bronx, last night. She stag¬
gered as she walked and coughed and
moaned continually. One who met and
avoided her told a policeman, antl the
.v man was taken to Fordham Hospital.
She had taken iodine and was near
death.
She saiil she was Emma Richman,

twenty-nine years old, of 772 Forest
Avenue, the Bronx. She had taken the
poison, she said, because her children
were starving, her mother was mad
and her husband was so broken bj
misfortune that he no longer coulc
work.

She was on her way to Pelham Ra>to drown herself, she said. The polic<'.'.i t to her home.
-Armin Richman, her husband, wa;huddled in a chair. In another was hi:mother-in-law, muttering of her insan«fancies. Three fragile children slopuneasily in a single bed. Richmatlooked up with dull eyes. The news ohis wife's act failed to arouse him. 11¦

known she would do it. Thre«times she had tried and failed.
In a listless monotone he related th«

misfortunes of the family. By rigii
economy he had saved enough to brin«
Emma and her mother from Hungar;eleven years ago. Then there had beei
more saving toward the wedding, botl
hi and Emma working in a factory i:
Hiooklyn.

There was a foreman in that factor«,
a ruthless tyrant who was the slav
of his desire, lie desired Emma. Hi
influence over the immigrant girl wa

t supernatural, Richman said. H
obtained her, and then cast her asid«.

Richman married her. Again the fore¬
man came into his life and Emma, as
before, was powerless to resist him,
confessing her fear and her weakness
to her husband.
Richman met the foreman one day as

ho entered the factory. It was in his
mind merely to warn the man, but at
the sight of his eyes the foreman
lunged at him with a knife, which
Richman twisted from his grasp and
buried in his gross body. The stroke
killed the foreman and Richman was
arrested. He was tried on a charge of
murder and acquitted May ". He came
out of prison to find his family in dire
want, his mother-in-law a lunatic and
his wife a nervous wreck.
He could not sleep. Therefore he

could not work. Neither his thoughts
nor his fingers would obey him. They
were always plucking at something. A
doctor gave him some pills to make
him sleep. His wife found the box
and swallowed them all. Her life was
saved at a hospital and he got no more
pills and no more sleep. But she re¬
membered the label on the box and gol
more. The hospital saved her again.
That was all, except that he could not
sleep. His visitors left him, seated be¬
neath a flaring gas jet.

Rival Refuses
Wife as Gift;
Man Sues Him

Husband Declares $100,-
000 Action Was Brought
on Expiration of Ultima¬
tum Given Last Month

Couple Eloped, He Says
Tells of Many Conferences

and Promises to Reform;
Battle for Love Revealed

TRENTON, N. .1., Aug. 4..Charles
B. Chisolm, of 87 Beaumont Place, New¬
ark, says in papers tiled to-day in a
suit to recover $100,000 for the alleged
alienation of his wife's affection, that
the action is merely tho fulfillment of
the terms of an ultimatum he offered
last, month to the defendant, William
C. Parker, of Morristown.
He told Parker then, he said, that if

lie wanted to marry Mrs. Chisolm he
î- h on tl do so at once, and if he had 3io

intention of marrying her he should
sever all relations with her. Unless
Parker did one of these two things,
Chisolm said he told «urn, a suit to
recover $100,000 for alienation of Mrs.
Chisolm's affection would bo insti¬
tuted.
The conference last month was the

last of many which the two men and
the woman had had concerning the
difficult situation since it first arose
about two years ago. Mrs. Chisolm
had been sent, to the White Mountains
by her husband for a vacation, but had
returned after only two days.
"Take her or leave her.either one

or the other.or face a suit for alien¬
ation," Chisolm declares he told
Parker.

"I can't take her," he quotes Parker
as replying. "I've go tto educate my
sons."
"The education of your sons!" was

the exclamation Chisolm says this
statement wrung from him. "Do you
put. the education of your sons before
a woman like that ?"
The ultimatum was to expire in ten

days, Chisolm says, hut the very day
after th.e conference Mrs. Chisolm
packed her bag ami eloped with Parker,
according to information he received
by telephone from Mrs. Parker. Chis¬
olm says that lie and Mrs. Parker still
were discussing the situation over the
telephone when Mrs. Chisolm walked
into her home. The elopers had thoughtbetter of their décision, he says, and
called the venture off.

Chisolm says that, after that Parker
offered 3.« give bontl in any reasonable
-inn. which hould be forfi ited if he .-aw
Mrs. Chisolm again. Chisolm informed
him. he says, that matters had gone too
far to be settled in that fashion, ¡Did
that ho now must lV.ec an action in court.
The attachment between Parker ana

Mrs. Chisolm is alleged to have been
formed in the summer of 1018. when
I" lii families had cottager, for the sea-
en .-ii Culver's I,alte, X. ,1. As soon ac
Chisolm heard about it, lie says, he and
his wife and Parker talked things over
cooly and decided unanimously that theaffair must go no further.

somo of which Mrs. Parker, who is sep¬arated from her husband, was a party.Chisolm declares (hat Parker was pro¬lific in promises, but never seemed to be
able to resist the fascination Mrs.
Chisolm had for him.
