Harding Savs U. S.
Consular Service
Should Aid Trade

Candidate Promises Action
in Diplomatic Corps if
He Is Elected; Gov. Cox
Takes the Same Attitude

Improvement in th» diplomatic and
consular service with a view to in¬
creasing America's export trade is
promised by Senator Harding in the
event of his election, according to an

announcement made yesterday by the
American Manufacturers' Export As¬
sociation. Senator Harding, in re¬
sponse to a question by the associa-
tión. wrote a letter giving his views.A similar response was received fromGovernor Cox.
Senator Harding says: "I think the!diplomatic and consular service and theDepartment of Commerce should bebrought together in a concerted andefficient effort toward finding markets,developing trade and expediting its

transportation through the service of
an American merchant marine.

Higher Fare Hearing To-day
Manhattan and Queens Cor¬
poration Asks 13-Cent Rate
The Public Service Commission will

hold a hearing to-day on the application
of the Manhattan & Queens Traction
Corporation to establish two fare zones
and' increase tho fare from 5 to 13
cents.

Recently the Supreme Court upset
an injunction obtained by the city and
gave the commission authority over
fares on the company's line.
A strike on the company's lines,

which run from Jamaica to Brooklyn,
followed the injunction obtained by the
1 it., and the company now contends
that the present rate of fare is entirely
insufficient to meet the demands of th*
men for increased wages.

Then Rogers
got in touch with a suffrage leader and
made another copy of the affidavits.
¡Suffrage leaders at once got statements

The anti mass meeting to-night was
arranged by MOs Beatrice Shillito, of
Cincinnati. She interested many Nash¬
ville society women in it. A band
played in the streets all day to adver¬
tise the affair. Miss Shillito rode
about in an automobile with the leg¬end: "Negro rule and force bills before
us. A meeting of protest. To-morrow
is the last chance."
The legal phases of ratification are

engaging the attention of experts. A
trio of jurists was engaged to-day byMrs. Carrie Chapman Catt, presidentof the National American Woman Suf¬
frage Association, to protect the in¬
terests of ratification in the courts.
They are Charles T. Caten, of Knox-
ville, for eleven years Attorney Gen-
eral of Tennessee; Gus T. Fitzhugh, of
Memphis, and Ed, Seay, of Nashville.
The antis drew up papers for sub¬

mission before Judge Newman, of the
Federal Court, to enjoin the Secretaryof State of Tennessee, from forwarding
to Secretary of State Colby official noti¬
fication of the ratification by Tennes¬
see. The injunction will be sought on
the ground that the present Assemblylacked the constitutional power to
ratify.
Another ground on which the antis

were figuring was the legality of the
vote of Representative Sid Carr. Theycited the fact that under the State Con¬
stitution no state official could be a
member of the Legislature. They assert
that Carr has been a tax official. At¬
torney General Thompson, however, de¬
clared this contention untenable,Carr was an employee, without fixed
remuneration, and not an official.

state probably the most nearly ideallaw of any state in the Union."Some of us have been witnesses tothe work of the Federal Senate duringthe last five years, and I confess amaze¬
ment at the ignorance of some who
cry out ngainst the Senate, or the con-
tempt of others for the Senate's very
proper and constitutional part in Fed¬eral government. In our own state it
has been the practice, though not
without exception, to send our most
eminent men to the United States Sen¬
ate. In easy memory there were Sher¬
man and Garlield and Thurman and
Pendleton and Hanna and Foraker.

"I am not disparaging the House of
Congress. Indeed, I could entertain
no such thought.
"There has ever been genius and

statesmanship and high r.hility and
lofty purpose in the membership of
that body; but with rare exceptions,like that of Reed and Cannon and Mc¬
Kinley and Giddings, the House was
ever the training school for eminent
activities in the Senate.

"I do not hesitate to say that the
Senate saved American nationality in
1919 and 1920, when the Executive pro¬
posed to surrender it. The Senate pre¬
served our independence of action when
the Executive insisted that a foreign
council should decide our future placein the activities of the world and call
us to war and our destiny.

Services Rendered to U. S.
"It has become quite the fashion

among unheeding partisans of Demo-
cratic faith to cry out against the Sen-
ate ami the part it plays in the Federal!
government. One might as well pro-1
claim the Constitution a fraud. The
Senate is in reality the security of
stable, popular government. Many
measures must of necessity originate
in the House of Congress. Its members
come fresh from the people every two
years. Sometimes the measures pro¬
posed are the ready reflex of the pop¬
ular sentiment of. the hour.

"I participated in a Senate session
that appropriated $600,000,000 in twenty
minutes for aircraft, which was turned
over to an incompetent administration
that sent hardly an airplane to the
fighting front. The Senate has never
failed the country in an hour of great
importance, but it has saved to the
country the inheritance for which
heroes perished and for which the su¬
preme sacrifices of the Republic were
made.

"Ir, cartoon, in solemn editorial, in
many utterances on the platform, it
has been suggested that in case of a
Republican victory the incoming Pres¬
ident proposes to permit the Senate to
have seme say in determining the policy
of government. I gladly proclaim all
these suggestions to be literally cor¬
rect.

"1 rejoice that the United States
Se-täte ió functioning again. We need
it to save America. It submerged itself
for the period of the war and sur¬
rendered to the Executive because we
wanted to marshal all of our forces
and resources under one supreme au¬
thority; hut we are at peace to-day,actual peace, though not formally pro¬
claimed, and we need the restoration
of a constitutional government quite as
much as we need the restoration of the
str.ble ways of peace.

"If a Republican administration is
a next November you can be very

certain that the Senate, theoretically,it not actually, composed of ninety-¿ix
leading men ot the Republic, will have
something to say about the-foreign »c-
lations as the Constitution contem¬
plates.

"There was exceptional wisdom in
the fathers providing that the Senate
must sanction by a two-thirds vote
every foreign covenant. The earlypatriots were not content that a mere
maj« fity control, winch might be
wholly partisan, should give to the ex¬
ecutive the right to enter into treaties
with foreign nations. A mere majority
might surrender to the personality or
to the partisan aims of an executive
who happ ned to be in political accord,
but there could be no possibility of a
ha ': decision when two-thirds of the
Senate must give its consent. The

igue covenant was written and ne¬

majority could not even am rid,

House Backs Contracts
"I do not know that there !3 an in-

in our history where the H u e
has refused to appropriate money to
make good a contract between our own
and any foreign government, but lit¬
erally and constitutionally, the House
has the power to defeat the fulfillment
of any compact which, involves any
expenditure. There has been no fail¬
ure on the part of the House, because
that body joins the Senate in til¬
ing policy of committing this Republic
to fide! ity of contract. ;' we failed
to keen any covenant we should be held
in contempt throughout the world.
..This thought may w« 11 b< applied to

the proposal that this Republic car.
subscribe to Article X and enter into
the Longue of Nations and submit to
the rule of a council of foreign powers
on the theory that only Congress can
make the declaration of war. It is true
that only Congress can make the dec¬
laration, just as it is true that only
Congress can make an appropriation
of money to carry out a covenant with
a foreign power, but if this nation
agrees to accept the decision of a for¬
eign council, then we should be guilty
of a had faith utterly unbecoming to
this Republic it" Congress did not keep
the compact and provide for the war¬
fare whicn the Foreign Council has or¬
dered.

"I would think it much better to hold
aloof from international relationship
than stamp that relationship with per¬
fidy from the very beginning. If the
obligation is one of contract we will
keep it; if it is a moral obligation we
must keep it.

"I want-America to understand th
a Republican administration stands un¬
alterably, avowedly and proudly for
constitutional government, with the
recognized and sustained powers of the
legislative ;-nd judicial branches of
the government, as well as that of the
Executive.
"1 want members or the House to

feêl themselves a part of a Republican
administration, seeking to serve the in¬
terests of ail the people L'i our com¬
mon country. I want members of the
Si .:. to understand, and the public to
k r. ow t ha t the Senate isitsfunct
to perform in making good the plight
of faith in the Republican platform and
the fulfillment of promises to the Amer¬
ican pi op le.

"I have said something heretofore
about party sponsorship in govern¬
ment. I do not think any intelligent
person can have misconstrued my
meaning. When I speak of party spon¬
sorship I mean that sponsorship which
belongs to a political party for the de¬
termination of policies and the fixing
of a program for the highest service to
the American people. I want to have
done with personal government in this
country. I want to put nn end to au¬
tocracy, which has been reared in the
name of democracy. I want a govern¬
ment of laws rather than cf men.

To End Dictation Here
"I want representative popular gov¬

ernment in fact, not merely in name.
I want an end to dictation in Amer¬
ica, and the resumption of the rule
of dependable public opinion, uttered
through the representatives of the peo¬ple chosen for that explicit purpose.There has been a fevered tendency of
humanity in recent years to complete¬
ly alter everything which has gone be¬
fore. Wo have that new cult in Amer¬
ican politics which proclaims every¬
thing that is is bad and suggests that
evervthing that is to be will be divine.
"We had a period of popular resent¬

ment of the existence our courts and
for a time there was the suggestionthat we should submit their decisions
to pop'íj ir ¦:-.¦"-"-tion, else they should
not abide. There isn't very much
choice between venomous assault on
the integrity of the courts and the mo¬
mentary clamor about eliminating the
.Senate from the responsibility in Fed¬
eral government.

"I do not know whether the idea is
one imported from the peace council
at Paris, or whether it is a reflex of
the mob mentality which has broken
out in revolution in various places in
Europe. Our business is to hold Amer¬
ica stable. Our task is to preservo
popular representativp constitutional
government in America.

"The particular task of the Repub¬
lican party is to appeal to tho confi¬
dence of the people of this Republic
and to assure them if we are returned
to power we mean to restore the ex¬

ercise of the fullness of rights to the
various branches of the government,
and not make America the pawn of an

individual, or the plaything of a party,
or the plunder of the profiteers, who
were developed under the rule of that
party which now inveighs most loudly
against them.

Aspirations of Amerlica
"It is not very difficult to construp

the aspirations and ambitions of Amer-
ica. It is not very hard to know what
is in the thoughts of the great mass of
Americans who constitute the resistless
undercurrent of forward American life,
Americans want the preservation of
their liberties.
"They want the assurance of tran¬

quillity and security. They want to
dwell in peace at home and know only
friendly relations with all our neigh-
bors throughout the world. They want
a fair chance for every man and woman
in this Republic and they want that
fair chance amid conditions which
promise that men may achieve and be
rewarded as they merit it. No one
worth while in America wants the
