Montreal Banker, Accused
of M i s a p p r o p r i a t i n g
Funds, Conducted Hotel
and Agency in This City

Arrest Ends Long Search

Wants to Return to Face
Charges; I, Sure He Can
Straighten Out Affairs

After a search which led through
Montreal, Sidney, Nova Scotia and
Boston, Antonio Buccini Salviati, a
former banker of Montreal, was arrest¬
ed here yesterday on a charge of lar¬
ceny. Salviati. who is said to have
been a former partner of Charles
Ponzi, is accused of jho theft of $944.85
from Francisco Charpellgo, one of his
customers at the bank. The man who
was known in Montreal as "the mil¬
lionaire banker" was arrested at
.Broadway and Twenty-third Street by
Detectives Piaschetti, Ertola and
George H. Rioux, a provisional detec¬
tive attached to the Attorney General's
office in Montreal. The warrant on
which he was taken was issued by
Judge Lenctot, of Montreal, on June
25, IP IS.
According to Rioux. Ponzi conceived

the idea that eventually netted him his
fortune, while a clerk in Salviati's
bank. Because of his knowledge of
banking laws and exchange, the police.
say, Salviati took Ponzi as his partner.
The partnership was dissolved after
Ponzi was arrested for forgery.

Salviati is said to have accepted
money from Italians for transmission
to Italy, but instead of sending it ap¬
propriated it to his own use.

Court Will Name
Receiver to Guard

Ponzi's Interests
Financier Asks Sixty Days'
Freedom to Prove He Can
Meet Obligations; Gels
More Cash Through Mail
BOSTON, Aug. 19.--Charles Ponzi

said to-night he was content to remain
in jail, after being arraigned in Federal
court to-day on a charge of using the
mails to deiraüd in connection with his
plan to pay 50 per cent in forty-live
days on all investments. He waived
examination and was held in $25,000
bail for the September session of the
court.
federal Judge Morton announced to-

night that he would appoint a receiver
to-morrow to conserve Ponzi's interests.

Crowds in the court room gathered
around Ponzi in an exort to grasp his
hand, and he smiled broadly in appro-ciation.

"All that I ask," he said, "is that I
be given sixty days in the custody of
two guards, and I will be able to meet jall of my obligations. This morning I
received $5,500through the mails, which
shows the confidence the public still
reposes in me." He added that he had
turned the money over to a sheriff.

Ponzi's liabilities, as uncovered bythe state Attorney General, totalled
$1,308,874, representing the claims of
10,200 investors, plus the 50 per cent
interest promised. The Attorney Gen-
eral said his investigation showed the
liabilities of the Old Colony ForeignExchange Company, a concern which
ran as a rival to Ponzi's Securities Ex-
change Company, to be $300,000, with
available assets of $150,000.

ner of Ponzi in his Securities ExchangeCompany and named with him as a
joint defendant in a bankruptcy pro-;ceeding brought by creditors several
days ago, was served with a subpoenato-day. lie surrendered to local policeand was arraigned in the District'

No Clue to Identity
Of Woman's Torso

Autopsy Fails to Reveal Marks
or Whether Victim Was

Poisoned
The autopsy yesterday on the

v. «man's torso which was found Tues¬day floating in the Hudson River nearPier No. 5 of the Jersey Central Rail-
load disclosed no identifying clews or
suggestions as to how she was killed.

Dr. Arthur P. Haskingl, assistant
medical examiner of Hudson County,who performed the autopsy, said there
were no marks of any kind on the body,and his examination could not de¬
termine whether s e had been poisoned.He said the woman was between
twenty and forty years of age and had
been in good health at the time of her
death. She was probably about fivefeet six inches tall and weighed about
1 30 pounds.
The police of Jersey City, New York

and nearby Jersey towns are check¬
ing up their lists of persons reportedmissing.. Dr. Hasking said the woman
had been in the water ''rom six to eightweeks.

Earth Cracks in Kansas
Crevices Twelve Feet Deep and

Three Wide AppearHUTCHINSON, Kan., Aug. 10.- Geol-
ogists and scientists of this part cf the
state are displaying much interest in
great cracks in the earth ¿reported to

feet deep, half a miio long and someof them three feet wide have appearedrecently. Attention to them was at¬
tracted by the finding of two steel's in
one of the crevices. The cattle were
wedged in, apparently having fallen, inwhen the earth cracked.

Geologists g merally agreo that the
cracks are due to hot, dry weather
and the counter effect of the subter¬
ranean supply of water. In MondeCounty, further west, tito underflow of
water is tapped by many wells. ,

Nephew Makes
Move Against

Searles ;Will
Request for Special Admin¬

istrator of $50,000,000
Estate Is Said to forecast
Contest of the Document

His Share Only $250,000
Other Kin of Man Who left

Bulk of Riches to New
Yorker Expected to Fight

From o Special Correspondent
BOSTON, Aug. L9. -The first move

in the fight for the riches of the late
multi-millionaire Edward R Sen 1rs
has been started with the fiing of a

formal request with tho Essex County
Register of Probate by Currier &
Young, State Street attorneys, repre¬
senting Albert Victor Searles, the
nephew, cut off with $260,000, asking
that they have an opportunity to bo
hoard on an application for a special
administrator for the $50,000,000 estate.
Former Senator Guy W. Currier,

head of the law firm, said last night,
that this initial move does not neces¬

sarily, mean that an attempt is to be
made to break the will by his client.
It is an action primarily intended to
protect the interest, of Albert Victor
Searles in the big estate, he'explained.
Further action will depend upon cir¬
cumstances and on the' developments
of the next few weeks.

Probate lawyers regard the request
to the Register of Probate as virtually
a notice of a contest against the will.Special administrators, they point out,
are appointed only for estates which
are in dispute, and it is known that;the younger Mr. Searles is anythingbut satisfied with the will, which leaveshim only a small share of the estate,while giving its bulk to Arthur T.Walker, of New York

Even assistingor cooperating with others who maywish to break the will would mean, ac-cording to its explicit term?, cuttinghim or any of tho other beneficiariesoff entirely. Whether he will attempt to con¬
test the will is problematical. As heis not now named in the instrumenthe has nothing to lose, it is pointedout.
Another claimant, that Mr. Searles

forgot in his last testament is Mrs.Susan E. Allen, of-4518 Delmar Boule¬
vard, St. Louis. She is a cousin and
her attorneys have been active in
securing information in Lawrence re¬
garding the will. They were, particu¬larly anxious to get the names of the
executors, but they would scarcelyhave time to file suit.

Contest Regarded Certain
Dissatisfied claimants have until

September 6 to file formal objectionsand ask for a hearing. It is believed
that before that date papers will be
filed for or with the consent of claim¬
ants, and an effort will be made to pre¬
vent ¡Mr. Walker from securing the
bulk of the $50,000,000 property. What
form the campaign will take is a ques¬tion of expediency.

Servants at the six-thousand acre
Methuen estate are under orders not
to speak about the affairs of their
former master. Inquirers are referred
by them to Mr. Walker, whom they re¬
gard as their new master.

Arthur T. Walker declined yester¬day to comment on rumors which
make him the agent of the late Ed¬
ward F. Searles in public welfare plans,
to such an extent that Walker's pri¬
vate fortune, as principal beneficiary,would be considerably reduced.
"Whatever rumors may have been

started by the newspapers themselves,"he said. "1 have nothing to say."

the late Hettie Green, was examined
in the Supreme Court, Brooklyn, yes¬
terday on a motion for her release from
the institution.
Miss Wormworth, after asserting

that she had beheld certain visions in
the sky, maintained tnat she was men¬

tally normal and capable of earning
her living. Abraham Levy, her attor¬
ney, obtained a continuance of the trial
until September 2S.
Mr. Burns appeared in court. Colonel

Creen was representexl by counsel. As
a mental test the witness was asked to
recite the chief events leading up to
America's entry into the war, which
she did. She was asked if she remem¬
bered writing letters to Colonel Green.
She at first denied, but later admit¬
ted she had sent the letters.
"Why did you tire the shots at Mr.

Burns':'" she, was asked.
"I had no intention of injuring any¬

body," she replied. "I had no emotion
when I tired except that i was shoot-
ing to make it known that there was
justice in the world."

Mr. Levy said h¡3 client was not
sufficiently recovered from her eigh¬
teen months' confinement in the hos¬
pital to undergo further examination.

Ben A. Matthews, Assistant United

States District Attorney, has summoned
about 200 persons who witnessed the
première of "Tickle Me" at the Selwyn
Theater Tuesday night. The presence
of Arthur Hammerstein, manager of
that playhouse, has alr.o been de¬
manded. The United States Grand
Jury, which convenes this morning at
10:30 in the Federal Building, will be
presented with evidence showing, ac¬
cording to Mr. Matthews, that chorus
girls distributed about 200 one-ounce
bottles of whisky to a surprised but
"thoroughly delighted" audience. With
the subpoenas sent out yesterday are
a number for press agents and dramatic
critics who attended the initial per¬formance of the show.

"It's a straight-out case of viola¬
tion of the Eighteenth Amendment,"said James K. Shevlin, supervising en¬
forcement director. "I didn't taste the
stuff, but I understand it was booze,
and I propose to see that Mr. Hammer-
stein is prosecuted for this violation
of the prohibition law."
The government has one bottle to

offer in evidence. There are about four
drops in it. Mr. Shevlin asserts those
four drops are conclusive evidence in
favor of the government's prosecution.

Mr. Hammerstein says the bottles
contained tea.

Italian Bank Notes Forged!
Warnins: Against 1,000 Lire

Certiorates Is Issued
ROME, Aug. 10..The newspapers

here are publishing warnings against
forged Italian bank notes of A,000
lire which are being circulated. So
accurately have the forgers imitated
the real note that the spurious ones
are almost impossible of detection.

It is said that several months ago
a confidential warning reached theItalian government of a plan of theBolshevik government to forge on animmense scale bank notes of the United
States, England, Italy, France, Spainand Greece in order to pay the Soviet's
expenditure abroad. It was assertedthat chemists and engravers from
Germany were employed to produce the
forged notes, which were slipped from
Russia through Scandinavian coun-
tri'js.

She was like a tender flower, fragrant

with the dew of dawn, and he "couldn't
do such 'cause he loved her too much."
But we can hardly add that he "learned
about, women frem her," because Feodor
Masinioff was distinctly a post-gradu¬
ate. He was wise in all the informa¬
tive sayings, which begin, "Every
woman"- -. The. things ho knew
about them were positively uncanny.
He knew just when to twist their
wrists and when to step on their feet,
when to cajole and when to command.
He never had to say "Go!" more than
twice or "Come!" more than once. His
discipline was positively up to mili¬
tary standards. And at that there were
no conscripts. They were all volun¬
teers..

Personally we are very fond of playsin which some dominating male with a
steely voice and an iron heart orders
all the women characters about and
they obey him. It is said that the suc¬
cess of any play depends upon the.
people in the audience identifyingthemselves with some character on the
stage, and for at least an hour we were
completely under the spell of "The
Checkerboard," which was produced at|
the Thirty-ninth Street Theater last
night.

It was only by a great effort that we
refrained, on our way down to the
office, from seizing somebody, anybody,in fact, around the neck and saying in
a cold, toneless voice: "Kiss me, you'
fool." But we remembered Feodor and
his great sacrifice. He went out into
the night alone, and likewise w«
alighted at Park Place with nothing
more to our credit than having spoken
sharply to a subway guard.
The new comedy by Frederic and

Fanny Hatton is a pretty good dime
novel, but it is a bit thick that anybody
above the ago of fourteen should be
expected to take it seriously. That,
however, is thé intent, we believe. To
be sure, there is much low comedy re¬
lief, but there was every indication both
in the writing and the playing that the
audience was intended to sigh just a bit
for Feodor Masimoff and his broken
heart. He was the only son of a Rus¬
sian prince, but his mother was only a
dancer and not even a wife. His in¬
stincts were noble, but his practices
were base, and he lent himself to the
services of a schemer who passed him
off as a nobleman upon an unsuspect-
ing American millionaire, who wished
to get into society. The deftness and
delicacy of the satire may well be in-
dicated by the fact that the millionaire
had made his money in ashcans and
was known as the Ashcan King. The
American theater is progressing. At
this time last season we had a pla.v
about a Garbage King.
But though the satire of the Hattons

in "The Checkerboard" is of the broad¬
est, some of it. is amusing, particularly
when Kate Mayhew is on the4 stage.
She made a real and humorous figure of
a person who seemed hardly more than
a burlesque in the writing. The play
also has the merit of telling its story
swiftly, and this atones in part for the
crudity and stageiness of the tale.
Masimoff, the fake prince, falls in love

with the young daughter of the million-
aire, and then decides to spare her in
favor of her boyhood sweetheart, whom
she must have cared for in her heart
of hearts, since she said in her girlish
way: "When you aren't drunk you'rethe dearest boy alive!"

Feodor killed her love by nllowingher to find him in the arms of another
woman, a woman who was nothing to
him but a plaything, a phonograph rec-
ord to be turned on and then cast aside
like an old glove or a withered violet
or yesterday's baseball extra. She was
nothing to him, hut how could little
unsophisticated Susanna know that?
As a matter of fact, she didn't, and she
allowed Feodor and his broken heart
to go away forever.
José Ruben was Feodor, and he playedthe part with the same finish which" he

has put into exactly the same rôle al
score of times. Only once or twice was
he unconvincing. When he seized

Tanya and Boris each by on? wrist and
commanded them to be silent we could
not help wondering what would have
happened if they both had tugged si¬
multaneously. However, Rub"n was ef
fective, but not effective enough to
make anybody believe in the figure
which he was portraying. That would
have been a triumph. Donald ¡Vlac-
donald, engaged to play Boris because
th« part requires some dancing, was

surprisingly good and gave u closer
semblance of sincerity than anybody
in the cast except Kate Mayhew, who
scored the triumph of the evening.
