Possession of the property will be
given the successful bidder about Oc¬
tober !. Title will not pass until the
full purchase price has been paid.
The board announced that bids would

be opened September 1 for tho pur-
chase of the steel ships of the govern¬
ment merchant fleet.
The vessels are to be sold at mini¬

mum pr et of from $160 to $185 a ton
for the vaiious types, with provision
for payments over a period of ten
years. When ships nrr taken "as is
and where is" and the winde amount
is paid in cash, a discount of 10 per
cent will be allowed.

and loyal to your country as the
Filipinos."

Balanced; $30,000 More Needed
The Fresh Air Fund's balanco of

trade continued good yesterday. Ex¬
ports of children to the country stood
at 308, as against imports from the
country of 180.
The fund3 contributed are coming

to the rescue of the bovs and girls
with fine spirit, too. During tho four
husiness days of this week they have
contributed $5,979.88, oi a little more
than the average of $1,200 per day
needed to pay the expenses of vaca¬
tions. The surplus will help to make
tip for two days last week when an
average of only $-100 was contributed.

At. the beginning of the summer the
budget requirements of the fund for
a full season's work were estimatedat $90,000. If the friemls of the workwill do as well to-day as they did yes¬terday and tho day before in their
ir i ft s, the two-thirds mark on the road
lo that $90,000 will be passed bv night¬fall.
With $90,000 in contributions thefund promised to provide vacations for13,000 children. For the two-thirds ofthe budget already contributed thefund has more than kept its promise,almost 9,000 boys and girls havingbeen sent to the country since June 30.The fund needs the third $30,000 totake care of the four thousand odrlwho are still waiting for their outings.These four thousand need vacations

now more than many of the lucky ninethousand needed theirs earlier in th«'
summer- not because needy children
were not selected for the early out¬ings, but because Diese left-overs havebeen worn down by the heat and pri¬vations of a tryins summer.
The last ten days have been almostintolerable in the city's crowded tene¬

ments.
Will you help the Fund bring relief

and rejuvenation to the little left¬
overs? Day after day they have
crowded into settlement houses, clinics,hospital social service departmentsand such places with the anxious query,"Ain't ye gonna send me t«> the
country'.'"'

Mayor Orders Inquiry
lulo Courthouse Contract
Formal Approval Is Withheld

Pending Investigation of
Cost of Limestone

.Mayor Dylan yesterday deferred his
forma', approval of the contracts for
'.ho construction of the new county
courthouse pending an investigation
by Commissioner of Accounts Kirsh-field of the cost of limestone which i-'
to be used in the superstructure. TheMayor requested the ¡nv stigntion in
view of comment in regard to the sud¬
den change of the city authorities in
favor of limestone instead ii( granitefor the structure-. It was intimated
the city was to pay too much for lime¬
s'tone.
The Mayor declared the criticism

directed at the contract was merely an
attempt to mislead the public, and
asked Commissioner Hirshfield to in¬
vestigate so that the people mightknow the truth. The Mayor declared
it was the first time in man;, years
that the "granite contracting combina¬
tion" did not obtain a bi¿r city contract,
and that they were circulating propa¬
ganda in an endeavor to mislead the
people and make them believe that an
exorbitant price is being paid for lime¬
stone.
The Mayor pointed out that the lime¬

stone contract was $125,000 l^ss than
tho lowest bid for granite construction,
and that the lowest bidder on granite
was going to get the stone from a

quarry that had not been operated in
several years. The next lowest granite
bid, he said, was from a reputable firm,
and was several hundred thousand dol¬
lars higher than the limestone bid.

To Reformatory as Swindler

A. H. Snow, an Expert on
International Law, Dies

Was the Author of Numerous
Articles on Political Science;

.Lectured in University
Alphnus Henry Snow, of 2013 Massa-

chusetts Avenue, Washington, an au-
thority on international law, died last
night at the New York Hospital, after
a lingering illness. He was fifty-nine
years old.

Mr. Snow was born at Claremont, M.
II., and was educated in Trinity Col¬
lege, Yale and Harvard. He practisedlnw in Hartford, Conn., from 1883 to
1887, and in Indianapolis, Ind., the next
eight years. He later engaged in litT
erary work in Washington, where he
wrote a book entitled "T"ne Adminis¬
tration of Dependencies." He also
wrote numerous articles on politicalscience and internal revenue laws.

Mr, Snow was a lecturer on colonial
government in George Washingtonuniversity from 1908 to 1909. In 1910
lie went to The Hague as a delegatefrom the Unite"! States to the interna¬
tional conference on social insurance.

lie was a member of the board of
trustees of George Washington Uni¬
versity, the executive council of the
American Society of International Law,the American Bar Association, the
American Society for the Judicial Set¬tlement of International Disputes, theAmerican Political Science Associa¬
tion and the American Historical Asso¬ciation. He held memberships in vari¬
ous clubs, amono; which are the Metro¬politan, Cosmos, Chevy Chase, Uni¬
versity, Royal Societies in London andthe Alpha Delta Phi fraternity.He is survived by his wife, who wasMiss Margaret Maynard Butler, ofIndianapolis, and two sisters. The
body was taken to the Funeral Church,Broadway and Sixty-sixth Street, whereservices will be held on Sunday.

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Reorganization of
Ellis Island Force

Started by Wallis
Immigration Commissioner

Adds Ninety to Pay Roll;
Plans Further Increases;
New Poliey Is Promised

Frederick A, Wallis, Commissioner of
Immigration, began yesterday a com

plete reorganisation and reconstruc¬
tion of the antiquated machinery used
at Milis Island in handling immigrants.
The authority to make any chantres

he thought necessary was received
from Washington after Commissioner
Wallis had informed the Department.
of Labor that unless given a free hand
in correcting evils of long standing at
the island he would resign.
The first move mad«' by the Com¬

missioner was the adding of ninety
employees to the island pay roll. In
doing so he has filled positions which,
m some cases, have been vacant since
1914. Additional employees will be
put on from time to time as the Com¬
missioner finds help fitted for the dif¬
ficult work of handling immigrants in
the busiest port in the world. Bj
September 1 Mr. Wallis expects to have
his stall' recruited to the strength main¬
tained in the days prior to the outbreak
of war. i

It has been the refusal of Washing¬
ton to authorize the employment of
adequate help that has hand
former immigration commissionei in
coping with the Ellis island situation,
Mr. Wallis said.
Among the ninety new employees ar«

inspectors, matrons, stenographers
phots, interpreters and laborers. Th(
stair' of interpreters was cut in half ir

the immigrant will receive far better
treatment at the hands of government
officials than he ever has in the past,
according to Mr. Wallis.

In the past it has been customary to
treat immigrants as though they \vre
prisoners. Guards and steel bars have
been used to keep them penned in
until the involved routine incident to
their landing ha ! been completed. This
custom will be done away with, Com¬
missioner Wallis said, and the immi-
grant, during his stay on the island,
will be permitted to have the freedom
of the broad walks along the water-
front and will be held accountable to
an '"honor system" instead of rigid
regulation-..
