Several detectives whose identity isbeing kept secret by Philadelphia andNorristown police this afternoon made
a trip to New York City and will run

that hi- owned property on Long Island.led to the belief of the- searchers thatBls-kely vas taken directly to NewYork after the kidnaping'. 9"The Crank" never has accounted sat-

immediately following the kidnaping,time police arc satishedhe was in New York. He had confeder-
ates there -women, tho police think
who had arranged to take the baby to1
some obscuro lodging house in the
poorer quarter of the city, where the
presence of a friendless baby would
excite no comment. There Blakely wasleft, and there, if he is yet alive, he
may be found, the police officials think.

Clewa Lead to New York
Clews which satisfy tho police "theCrank" went directly from the scene ofthe kidnaping to New York were sub¬stantiated by the investigation ofGeorge Gibson, a detective, of thiscity.
1 he day liefere Pasquale wa_ taken

to Norristown he asked the police to
tret a pair of trousers at a shack he
owned i:i New Gret'.ia, N. J.

Gibson went to the place and foundtho trousers. Remembering how Cap¬tain Ali red Souder had discovered a
S'i.OOO check under the armpit of "the
crank's" coat, Gibson took the trousers
to a woman of Egg Harbor, who t.-.^i:
the garment apart at tho seams. Infront of the trousers, sewn between
two foids of lining, a memorandum was
found containing sue!; entries as "5
and 7 P P," "641 BVV" and "221 W 42."

Investigation proved these to be NewYork addresses. At 5 and 7 nark Place
Pasquale had purchased $1,200 worth
of bond?. At 641 Broadway he had
bought ?2.000 worth of stock. At 221
West Forty-second Street he had pur¬chased a watch. With these addresses
the. police became convinced "The
Crank" had scent all his time after the
kidnaping in the central part of New
York City. Later "the crank" asked
permission to ¡ro with the police to his
farm on»*Long Island.

This time the police did not take
"the crank" with them.

Oeorjro 11. Coughlin, father of the
kidnaped baby, began a Supreme Court
proceeding yesterday to recover $12,00Cwhich he paid Pasquale for promisedinformation that would lead to the re¬
covery of the stolen child. Mr. Cough¬lin obtained from Justice Burr a war¬
rant of attachment against all bank ac¬
counts or any other property Pasqualemight have in New YorR.

Disbelieves Panquale
Mr. Coughlin said his son had noi

yet been located, and the state
ments of Pasquale that he knew th«
whereabouts of the kidnaped child, whe
in fact, was in his custody or that ol
his agents, were false. Believing th<
representations that his infant soi
would be returned to him at a spécifie*time he paid the $12,000 to PasqualeAfter receiving the money it is allégéePasquale, without making good hi:
promise to restore the missing child t<
his parents, left the State of Pennsyl
vania and, so far as Mr. "Coughliiknows, has not been there since. Mi
Coughlin traced tho man who he al
leges swindled him to New York, wrier
he opened several bank accounts unde
fictitious names. The purpose of thi
move by Pasquale, said Mr. Coughlir
was to defraud his creditors. One. o
the accounts was opened in the Broad
way Savings Institute under the nam
of John Pierio Pons, and anothei
under tho name of August Pasquale
was opened in the Manhattan Saving
Institution.

Negleat on the part of the Board oEducation to file calculations or requesadditional appropriations of the Boarof Estimate to cover the 925,000,00o ii
crease in salaries granted to the scho«teachers under the Lockwood-Donoh«bill, passed by the last Legislature, madelay indefinitely the payment of thincreases. Comptroller Charles 1
Craig made this announcement yesteday in a letter to Aiming S. Pral
president of the Board of EducatioThe Comptroller declared that unie:immediate action was taken by tlboard in the matter the teachers woul
not receive their increases in salarieuntil the first of the year.Tho Comptroller called the attentieof Mr. Prall to the fact that he iiformed him of the necessity of rquesting the additional appropriate)
as long ago as the first of last Majust after the Lockwood-Donohue bibecame a law. Lest the teachers be li
to believe that the Boarel of Estima
or the Board of Aldermen were resposible for the delay, Comptroller Cradeclared he had sent copies of his lcter to Mr. Prall to every one of tl23,000 teachers in the city.It is doubtful if any special arrangment can be made now to obtain t;required appropriations, as the Boaof Estimate has aeljourned to Septeibet- 2-t and the Boarel of Aldermen hadjourned for the summer. An effcprobably will be made, however, to c:
an emergency session of both boards,Up to the present, the Comptrollsaid in his letter, the only thing tBoard of Education has done in regato the increase in salaries is to requethe appropriation by the Board of Es
mate and the Board of Aldermen$1,400.000, the amount necessary to ptho old increases for the monthsJune and July, 1920, which have bepaid, but nothing has been elone to pviele for the remaining months eif t
year. The increases under the Lowood-Ponohue bill were' to be effectfrom August 1. The Comptroller fther stated in his letter:
"The Board ol" Education has nopropriation whatever from which

Five Robbers
Get $22,000
In 2 Hold-Ups

Dr. Kind F. Hartwig, Lured
to Room hv Bogus Call,
Loses $4,000; May Not
Recover From Injuries

$18,000 From Cashier
Two Guarding Pay Roll of
Hammond Typewriter^Co.
Are Victims of Thieves
Two hold-ups, one in Manhattan and

one in Brooklyn, yesterday netted five
gunmen about $22,000 in cash and jew¬
elry. One of the victims, Dr, Emil
F. Härtung, forty-seven years old, Cor¬
oner's physician of Kings County for
eighteen years, was badly beaten by
the robbers antl mgy not live, lie was
robbed of about $-1,000 in money and
jewelry.
Frank Zireis, cashier of the Ham¬

mond Typewriter Company, and his
guard, Albert Uovey, were robbed of
$1.8,000 of the company's pay roll in
the, afternoon. The two had been to
the Guaranty Trust Company, at Six¬
tieth Street and Madison Avenue, 1 o
drawn the money, and were returning
to the company's office, at the foot of
»Sixty-ninth Street and the East River.
When in Sixty-ninth Street, between

First Avenue and Avenue -A., a taxicab
stopped at the curb in front of them
and three men with revolvers sprang
out and ordered the cashier and his
guard to throw up their hands. Zireis
drew his revolver, which was quicklyknocked out of his hand by-one of the
robbers. The cashier then threw the
bag of money to the sidewalk. Hoveyseized this and ran. two of the rob¬
bers kept guard over the cashier while
the other pursued the guard, firing
a number of shots. Hovey dropped the
bag and continued running. The rob¬
bers recovered -. the bag and escapedin their taxicab.

Lured by Telephone Call
Dr. Härtung was lured by a boguscall from his office in Brooklyn to a

boarding house at 358 Marion Street at
10 o'clock in the morning. The sender
of the call said that "George Harris,",
a former patient, was seriously ill.
When the. doctor reached the place and
entered a room he found a man lyingin bed. As the physician leaned over
the bed a second man, wearing a mask,appeared. Pointing a revolver at the
-physician he ordered him to throw up1 is hands. Instead of complying the
physician grappled with him.
The man in bed sprang up, seized a

heavy chisel, and beat the physicianinto insensibility.
The robbers stripped him of his val¬

uables, tore a sheet into strips, bound
his hands and feet, and fled.
The noise of the fight had attracted

¡i number of persons outside the house
and as the two robbers ran out they
were pursued until they ran throughthe open door óf a cellar. They es¬caped by a rear entrance.

Dr. Härtung was released by Mr?.Ellen Murphy, the proprietress of thehouse, and others. He was taken tohis home and given medical attention.He is. suffering from a possible frac¬
ture of the skull and numeious bruisesand contusions.

Delicves Thieves Are Sailors
Mrs. Murphy said one. of the menhad rented the room from her on Tues¬day. She said she thought tiicy wereItalian sailors. She described them both

as about twenty-three years old, aboutfive feet six inches tall, stockily built, ¡and with dark hair and skin.
Dr. Hartung's loss consisted of $624in cash, two diamond rings, each valued

at $1,000, a diamond scarf pin valuedat $900, a watch and chain valued at:$-100, and a woman's watch and chainvalued at $200. These latter had be¬longed to his mother, who died a few
weeks> ago. Dr. Härtung had plannedto give them to his daughter, Mrs. Ma¬nila Gendt, of Patchogue, L. I., and
was carrying them for thatpurpose.Dr. Härtung is one of the best knownphysicians in Brooklyn, and is an inti-
mate friend of Mayor John F. Dylan.

of his business affairs are in excellent
condition. For six months he has been
in ill health, and it is possible that, he
lias suffered a sudden breakdown as a
result of the great strain under which.
he has been working."

Mr. Spaulding is forty-three years
of age, 5 feet 11 inches in height and
weighs 150 pounds. He is blond, with
1'ue eyes, light brown wavy hair and
smooth shaven. When he disappeared
he wore a light black and checked suit,
a Panama liai and bow tie.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 20. Fifty "hun¬

ger strikers" in the Maryland peni-tentiary in u riot before dawn this
morning wrecked the dormitory in

which they had been segregated and
almost succeeded in brisking out into
the yard before they were driven back
by guards, police and firemen.
The convicts bent the big steel gate

which leads to the yard, wrenched cell
doors and interior iron bar« from their
places, torn out the electric light fix¬
tures and dug gaping holes in the
brick walls.

Hr'-aking out of their cells in some
unknown manner Ihe men, though un¬
able to get out of the building-, set
up a shouting and genera] racket that
could be heard for blocks. City police¬
men responded to a riot call, but had
little success in quelling thi' disturb¬
ance because of their inability to sec
the rioters in the inky darkness.

It was still dark when tiie police and
firemen arrived, and after tiring- a few
