tg <Jo in Mexico was listened to with
a -peat deal of attention by Mr. Colby.
The only unfortunate part of the situa¬
tion is that what Mr. Guffey wants is
precisely the opposite position from
that desired by another very promi-
¡sent American oil millionaire, Edward
L Doheny.
Both Guffey and Doheny are ably

represented in Washington, but Guffey
is present in person and saw Colby to¬
day. Yesterday he saw Joseph P. Tum¬
ulty, secretary to the President, and
Edmund H. Moore, of Ohio, who man¬
aged Cox's campaign at the San Fran¬
cisco convention, and who seems to
have taken over what little authority in
running the campaign Cox has dele¬
gated.

Moore Seeking Fonda
Bnmor had it, though Mr. Moore was

silent, that the Ohio politician's visit
to Washington was occasioned by a de¬
sire not so much to stir up the Admin¬
istration in behalf of Cox's campaign
ss to make certain moves calculated to
open the purse strings and revive the
starving Democratic organization head¬
quarters in New York, Chicago and
elsewhere.
Doheny, the present rival of Guffey

on Mexican oil matters, saw almost
everyone involved when he was in San
Francisco, where he made a speech at
the convention and was placed in nom¬
ination for vice-president. Incidentally
he did not get a very respectful hear¬
ing, the delegates for the most part
making so much noise that he could not
make himself heard, even with the elec¬
tric sound amplifiers.
But now these two big figures in the

Democratic party, both of whom have
been heavy contributors to the Demo¬
cratic war chest, are at odds, and are
»ppealing to men in the President's
official family to decide between them,
Secretary Colby was formerly coun- j

tel for Mr. Guffey, as were also both
Attorney General Palmer.whose can-
didate for National Committamun Guf-
fey was in the recent primary.and jAmbassador John W. Davis, who has
had Mexican oil questions up with the
British government.
Mr. Doheny has as one of »5.1 able

lieutenants Franklin K. Lane, who was

Secretary of the Interior from March
4, 1913, until early this year, when he!resigned to accept 8 salary reported to
bs $50,000 with the oil magnate's com-
panies.
A rough statement of the contro-

versy is said to be that Guffey has a
lsrge number of oil claims granted by
the Carranza government, but repudi-1
ated by the new Mexican government.
Doheny, whose companies have ac-
quired titles from the new government
which are said to overlap the Guffey
claims, is in favor of repudiating the
old claims and recognizing as fully
lefsal the actions of the new govern-
ment.

Attempt on the life of
Russell Sage Recalled
The only tfther explosion the

Wall Street district has known
occurred in 1891, when an at¬
tempt was made to assassinate
Russell Sage in his private office
at 71 Broadway.
Henry W. Norcross gained ac¬

cess to Mr. Sage's private office.
In his hand he swung a bag of
dynamite, which he declared that
he would drop unless he were
given $1,200,000.

Mr. Sage refused. Norcross
dropped the bag and was instantly
killed. Mr. Sage was slightly
hurt. William R. Laidlaw, a
clerk, was injured. The offices
were wrecked.

Kramer Holds
Dry Enforcing
Plan a Failure

Prohibition Chief Says
Machinery Is Inadequate
to Handle Cases; Calls
Many Agents Unfaithful
WASHINGTON, Sept. 16..Declara-1

tion was made to-day by Prohibition
Commissioner Kramer that dry law
enforcement machinery is inadequate.
Coupled with this was a statement by
the Anti-Saloon League that the "na-
tion is confronted by a gigantic and
vicious conspiracy to discredit and ulti-
mately overthrow prohibition."
Mr. Kramer in making his declara-

tion in an address before the Anti-
Saloon League here added that in
numerous communities prohibition
cases were being dragged into Federal
Courts at a rate of ten to twenty a
week. The result, he said, is jammed
court dockets and delay in the trial of
dry law violators.
The Anti-Saloon Lea-rue embodied its

conspiracy charges in a resolution
which served notice that it would at¬
tempt removal of public officials dere¬
lict in prohibition enforcement. At the
same time, officials of the league made
public a partial list of candidates for
Congress whom it will seek to defeat
because of their position on prohibi¬
tion.

Many Agents Not Faithful
Commissioner Kramer frankly told

the conference that his agency, in addi¬
tion to being confronted with a short¬
age of personnel, had within it men
who were not "straight." It would
have been a "miracle," he added, if
there had not been some men %vho had
proved to be unfaithful to the oath, in¬
asmuch as the dry enforcement corps
had been built un in about six months.
While the conference gave Mr.

Kramer's organization a vote of confi¬
dence and a pledge of support, speaker?
asserted this stand would not "soften"
condemnation of officials of whatever
rank who did not observe the letter of
the law in searching out liquor vio¬
lators.
The resolution adopted by the con¬

ference also called upon Congress to
adopt "some standard for 'good be¬
havior' by defining misconduct," for
which appointees, such as Federal
judges, might be removed from office.
The present laws make impeachment
difficult and impracticable, the resolu¬
tion said, and Congress was urged to
provide methods by which those who
"wink at violations of law" may be
dealt with summarily.

Will Support Senator Watson
The league in its campaign for a

continued dry majority in Congress
will support Senator Watson, Republi¬
can, against Thomas Taggart, Demo¬
crat, in the Indiana Senatorial contest
and former Governor Frank B. Willis,
Republican, in the Ohio Senatorial
race. Included among the present
members of the House selected by the
league as the object of its attack the
list showed Representative Porter,
Pennsylvania, chairman of the House
Foreign Affairs Committee.
