Bow to Prowess of Toney
Big Fred Pitches Masterly Game for McGraw

Men, Allowing Only Three Hits; Napier,
on Mound for the Visitors, Also at His Best

Big Ft«1 Toney, of the Giants, had a slight edge on Napier, the

Reds' recruit twirler, in a stirring pitchers' duel at the Polo Grounds yes¬
terday afternoon and, as a result, the New Yorkers defeated Pat Moran's
fading champions by a score of 1 to 0. The victory gave the home players
three out of four in the series and it practically assured them of finishing
the season in second place, as they are now three full games ahead of
the mid-Westerners.
So effective was the work of the

opposing pitehers that neither team
got even two hits in any one inning.
The Giants shoved the winning run

across in the seventh on a base on

balls, a single by Frisch and an inñeld
out.
Toney let the champions down with

exactly three hit«, one of which was
a slow infield roller. The other two
¦.vere doubles by Daubert and Koush.
Whenever the visitors became the least
bit menacing Toney invariaby tighten¬
ed up and turned them back. He. as
well as Napier, received perfect sup¬
port and neither team was guilty of
» single error. Toney handed out two
bases on balls, but neither of these
caused any damage.
Napier was found for six safeties,

but he kept these distributed in as

many innings. He issued only one base
on balls, but this came in the seventh
and paved the way for the lone tally
that was necessary to decide the issue.
With the exception of the seventh not
one of the home players got as far
as second base.
Only twenty-nine batters, two more

than the minimum number, faced
Teney during the nine innings that he
held 'sway on the mound and not once
did they have a chance to break
through. Two of them reached sec¬
ond base, but neither advanced any
further. Were it not for Frisch's
single in the seventh, which put Young
in a position to score, the battle might
have lasted indefinitely as neither
pitcher showed any signs of weakening.
Toney gave Daubert a base on bulls

in the very first inning with one out,
but Jake was caught stealing h mo¬
ment later and Groh fl¡oil out to Burns.
Young slammed out a single in the
Giants' half of the first wrth two cut,
but Frisch lifted a fly to Neale.
