Scrap the National Commission!

The scrapping of tho National Commission, as suggested by John
Heydler, president of the National League, and himself a member of the
commission, is inevitable. The public no longer trusts tho National Com¬
mission. That body is responsible for the development of this mistrust by
its tangled politics and by what one club owner calls its "backstairs
policies."

The greatest crisis in the history of professional baseball finds the
National Commission without a real head. For years it h»s been unable
to handle the affairs of baseball with any fairness or independence because
of conflicting interests. It is not constructed for the handling of the
affairs of baseball in a big and broad way, but for the interests of a few-
big magnates. It has worked in a fog of secrecy and chicanery. *

Mr. Heydler, though, has stepped out of the fog and speaks frankly
and, I believe, honestly and fairly. He admits that the National Com¬
mission must be superseded. He declares that no man who ever served
on the National Commission should be allowed to have a voice in the new

body which must be created to rehabilitate professional baseball and to
keep it clean.

There are a few magnates who may believe that this old state of
affairs can last, but the majority of them will agree with John Heydler.
There must be new men at the head of baseball, men who have no financial
interest in tin* game. This may seem an outrage to certain magnates,
but baseball is an American institution. The club owners do not own

the frame.

Where pitching and liase running records through the year were in

no wa"y abnormal or unusual, the record on attack in the American
League passed all boundaries of belief.

The most remarkable of all achievements was Ruth's home run col-'
lection, the most valuable ever put together in the sport.almost doubling
his record of last year.

It is no flattery or bunk to suggest that Ruth's home run record was
easily the greatest individual feat that baseball has ever known.the most
amazing that any sport has ever known.

Two other abnormalities along record-breaking lines were the number
of runs scored by Ruth and the number of base hits made by Sisler. Both
broke Ty Cobb's li'll record, which seemed established for a generation.

How Much Longer?
Club owners in tho two major leagues have waited a year now to

name a chairman of the national commission.
If they had named the right man a year ago the present scandal

would have been cleaned up last winter.or there might have been no
scanda!, with crooked gamblers and crooked ball players unwilling to risk
a quick and thorough investigation.

But the crooks were keen enough to see that baseball had no govern-ment worth the name.
How men with millions invested could be so lax and careless in the

protection of their property is beyond all understanding.As the bulk of the scandal came up in the American League, Ban
Johnson's gross inefficiency has proven that he is utterly incapable of pro-tecting the interests of the game.

A national commission chairman is not only needed at once, butthe man selected should be one whose ability and integrity are beyondquestion.
The Passing Game

We contended some years ago that the forward passing1 gamo wasonly in its crudest stage, and that its development carried unlimited pos-sibilitics. Some portion of its worth was proved last year.But the big advance is merely starting. The true worth of this playwill never be readied until the average candidate can pass and receive afootball wjth almost the same facility that a baseball is handled. Andthis, through training and practice, can be accomplished.
