All Estates of
Sicilian Barons

Occupation of Properties
of Absentee Owners Is
Made a Festival; Monk
Waves Crucifix in March

Police Look On Inactive

Prefect Issues Decree Giv¬
ing Lands l& Men Who
Fought in World War

PALERMO, Sicily, Oct. 4 (By The As¬
sociated Press).. Thousands of armed
men have invaded the large estates \>''
almost the entire island, which is still
held in almost feudal condition by the
barons. These absentee landlords,
whose properties, although nut .well
cultivated, usually yield immense prof¬
its, spend most of their time and money
in Naples, Koine, Paris and Madrid.
Picturesque scenes were enacted, es¬

pecially at Alcamp, where peasants
marched, waving the national flag,
bearing religious standards and sing¬
ing popular songs. There were loaders
from all parties, Socialists, Catholics
and former combatants, even the monk,
Father Brancatelli, who preceded
crowd on horseback, crucifix in hand,
surrounded by a staff composed of
Catholics and ex-combatants, symbol¬
izing the new alliance of the cross and
sword.

Police Offer No Resistance
Amid cries of rejoicing and prayers

of thanksgiving the strange procession
occupied the larire estate of the Duke
of Corioliano. No resistance was of¬
fered, despite the presence of police
and carabineers, whose instructions
were not to oppose occupation of
estates insufficiently cultivated.

Similarly the peasants occupied the
estate of Baron Camarata, Baron Flo-
ristella and many others of the gentry.
The prefect of Catania was warmlj ap¬
plauded by the people for Having issued
a decree legally permitting the occu¬

pation of estates and their division
into small holdings among the pea
ants who fought in the war.

Peasants Fire From Ambush
Only one deplorable incident oc-

curretl. Three hundred horsemen from
the village of riant' Angelo Muxara, led
by their own mayor, were returning
after having occupier! the Muxarello
estate, escorted by ten carabineers and
two sergeants, when, without warning,!
100 peasants from the neighboring vil¬
lage of Sanbiagio, hidden behind trees,
fired, killing one and wounding several
ethers, and then making their escape.
The attack by the peasants is at¬

tributed to-the fact that the people of
Sanbiagio considered Muxarello with¬
in their province and, therefore,
treated the Sr. it' Angelo peasants as

usuipers.

Wrangel Takes
8,000 More

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 4..The
forces of General Wrangel, the anti-
Bolshevik leader in southern Russia,
have achieved further successes against
the enemy forces in the region of
Novoknovaska, where lii.OOO prisoners
were taken and 900 cannon, 5 locomo¬
tives and 10«) wagons were captured,
.-ays an official communication re¬
ceived here to-day. The communication
adds that, in the region of Finelnikovo
;;-.I prisoners were taken, together
with many machine guns and cannon.
The Bolshevik forces are described in
the communication as being disor¬
ganized.

WARSAW, Oct. 4. War and peace
plans are progressing simultaneously
under the same roof in recently reoc-
cupied Polish territory where General
Pilsudski, the head of the state, has
established hi» temporary headquar¬
ters. In one room of the house where
the general i s domiciled plans werelaid for continuing in pursuit of the
defeated Soviet troops on the northern
front, who are fleeing in a disorderlyretreat. In another room civilian rep¬resentatives of the government were
received by the chief for discussion of
the next move to be made by the Poles
at the Riga peace conference with the
li ussians.
On th«.' Polish northern front it was

announced that the cavalry pursuingthe Rusians had reached a" point less
than forty five miles from Minsk. In
various sectors the Bolsheviki were re¬
ported near the point of collapse.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 4..Failure of
peace negotiations between the Poles
and the Bolsheviki at Riga was fore-
east, in official advices received here
to-day. Continuing Polish military suc¬
cesses and the increasing strength
shown by Gene'ral Wrangel, anti-Bol¬
shevik leader in Southern Russia, wore
said t«« be influencing the Poles not to
make peace at this time.
General Pilsudski, the Polish leader,

was said to favor breaking off the ne¬
gotiations and reaching an understand¬
ing between Poland, the Ukrainians and
General Wrangel. As a step in this di¬
rection it was reported that a Ukranian
mission recently visited General Wran¬
gel and concluded a satisfactory agree¬
ment. The beginning of a strong
liaison between Poland and General
Wrangel- also has been laid through
military missions.

Japanese Troops Sent
Against Chinese Bandits
TOKIO, Oct. 4. Japanese troops have

been sent to Hun-chun, a town in Man¬
churia near the Corean frontier, which
was raided by bandits on Saturday.
Reports received here say that the at¬
tacking party consisted of Russian
Bolsheviki, Coreana and Chinese, who
are bitter against Japan.
Ten Japanese were killed rind thirty-

two wounded during the attack, while
forty-eight of the bandit party wore
killed or injured. Among the slain
were Superintendent Yasuda of the
Japanese police station, Inspector Kato
and his wife, 'Vice-Consul Akisu was
seriously wounded and a score of
houses in the Japanese quarter were
burned.

Bolshevism has not succeeded In

gaining ground in any country. In

England it has been discredited by
the secret traffic carried on by Maxim
Litvinoff and Leonid Krassin. In the
Scandinavian countries Bolshevism
censed to exist after all the Socialists
had .turned against it. In Germany it
has rapidly declined since the Polish
victories, In Czechoslovakia such
progress ns had been marie has re¬

cently dropped away. Among Italian
workers, as hero in France, the ma¬

jority has declared in favor of moder¬
ation.

Extremists Lose (¡round
The extremists in all the countries

of Europe have lost ground and
nowhere have made real progress. De¬
feated in propaganda, Bolshevism is
about to bo dethroned even in Russia
itself, in the opinion of the French
government, based on first-hand news.

It is believed here that. General
Wrangel's army cannot defeat the Red
troops, nor can the Poles undertake a
fresh offensive. The French do not de¬
sire another Polish war on Russia and
have strongly advised the Warsaw gov¬
ernment to make peace on any accept¬
able conditions. But it is believed that
tire Soviet régime will fall to pieces
this winter.

Within a few months there will be in
Russia no corn, no coal and no petrol.
The result will be a catastrophe, for
the population in large cities will ex¬

pire for want of food.
France Wants Russian Friendship
France greatly desires to retain the

friendship of the Russian people whom
she will help when the crucial moment
arriyes and when the Bolsheviki have
disappeared. Therefore she supports
a!! the Russian anti-Bolsheviki, even
the most extreme, in order to have men!
