Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion Gets Application of Dela-

WASHINGTON, Oct, 15.—Stock divi-
dends of nearly 200 per cont would ro-
sult from increasing the capital stock
of the Delaware, Luckawanna & West-
ern Railroad by capitalizing its sur-
plus, it was brought out to-day at the
Interstate  Commerece Commission’s
hearing on the road's application to
make such an increase.

The present capitalization of the
company was placed at $44,000,000 and
the surplus at $00,600,000, which rep-
resented railroad earnings and not
earnings from the road’s conl proper-
ties, according to company representas
tives.,

Two plans for segregating the rail
and coal properties, necessary under
the law bofore capstalization can be
inereatod, were outlined by W. J, Jan-
ney, vice-president and general coun-
1] One proposition was
to deed the” coal deposits to a coal
company, stock in which would be

the railroad etockholders. The rail-
road would exercise no eontrol over
the coal properties as & corporation,
but for some years the stock of both
the railroad and the coal company
would be held by the same individuals,

The second plan was to sell the coal
lands to u syndicate orpanized by the
railrond stockholders, the syndicate to
organize an operating company which
would give the railroad company bonds
for the coal properties. The railroad
would have no voting power in the
coal company.
