Something Less
Than Her Best

'Bab," Produced at Park, Is
Slight but Amusing, -but
Not Half Good Enough
for the Featured Player

Watching Helen Hayes, the eighteen-

year-old heroine of "Hah," at the Park
Theater last night, made us realize
how dangerous the theater is for young
girls. Miss Hayes is an actress of high
gifts, but unless she is very careful
and very firm the stage will fret her
and make her its plaything, an inter¬
preter of cute parts, a.comic ingenue.
And any person who leads such a life
for a few seasons stands an excellent
chance cd" being cast away like a
withered vi< t.

To be sure, almost everything
that 11< ion Hayes does in "Bab" is
effective anil some of it is very good.
The play is amusing, although it is
somewhat long drawn out for a theme
and treatment, which are essentially
trifling. It gets a little silly before it
is done. Yet we have no hesitation in
r< c n mending "Bab" as pleasant enter-
taii ment for rainy evenings. We don't
know that it is quite good enough to
keep any one indoors from full moons,
bul after all it isn't always moonlight.
Probal ly Helen Hayes can do "Bab"

a little bit better than anybody else in
the American theater, which is not
sufficient reason for her doing it over
any extended period. "Bab" should
not be her season's stint. Miss Hayes
has i_> in her to be an uncommonly
fine actress. She may become merely
a glib one. With much in her per¬
formance last nighl which was joyous¬
ly amusing and deft, there were also
moments when she plaved for the easy
and sine laugh which comes to the
player who treats a javelin like a six-
teen pound hammer and makes three
complete revolutions before letting the
blame thing go.
Of course, it is only fair to say tnat

an actress dues better to let them flyjust as they are without stopping to
grind out an edge.

Pianist Called
A New Genins

Ervin Nyredghazi Displays
Marvelously Fine Tech¬
nique and Amazing Intel¬
lectual and Musical Outfit

Is Styled a Master

Krehbiel Sees Drawback
Only in His Individualism
and Lark of Continuity

We confess that we do not like to be

knocked on the head before we have
hud time to draw a judicious breath
every time a new musical performer
comes to us across seas. It disturbs
our equilibrium, makes us expect too
much when we are in a generous mood
or too little when we pause to ponder
out experience with prodigious persons
during half a century of critical activ¬
ity. But it's a way the managers' pub¬
licity men have, and they arc always a
few weeks ahead of us in getting into
the newspapers.
Last nipht we were bidden to Car-i

negie Hall to listen to a genius; not a

brilliant pianist, but a genius with such
an amazing musical and intellectual
outfit that a professor of psychology at
Budapest was moved to make a bookful
of a study of him.
What we heard was a pianist, rf mar-j

vellously fine technical acquirements;
and undoubted (-r't';s for his chosen vo¬

cation, but so obsessed with individual¬
ism that its manifestation frequently,
indeed, generally, stood in the way of
our enjoyment of iiis music.

Newcomer a Hungarian
The newcomer is Ervin Nyredghazi,

a Hungarian youth, apparently eighteen
or twenty years old. He has a legiti¬
mate artistic inheritance (wc are told,but not by a press agent, wherefore we
believe it!, his grandparents, paternal
and material, and his father lia' inn-
been in the service of the opera at
Budapest. The story of his feats as a
child sounds a little bit like that of
Mozart, concerning whom, when he was
half as old as Nyredghazi, the Hon.
Daines Harrington made a report to
the Royal Society of Great Britain.
But it was the creative gift of the boyfrom Salzbürg which amazed the wise
men of Europe, not merely Iim play¬
ing; and in spite of this, Dr. Burney,
examining some of his music years

'later, thought his talent "more extraor¬
dinary than excellent."
The learned historian was mistaken,

as «'' know, bul it' he had something
of the distrust of prodigies which we
feel, wc cannot, blame him. Scores
of prodigious children have we heard,
and in nine cases out of ten they
(ame to nothing, artistically, in later
year 5.
The most notable exception was, and

is, Josef Hoffman, and he was saved
and permitted to develop only because
a music-loving philanthropist rescued
him from hi. father and his manager
and enabled him to grow to maturity
in a normal manner. The new pianist
has ¡lassed his prodigy period, how¬
ever, and is now safely on the road to
what may be a great? career.

His admirable qualities, besides his

finger technique, are a perfect com¬
mand of the dynamic capacity of the
pianoforte, also of its tone color,
though of this he seems disposed to
make little use. He feels no urge
toward sensuous charm, though it is
at hi ; call in a high degree, He is
often indifferent to melodic contours
delighting in chopping phrases into
bits, either by disconnecting the mo¬
tives which compose them by short
pauses, or crisp final chords, or by ex¬
aggerated nuances. He does not sing¡as he might because he does not want.
to. For the sake of crisp, crackling,
ciep tint; tones he neglects melodic
01 n u i ty
He too indulgent in sudden tempochang and malíes rushes in speed and

sonority like the musical gypsies of
his native land, who are as little
Magyi i a he is a Magyar by race.
But his digital independence is mar¬
velous to a degree. When wc heard
the rippling murmur of the music
evoked by hi lent hand in the iJach-
Busoni toccata we wore sure that
there sat. before us an unsurpassed
master of polyphonic playing.

It is long since we heard the like.
But this was a passing evocation of
his k ill, In the Schubert-Liszt fan¬
tasia, with its use. of the beautiful
slow melody of the sonfr "Her Wander¬
er," the aberrations were coo m-iny

and flagrant not to cause disappoint¬
ment and*-dismay. And so on with all
the other pieces which called for soul¬
ful song. This bird can sinjc ravishing-
lv; we wish he could bo made to Bins*.

"Mary-' Steps Fast
In Its Premiere
At Kiiickerhocke:

George M. Cohan's Musical
Comedy Has Speed and
Many Other Qualities of
Big Broadway Success

George M. Cohan's musical comedy,
"Mary," arrived with a grand splurge
at the Knickerbocker Theater last night.
The stepping measure of "Mary" is
very fast. And as a fiscal measure Mr.
Cohan is quite likely to find it another
"Man o' War." It has characteristic
speed and all the other qualities of the
Cohan musical success pretty girls,
smart gowns, buoyancy, importuning
music.
There is a sprightly chorus, never

still for an instant, ever weaving itself
into an animated and picturesque back¬
ground. Background, that is to say, ex¬
cept in the "Tom, Tom, Toddie" num¬
ber, which the audience decreed for
the chorus alone. In that number the
audience delayed the progress of the
show by its enthusiasm for one brisk
little' bob-haired chorus girl, named
Kitty Bird, whose feet had more wings
to them than the rest.
"Mary" is a much-travelled show, and

reached New York with Boston, Phila¬
delphia and other big towns still cling¬ing to its petticoats. Notwithstanding
the fact that the bloom of novelty had
been removed from the big song hits,
such as "The Love Nest," by hotel and
cabaret orchestras, Lou Hirsch's be¬
witching melodies were erected a;;
good as new and the encores protractedthe piece until commuters had to flyfor their trains. There was a re-
crudescence of the Mary song from

¡"Forty-five Minutes from Broadway"'and it was hailed as a long-lost friend.
Indeed, the grand old name was cele-
brated as ardently as when Fay Tem-
pleton sang it on Broadway back in
the first decade of this swift-winged
century.
The hook and lyrics, credited to

Otto Harbaeh and Frank Mandel, are
intelligent. The story has a coherent
plot of sufficient substance to carry
the interest through the two acts,
though it is subject to incursions by
the chorus and by the first, second and
third butlers, who seize the guests at
convenient moments and whirl them
into the dance. Briefly, the Mrs. Kecno
of the plot loses her fortune, re¬
trieving just enough to launch an
adopted daughter, Mary, upon the mar¬
riage market. But Mary love's the son,
Jack Keene.

In the first act Jack cornes hack
from Kansas with barrels of money.
A ipecial drop is arranged for him so
he can sing about his oil wells. And
doubtless young Jack McGowan could
have sung it better if he had had a
little of his oil on his voice, which
was as big as a derrick with about as
much modulation.

Janet Velie, who sings the title role,
has beauty, grace and winsomoness,
coupled with a good voice of pleasing
quality. Likewise, she is a first rate
actress. Charles Judels is decidedlythe most robustious stage Frenchman
ever seen in these parts. He is an
excellent comedian and his part alwaysfilled the stage. Georgia Caino, Alfred
Gerrard, Florrie Millership and Fred¬
eric Graham were of capable support.The piece is beautifully staged.

New Comedian Greeted at
Columbia in "Jingle Jingle"

A new comedian and a ncW bur-
lesquo production, "Jingle Jingle,"
came to the Columbia Theater yester¬
day afternoon, and b°t.h won the ap¬
proval of the audience. M'iX Field was

thoroughly amusing, even when the
material which ho used .at times was

not of the latest vintage. His origi¬
nal methods, his variety of" eccentric
costumes and his earnestness helped
him. The variation of the old shell
game which he offered with the assist¬
ance of Harry O'Neal and i-rank An¬
derson was uproariously "funny.

"Jingle Jingle" was slow moving
at the start, and only the hard-work¬
ing and well drilled chorus kept the
audience from becoming impatient. It
is a mistake to present four vocal
numbers in quick succession n£ the be¬
ginning of the performance. The first
act would be much more effective if re¬

arranged to eliminate this defect. Dolly
and Stella Morrissey and Morton Beck
sang well. The staging and costumes
were elaborate.

Otillie Srhilig Gives Krcitul
Miss Otillie Schilig, soprano, who

was heard for the first time in a recital
laet season, sang again at Aeolian Hall
yesterday afternoon. She has a fine.
voice, which is intelligently controlled,
and many good ideas on tVe art of in-
terpretation. Although many of the
songs on her program were, of little in-
trinsic worth, they bad the merit, of un-

familiarity. These included numbers
by Rhene-Baton, Baparra, Fourdrain
and Bertha Wegener-K.oopm.in. Other
and more familiar numbers included
"Divinités du Styx," from Cluck's
"Alceste"; Brahms's "Eternal I.ove"
and Rachmaninoff's ''We Two To-
gether."
