Recognition for Auxiliaries
The administrative machinery of the

Legion will be thrown unreservedly be¬
hind a national move to build up the
Women's Auxiliary, according to a re-
Cenl announcement by National Com¬
ma :..-.!< i F. W. Galbraith. A national
auxi ¡ary convention will be hehl next
spring, at which the auxiliary will as¬
sume charge of its affairs and, so far
as administration goes, become vir¬
tually an independent body.

"All doubts and misgivings in re-
gard to the future of the Women's
Auxiliary of the American Legion
were removed anil a system of orderly
expansion in state departments and
a national organization provided for
by the Cleveland convention," said
Commander Galbraith. "We propose to
offer the aid of our organization in
building up the auxiliary, but we are
r.ot going to meddle with its policies
so long as our recognized ideals and
purposes are carried out. The Cleve¬
land convention voted to let the women
swim without water wings. It author¬
ized state executive committees of the
Legion to call state conventions and to
establish department organizations of
the auxiliary, killing the rule which
made necessary the establishment of a
total of unit:; equivalent to 50 per
cent of the number of posts in the
department,
"The convention resolution also per¬

mits the holding of a national conven¬
tion when the auxiliary is established
in ten states. The propos#l national
convention was authorized to change
the name of*the auxiliary and to
broaden its eligibility clause, and the
Legion agreed to amend its constitu¬
tion to that effect. 1 believe that the
Women's Auxiliary is one of the great¬
est potential forces for good in this
country and I shall see that the Legion
backs it to the limit."
The Women's Auxiliary already has

organized I,.102 units in forty-six
states and several foreign countries.

Says I . S. Realized $737,372,-1
(MM) (»n Materials Disposed Of

by Department in Europe

WASHINGTON, Oct. 24. In re-;

sponse to the charge that the War
Department sold property which cost!
$1,390,989.302 to the French government
l'or $400,000,000, Edwin B. Parker,'
chairman of the United States Liquid¬
ation 'Commission, in a letter to Sec-¡
rotary of War Baker, made public to¬
day by the War Department, asserts
that the government realized $737,372,-
000 on surplus war materials sold in
France.
According to Judge Parker, the sales

of surplus materials in Europe aggre¬
gated $82-2,923,225.82. Of these sales,
stocks located in France sold for ap¬
proximately $737,372,000. Stocks sold
to France aggregated approximately$532,500,000.
Further discussing surplus army

stocks, Judge Parker's letter said:
"It should, of course, be borne in

mind that supplies and equipment of
the estimated value of $672,000,000
were returned to the United States,!
and stocks of the value of $10,000,000
were given to the Bed Cross. In addi¬
tion to this, as part of tli purchase
price for the bulk sale, France waived
claims for taxes and customs duties on

property importe.1 into France and sold
since April 6, 1917, estimated at ap¬
proximately $150,000,000, and also as-
sumed the payment of rents and claims
of approximately 150,000 in number
arising out of American occupation and
use of installations and lands."

Northern Hemisphere drops
Show Big Gain Over 1919

ROME, Oct. 24.- A bulletin issued by
the International Institute of Agricul¬
ture yesterday announced that the ag-
gregatc wheat and rye crops of the
northern hemisphere total 62,400,000
metric tons, as against 61,700,000 metric
tons in 1919.
The production of barley, according to

tin bulletin, was « per cent larger than
last year, while oats increased 21 p«r
C( tit. The maize crop of Southern Eu-
rope was good, and that in America 10
per cent more than last year. The
probable yield of beat sugar is consid-
ered favorable by the institute. The
export of 400,000 tons of wheat from
British India is advocated by the in¬
stitute.

Mrs. Martin was the daughter of the
late Isaac Sherman, a lumber dealer
and barrel stave manufacturer of Buf¬
falo and New York. Her daughter Cor¬
nelia, the ('cantes.-', of Craven, lives in
London. Her son Bradley Martin re¬
ceived his education abroad, but has
lived in the United States since 1911,
He held the rank of major in the war
and was adjutant of the 154th Brigade
of the 77th Division. He was gassed
in action, but returned to his command
before the close of hostilities.

Italian Mission Member
Meets Mysterious Death

Professor Goes Ashore, Return¬
ing Home From Argentina,
and Fails to Rehoard Ship

GENOA. Oct. 24 (By The Associated
Press). On the arrival of the Italian
steamer Principessa Mafalda from Bue¬
nos Ay res to-day, the poiice made in¬
vestigations aboard the vessel con¬

cerning the tragic death of Professor
Mario Mazzei, who, when tiio steamer
touched at Dakar, departed on a ¡ant¬
ing expedition and never returned to
the boat, as was his intention.

Professor Mazzei was a member of
¡lie Italian mission which visitad Brazil
last June on the Italian warship Roma,
and of which the Duke of Spoleto, son
of the Duke of Aosta, was the head.
The police interrogated the passen¬

gers of the Principessa Mafalda and
made special inquiries of Signor Pin¬
ot ti, who was Mazzei's secretary. Pin-
otti said that when the steamer arrived
at Dakar on October 14, the professor,
who was an enthusiastic sportsman,
landed, promising to return before it
departed. Pinotti nimseif went ashore,
but returned after having left Mazzei
going in the direction of the village of
Bellaire to continue his shooting,
Two days later a wireless me läge

ivas received by the liner conveying
information that near Bellaire a idy,
supposed to be that of Mazzei, ,vas
found.

Chas. N. Chadwick,
Commissioner of
Water Supply, Dies

Descendant of Pilgrim Who
Came on the Mayflower
am! Related to Many His¬
torie Colonial Families

Word was received yesterday of the
unexpected death on Saturday night in
his summer honip at Lyme, Corn.., of
Charles Noyes Chadwick, Commis¬
sioner of the Board of Water Supply.
His death was caused by diabetes. The
funeral will be to-morrow at Old Lyme,
Conn., his birthplace. Commissioner
Chadwick's city home was at 692
Willoughby Avenue. Brooklyn. He was

seventy-three years old.
Commissioner Chadwick was a de¬

scendant of Elder William Brewster,
who came to this country on the May-
flower, and was joined in every line of
descent with historic New England
families. He received his B. A. degree
from Yale in 1870 and later studied in

Germany. In 1873 he married Alice A.
Caruth, of Brooklyn.
He was a charter member and for

sixteen years a director of the Manu¬
facturers' Association of New York.
He also was president of the board of
trustees of the Frocbel Academy, n
trustee if the Brooklyn Free Kinder¬
garten Society, a member of the Board
of Education in Brooklyn from 1890
to IS99, and a director of the Brook¬
lyn Public Library from 1897 to 1398.
He was chairman of the Brooklyn
Committee on Bridges, Tunnels, etc.,
and was chairman of the delegations
to conventions of the Citizens' Indus¬
trial Association of America in Chi¬
cago and Indianapolis, and also of the
delegations from the Manufacturers'
Association of New York to the In¬
dianapolis Monetary Conference.

Mr. Chadwick was a member of the
New York Chamber of Commerce;
chairman of the Commission on Con¬
version of State Waters; a member
of the Merchants' Association, the
Civic League of Brooklyn, the Sons
of the Revolution, the Society of Co¬
lonial Wars and the New England So¬
ciety. He also was a member of the
Alpha Delta Phi fraternity at Yale;
the University Club of Brooklyn, of
which he was president from 1908 to
1910; the City Club, and the Yale Club.
He is survived by his wife, two sons
Charles Chadwick jr. -»nd George.
