BOSTON, Oct. 30..Confidence that
the American people would support the
Kcrubiican party on Tuesday because
of its determination to uphold Ameri¬
can ideal? was expressed by Governor
Coolidge in an address at T re mont
Temple to-night.

Governor Coolidge, included Lieuten¬
ant Governor Channing H. Cox, candi¬
date for Governor, and Senator Henry
Cabot Lodge.

Reviews League Debate
Senator Lodge empphasized again the

issues centering in the Leasrue -of Na¬
tions, and reviewed the debate in the
Senate on. the treaty
"We never drew the party line in

that fight,'' he said, "and on the final
vote for ratification twenty-three Dem-
ocrats voted with thirty-four Repub¬
licans. Yet now many of those Demo

John F. Walsh Fires Into
Apartment House and Is
Stopped by a Bullet as He
Starts Down Cellar Stairs

John F. Walsh, of 403 West 127th
Street, was shot in the groin early
yesterday morning in the Franklin
Court apartment house, 961 St. Nicholas
Avenue, by Patrolman William G. Deck¬
er, of the West 152d Street police sta¬
tion, from whom he was fleeing. Decker
thought that the man was about to fire
at him.

Even
their enthusiasm is not communicat¬

curate.

"If we just had two weeks more and
a million dollars more to spend in
Ohio," said one of these leaders, a man
known from one end of the country to
the other, "we could carry the state."

high place on a state-wide ticket witKin
recent years tolrl me in the presence
of two Democratic newspaper men 'hat
he thought Harding s majority could
not be less than 150,000 and would
probably reach -100.000.

"Don't think that I am not for Cox,"
this man con'inued. "I wish to heaven
he could be elected. But he ruined
himself in Ohio when he went running
down to Washington and took on his
shoulders this Leacrue of Nations
burden. I admit (hat. 1 am personally
against the league, but I would be for
.limmie Cox no matter what he wanted.
I have been in every county of the
state, however, and Haiding's majority
is going to surprise everybody."
At the time of the Chicago conten¬

tion, after the campaign fund investi¬
gation had given Governor Lowden and
Genera] Wood blows which made the
delegates fear they could not be elected
if nominated. Harding was virtually
handed the nomination as the most ac¬

ceptable "dark horse." for although
Harding had been an avowed canflulate
prior to th-.it he had iiever been able
to get anywhere with his candidacy up
to that time.

Ohio a Pivotal State
The chief factor which made Harding

the most acceptable "dark horse" wi¬
the belief that if nominated lie might
be able to carry Ohio. Wilson carried
Ohio in 1916 by a pluraiitj over Hughes
of 89,408, Had Hughes carried Ohio
no one would have cared how Cali¬
fornia v.«. ut. Ohio has und had eleven
mort- electoral voles than Calii'oi*".'«

So it whs figured, and still i*-\ that
if a Republican nominee for the Presi¬
dency can carry Ohio and the Eastern
state's which Hughes carried, the Demo¬
cratic nominee has no chance, no mat
ter what he mignt be able to do in
the West.
The Democrats recognized this in

nominating Cox. There were other
reasons, notably that every one at the
San Francisco convention thought that
Cox was further removed from the
blight of th" Wilson Administration
than onv one who could be named.
These two lines of logic seem both to
have been faulty. Cox hurried to
Washington to get himself stamped
with the Wilson Administration hiigbt.
and unie--? "very shrowd oldtimer
,'nrionc: ihr nhio politicians of both
parties and practically every n<-*ws-

p'-iper man in th" state is crazy Cox
has no chance of carrying Ohio.

Cox could
not be elected from present indications
even if he did carry Ohio, so it is not
accurate to say that the election de.

In 1916. when Wilson
rnlled up a plurality of 89,408, Cox
crawled through by G.616.

Cox's Plurality 11,944
That brings us down to the In?*

publican city of Cincinnati, Cox's plu¬
rality was 1*5,570, So that without the
cote oí Hamilton County Cox would
have been defeated.* This was far from
a ¿Ting to the Democratic party.

The explanation of Cox's majority
in Hamilton County is tha* the Ger-
mans hi Cincinnati voied for him al¬
most solidly, first because they were
against Willis, an ardent dry. and see
ond. because they believed implicitly
for som" reason that Cox would save
the saloe'r-. Whit the real basis of
this be'.-"' was would probably require

ments to ascertain, but the fact is tha'
the Cincinnati wets at this moment are
still very bitter against the man they
regard as having betrayed them.

Overturn of Sentiment
This tremendous overturn of senti¬

ment in Cleveland is not difficult toexplain. Indeed, in view of the ex¬planations given, it is surprising thatthe odds on Harding in the countyshould not be longer. In the ten wardswhere the Democrats have always hadtheir greatest strength the niale regis¬tration has fallen off as compared withthe Mayoralty election. In the seven
strongest Republican wards there is amarked gain of male registration. Inthe three contiguous suburbs m the
county, Hast Cleveland, Lakewood andCleveland Heights, which are normallyRepublican by from two to four to
one. there is a marked increase in themale registration

Cleveland has one of the highestpercentages of foreign horn voters of
any city in the country. The Italianshave virtually gone over to Hard;ng
"n masse as a result of the Fiume in'-n.dent. A prominent lT«li»n leaderId m? Ke did not be':»ve or« Italian¦Boulci vote for Cox, though this sound3

like stretching it. Certainly so far no
Italian is making any public boast
about voting the Democratic ticket.
The Poles, like the Italians, have al¬

ways been Democrats in Cleveland.
Thev are indignant, at the way the Wil¬
son'Administration has treated 1 oland,
and a tremendous percentage of them
will vote for Harding to punish Wilson
for that. .

The Germans of Cleveland have tuen
pretty well divided between the two
major parties, as they have all over
Ohio except, in Cincinnati, where they
are solidly Republican, because the
local Republican machine has always
been wetter than the Democratic. 1 he
Ohio Germans have voted the Republi¬
can ticket, solidly every time the sound
monev issue was up. but on most other
occasions, except in Hamilton County
they split rather evenly until lflfi
when thev voted for Wilson.'

Within the last year or two colored
teachers have had charge of classes
containing more white, children than
colored, but it is very difficult for the
Democratic politicians to make capital
of this with people who hold the Demo-
cratic slate administration to blame
lor it.

; assod a bill last year called the Beattybill, which would have imposed a heavji
line on any proprietor of a hotel,
theater, restaurant, barber shop, den¬
tist's office, or any other place where
the public is served, who did not serve
negroes in their turn. Part of the
line, it was provided, should be giventhe person aggrieved.
This bill was killed in the state

Senate by the smothering process, but
'here is very general alarm about the
evident determination to push it.

As the situation looks now it would
net be surprising if the next state
election in Ohio is fought with the
rs.ee issue paramount.

cratic leaders are looking very frankly
to that very i'ning. but they admit theywould have to make that sort of a

Tarious. political headquarters. Most
of the stories center around Harding
and Cox and Donahey and Davis. All
of them are unprintable, not so much
because of the libel laws as because
of their filth.
These stories have been so persist

ently circulated that they are calmly
discussed in hotel lobbies «nd smoking
cars just as though they did not tear
reputations to shreds. J say calmly
because apparently there are no such
things in Ohio as lighting words.
The stories are all of a character

which makes it.no matter how untrue
they may be and no matter what proof
may exist that they are not true im¬
possible chiefly because of their filthy
nature to combat them publicly.

Probably the most cruel lie ever cir-
culated about a maTi in public life has
been spread in the state about Senator
Harding. Absolute proof that it js a
lie has b"*n gathered by the Republi¬
cans since they learned il was being
spread, but *he story has not been
printed, despile efforts on the part of
th» Democrats to indue« «orne of their
party organs to do so and fake the
chance?. So far the Democrat je ^riitors
¡lave refused to oblige, »heir reporters
having failed utterly to lind any proof
n;i which to base th» charge. it may
yet be sprung as an eleventh-hour at¬
tack.

Willis Seems Snre Winner
On the Senatorial situation it is jren-

erally conceded that Frank B. Willis
will he elected over W. A. Julian, the
Democratic aspirant. Julian, it is
thought, will run better than Cox,
which is to say that Willis's majority-
will not be as great as that of Harding,
but Julian will make a poorer showing
apparently than Donahey.
Donahey has a fighting chance to be

elected Governor. It would be a bet¬
ter chance if this were not a Presiden¬
tial year and if there were not the
heavy Republican trend. The result of
this gubernatorial battle depends large¬
ly on the number of women who cut
Davis a-id this is very difficult to esti¬
mate. Probably, however, the tremen¬
dous Harding majority will pull Davis
through.
The present Ohio delegation in the

House of Representatives consists of
fourteen Republicans and eigh' Demo¬
crats. The best judgment seems to be
that the Republicans will increase this
to sixteen and six, but some enthusias-
tic Republicans are counting on elect-,
ing twenty or twenty-one Republican
members.

In the 21st District John Babka de¬
feated former Representative Cros-
ser by one vote in the Democratic
primary and charges of fraud and
"counting out" have been rife since.
Harvey C. Gahn, the Republican nom¬
inee, will probably be elected, as will
Minor G. Norton, the Republican nom-
inee in the 20th District, against!
Charles Moonev, the Democratic can-
didate.

Ex-Senator Burton will undoubtedly
be elected from the 22d District.

yesterday was achieved by deducting
$1.300,000 from the Police Pension Fund
of $2,300,000. The deficit is to be made
up from accruals as thev become avail¬
able. Another $1,500,000 was cut by the
diversion of that amount of tax notes
upon the assertion of the Comptroller
that $6,500,000 would be sufficient to
care for .matriculations of this char¬
acter.
The Street Cleaning Dcnartment was

hit for $500.000 during tue day's pro¬
ceedings, but the reduction was recom¬
mended by the department head, who
said the acquisition of five new sea¬
going scows would enable th» function
to be carried on at a ieduced cost.

"My friend, suppose you were a Senator, or suppose you had power to influence, a
Senator, and you influenced him against the League of Nations. Suppose the League
came in and worked those benefits that we believe it will work, and 25 years later, after
that had been demonstrated, your grandson should come up and say:
