
9,000 Bodies of
American Soldiers
Back From Franee

1,000 More Await «Shipment
at French Ports; Removal
Work Expected To Re
Completed Next Summer

PARIS, Nov. P.- Nearly nine thou¬
sand bodies of Ameritan soldiers who
died or were killed in France during
the* war have heen shipped to *he
Unite«! States and turned over to their
neares' relatives, and one thousand
more await shipment at French ports,
the United States Graves Reifistration
Servie announced to-day. The work
of jrcni« ving the bodies of fallen Amer¬
icans will be completed by next sum-
mer, and plans have heen formulated
for materially increasing the working
stalls and facilitating operations.
¦Nearly 60 per cent of all the bodies

oí American officers and enlisted men
buried in French soil will be returned
to the United States, according to re¬

cent estimates. At frequent intervals
parent ai wives of dead solidershave
come to France to ioi?i».\ »^ 'ho remains
ff their relatives, but, upon seeing the
cemeteries here and learning of the
extreme car«* taken of them, have de
cided upon France as the final rciting
place f»'f the fallen.
The exhun ation of bodies within the

war zone began on September 15, and
since then work has been completed in
seventeen cemeteries. Operations at
Rony, tiie first of the big American
cemeteries, will begin next Saturday,
and 55 per cent of the men buried there
will begin operations in Belgium next
ly two thousand men will work all win¬
ter m order to rnmph'te the removals
by next ummer. The task of exhuming
the bodies of soldiers buried in Croat
Britain was finished three weeks ago,
¦«0 por cent of them being shipped to
the United States.

Removal of bodies from occupied
.-.reas in Germany and Luxembourg has
ju.' been completed, and ail of them
were sent to America. Working forces
will begni op«»ratior.s in Belgium next
month, and from cemeteries in that
country 1,031 bodies will be removed.
The work of exhuming bodies in the
Brest, Bordeaux and St. Lazare areas
has been completed, and now the ef¬
fort.-; of the Americans will be concen¬
trated on the war zone. It is not prob¬
able that the first of the uniform head¬
stones recently decided upon by the
War Memorials Council will be set in
the four permanent cemeteries until
next autumn.

Poilu's Body to Rest
At Are de Triomphe

France Will Honor Fallen He-
roes iu Armistice Day

Celebration
VERDUN,France, Nov. 0. The bodies

of eight unidentified French soldiers,
exhumed from as many sectors of the
.former battle line, from the Belgian
front ¦¦>. to the Vosges, arrived at the
Verdun citadel to-day. From among
these M nister of Pensions Maginot
will t« morrow request a private sol¬
dier to choos« one body, which will
then be tran p« rted to Paris to be laid
finally at rest beneath the Arc «le
Cri« '. :¦'¦ c in Thursday's Afmstice Day
celebration, as a symbol of the thou¬
sands oi poilus who sacrificed their
lives for France in the great war.
The seven other bodies will be buried

with military honors on the Verdun
bat:;.-', Id.

It was originally intended to disin¬
ter nine bodies, but in one sector of
the fr«jnt which the military author¬
ities refuse to divulge German and
French bod es were buried in common

graves and are so closely intermingled
that the fficers in charge of the work
of exhumation decided it would be un¬
safe to disinter a body there, as the
honor of burial beneath the Arc dt
rrjomphe might quite as likely be af¬
forded to a former enemy soldier as
to a gallant poilu.

Long after the last body had dis-
apepared beh nd the battered walls and
the famous fortress Kates liad been
closed and night was settling silent,
bareheaded crowds awaited the com¬
ing of tin ninth body, dispersing only
when til.- commander of the fortress
informed them that no mor«' bodies
would arrive.

Raw Sugar Price Drops
To 6H Cents a Pound

Retail Quotations Expected To
Be Lower as the Result of

a Slump in Demand
The price of raw sugar dropped to

(i1* cents a pound on the local market
yesterday, % of a cent under the
lowest quotation of last week and a
new low price for the season. The
price reflects a further slackening of
demand and is a decrpusp of 17 cents
from the highest of the season's quo¬
tations, last May.

Local refineries report a continued
decreasing demand for sugar and
sweetened products of all kinds, both
for domestic and export consumption,
which, they say, is expected to result
in prompt reductions in retail prices.

Letter to the Mayor
Mr. l.'ntermyer's letter to the Mayor

n'ads, in part:
"I gather from your statement as re¬

ported in the newspapers of Monday
morning and from the endless stream
of interviews emitted by your irre-
pressibly garrulous and publicity-mad
Commissioner of Accounts that you re¬
gard certain assertions of fact con¬

tained in a letter from me to the l''«mp-
troHer as unfair to you 1:1 the particu¬
lars ind'cated in your statement.
"Nothing is further from my wish or

intention or that of the committee than
to do you or your administration or

any other person an injustice. In order
to avoid just, such a contingency it was
announced at the opening of the hear¬
ings, at my request, that the policy of
the committee would be that whenever
a fact is brought to its attention to the
prejudice of any person the taking of
further testimony must be suspended
so as to afford the person so affected
instantaneous and full opportunity for
explanation.
"In view of your public statement, the

committee is desirous of now invoking
that rule in your case and of extending
to you the same invitation that has
been uniformly offered others. It has
accordingly been arranged that when
the committee reconvenes on Thursday
tiie 11th inst., at 10 o'clock you will be
promptly and fully heard. Having re¬
gard to the concluding paragraph of

your statement, wo have the right to
p.ssume and have assumed that this ar¬
rangement will be entirely satisfactory
to you.

(alls for Correspondence
"Perhaps you will be good enough to

bring witli you from the liles of your
office any correspondence and other
data, if any, that you may have relat¬
ing to or concerning communications
with Messrs. Rrindell, Hettrick or
others and with any branch or officials
of the city government bearing on the
making or execution of bids or con¬
tracts for the Courthouse, the schools
and for other public work during the
last two years of your administration.
"The committee is satisfied that this

will afford the best and most expedi¬
tious means of clarifying the situation
and you may rest assured that if any
wrong has been done any one it will bythis means promptly right, itself in the
public mind.

"1 ought perhaps to add that know¬
ing what 1 do and what Î feel, youand your subordinates should have
known as to the collusive character of
many of the accepted bids for publicwork, I am personally more than evei
satisfied that the contracts based orsuch bids should not have been madeand should now be canceled and payments withheld, but the committee, a*well as myself, will meet the subjectwith an open mind.

Letter to Hirshfield

The first letter to Hirshfield in whiclUntermeyer charges the Commissione
of Accounts with indulging in "sel
advertising schemes" and clogging u)the work of the committee with hi
"town gossip and petty junk," followsin part :

"I greatly regret to have to reply t

your disingenuous letter of y?sterdujwith its inclosuro, in the terms thait so richly deserves, but my lime mi
energies are just now too heavily taxe
with serious business to permit the*
to be diverted by your endless scl
advertising schemes, of which this
one.

"1 fear that you lack a sens." of preportion and have thus far failed t
grasp the broad und constructive pin
poses of the inquiry. The affidavit c
Connors, of which you yesu'jrday set
me a copy, after distributing it to a
the newspapers us though it were
piece of valuable evidence discover*:
by you, is of the most trifling and n
consequential value. besid«;s beir
largely hearsay and inadmissible.

"If the committee were to reeeii
this sort of 'town gossiy and pet'
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junk,' which forms a considerable parti
of the Conners affidavit,' and were so
unjust as to lend to it the force and
dignity of evidence, the committee
would become u general dumping
ground for every one with a grievance,
would do untold injury to innocent peo¬
ple and would be in session for years,
besides which the real purposo of the
inquiry would be buried in a mass of
trifling and immaterial side issues. It
purposes to hew rigidly to the line for
which it was appointed.

"I understand you are a lawyer by
profession apd I know that you have
whiled away many idle though doubt¬
less pleasant hours as a. spectntor at
the hearings of the committee. You
must therefore have observed that
there has not been a day when com¬
petent and direct evidence of impor¬
tance has not been presented covering
the identical subject matter of the in-
competent hearsay gosrip detailed in
the Connors affidavit.

Begs Him to Desist
"May I suggest that the best and

only service you can perform at the
moment is to refrain from further tak¬
ing up our time and injecting yourself
into our business for the gratification
of your self-exploiting mania.

"Incidentally, you might perhaps ex¬

plain why for almost two nKTn'hs you
deliberately withheld from tfic public
the Holtrick letter to the Mayor and
then suddenly published it after Hot-
trick's papers had been seized.
"You are quoted in the public prints

as having said by way of defense that
you disclosed the letter to a World
reporter, but. you forgot to add that
you pledged him to absolute secrecy,
which he, of course, strictly observed.
I ou know* that there is no class of mer.
in any profession so unreservedly to he
trusted to keep such a promise and
that your secret would be guarded.
"And yet you try to create the im¬

pression in the public mind that this
secret disclosure was intended a-«, a

publication of the letter of which you
were so careful not '.o let. the public
know until your hand was forced.

nirehfield Again Rebuked

The second letter to Hirshfield ap¬
pears to have been called forth by
Hirshfield's disclosure of the testimony
of Mr. Sherwin. H reads:

"Since writing you this afternoon
1 find from the newspaper.-, that in
your insatiable mania for self-adver-
tising you continue to embarrass and
obstruct the work of the committee.
Your last offense is the premature

¡publication of the details of a transac-

t ion into which you intruded to the
detriment of the inquiry.
"The only way you can be of« any

service to this committee is,by ceasing;
your mischievous interference with our
work. If the Mayor cannot or does not
stop you other means must be found.
Knowing nothing of our plans you per¬
sist in a course proving most detri¬
mental. 1 hesitate to believe you are
acting from design and prefer to adopt
the more charitable view that the
mainsprings of your activities are
ignorance and self-exploitation. I again
ask vou to stop.

The letter to Hettrick was occasioned

by the report that he had been located
at his summer home at Sea Bright,
N. .1., yesterday. The committee had
been looking for him several days, but
was unable to find him, his office having
been cleared of all furniture.
When asked if h«? would appear be¬

fore the committee to-morrow Hettrick
saifl, "I decline to talk." He added,
however, that counsel for the com¬
mittee knew where he was, had his
telephone number, and that he had
made no secret of his whereabouts.
This was flatly denied by the commit¬
tee's cours«*! yesterday.

According to neighbors Hettrick has
been at his cottage all summer. Re¬
cently he bought additional property
adjoining it. It is said that he and
Mrs. Hettrick have been taking long
walks daily, and have not kept in the
background, despite the fact that he
was reported missing.

Letter to Hettrick
The letter to HettrlcK read.;:

"November 9, 1920.
"An afternoon paper contains the

announcement that you are now so¬
journing at your country home in New
Jersey, beyond the reach of a sub¬
poena from the committee, and that
you deny that you are evading the
process of the committee.

"I beg to remind you of the fact
that your testimony is uncompleted and
that you arc still under subpoena.
Notwithstanding this fact and that re¬

peated culls wore mude for you at the
hearing and at your office we were
told that you had not, recently visited
your office and v.'«"*«* unable to find
any way of communicating with you.
"We should be pleased, however, to

take your reported statement at its
face value ami to 'rave you appear and
continue your testimony at the next
meeting of the committee on Thurs¬
day next at '2 o'clock in the afternoon.

Mr. Craig draws particular attention
to facts in connection with the New-
town High School. He declares that,
while the school building was projected
in May, 1916, at an estimated cost of
$399,187, various caua>s have contrib¬
uted to ra-'se the cost to $986,700. Of
this sum $50,884 has been paid, but the
building is not finished.
The weekly meeting of the Brindell

Building Trades Council scheduled for
yesterday at its headquarters at 12
St. Mark's Place did not take place. It
was reported by members that no more
sessions would be held, pointing to a

probable dissolution of the organiza-
tion.
Joseph Kelly, vice-president of the

United Brotherhood of Painters and
Decorators of America, said yesterday
that the membership of his body is^inx-
ious to know what action is going to be
taken against Brindell at the quarterly
meeting of the building trades depart-
ni''tit of the American Federation of
Lab»»!- in Washington to-morrow.

Donlin, head of this department, to
have Brindell's charter revoked because
of the latter's efforts to break the
painters' organization in revenge for
its refusal to join his council.
