A great change
has overcome Greece in the last two
weeks. A republic, which was not
dreamt of a fortnight ago, is now

openly discussed and is desired by
many. That the popular movement is
¡:ot more pronounced is entirely due
to Venizelos and his moderating influ¬
ence.
"Walt; don't hurry about a repub¬

lic," is his motto. ''We can have it
any day when there is no other solu¬
tion."

Thousands Kiss His Hand
It was remarkable that in a town of

,30,000 inhabitants at least half that
number seemed to be present. The
speech over, the ritual of shaking and
kissing the hand of Venizelos began
again, and some admirers became so
enthusiastic that he came away with
one finger bleeding.

"I wish I could abolish this custom
of hand kissing," he said that evening
as the Narcissus weighed anchor and
was steaming up the yEgean Sea for
Salónica. On the way the Premier dis¬
cussed many things, among them the
question of Constantinople.
"There are 400,000 Greeks in Con¬

stantinople," he said, "and whatever
government is finally astablished there
will have to base itself on their sup¬
port."
The Tribune correspondent inquired

^'ho wou.d be asked eventually to gov¬
ern Constantinople.
"It is not a job I would like," repliedthe Greek Premier with quick decisive¬

ness.
Given Ovation in Salónica

Early Tuesday morning the yacht
anchored in Salónica Bay.

discrimination will be met by a dec¬
laration that any restrictions imposed
upon either Japanese in America, or
Americans in Japan, shall be reciprocal.In ether words, Americans in Japanwill be treated just as are the Japa-
nese in America, and vice versa.

"It is as Premier Hara has recentlysnid, 'simply unthinkable,'" Mr. Morris
continued, "That there are pendingquestions for the consideration of both
our governments is no valid evidence
of unfriendly feeling between them.
On the contrary, it is the best pofisiblaevidence of the many interests we have
in common.many of'them difficult and
complex, but not one of them insol¬
uble."
After paying a "deserved tribute" tothe American missionary work of sixty

years, the Ambassador referred to
growing trade relations as being of
mich proportions that "Japan pur¬chases from us and sells to us morethan any other Bingl^ nation withwhich she deais."
"Are we not justified in stating," he

asked, "that the history of our rela¬tions with Japan has been one of frank
confidence, mutual understanding andsincere respect? And are we not jus¬tified in approaching any pending ques¬tions in the same generous spirit, free
from bitterness, rancor and exaggera¬tion? If we do, I am sure it will meetfrom the government and people of
Japan a response which will demon¬
strate anew their abiding faith inAmerica's unselfish purposes and highideal3 of international conduct."
