The Tide Cityward
The congestion of population in
urban districts is an old complaint.

The
dizelosure by the census that the
cities are growing seven and a half
times faster than the rural districts
it therefore no surprise, It is not so
much that the cities have forged
shead as that the country has fallen
behind. In the years from 1910 to
1520, indecd, the cities have gained
-only five new inhabitunts where they
pained six in the preceding decade,
But rural growth has been only one-
third as great.

It would be rash to conclude from
thess figures that the problem of a
better distribution of population is
unsolvable. The fact that the small
cities show the greatest gains is sig-
nificant.
