Palavicini Also Assured of
French, Belgian and Span-

Felix P. Palavicinl, owner of ths
Mexican newspaper El Universal and
General Obregon’s special emissary to
European capitals, trr}ud in New
York yesterday on the Cunard liner
Imperator, after a tour of investiga-
tion lasting five months.

He has long been a friend of the
United States and the Alliea; and his
strong defense of the Allied cause, ms
opposed to the leanings of the Car-
ranza admintstration on the side of
Germany, earned for him eight months
of banishment from Mexico,

He said yesterday that his mission
abroad had been unusually succeszful
and promising, but he made it clear
that ﬂ; was not an attempt to align the
Furopean powers with Mexieo against
the threadbare myth of American ag-
gresalon. ; :

“I went to Europe,” he said, "in mne-
eordance with the policy of Alvaro
Cbregon, our President-elect, who de-
sires friendship with the entire world,
especially that of the United States,
our nearest and most Jjowerful neigh-
bor. I was gent abroad as special am-
bassador to Great Britain, France, Bel-

jum, Ttaly and Spain on request &f

resident de la Huerta, so that I could
dezl directly with those powera on all
.mattera between them and Mexico.

Will Report to Obregon

“My trip was arranged well in ad.
wance, so that I could return ta Mexie
fn time to file my report with General
Obregon when he takes office Decem-
ber 1.

“Wheraver T went T was recefved
most hospitably, and the rulers and
statesmen displayed a most kindly
gpirit toward the new administration
of Mexico.”

Mr. Palavicinl expressed much de-
Hght with the attitude of England, the
only allied power that severed diplo-
matic relations during the war having
acted six years ago.

“She has assured me,” he aeld, “that

with the ascendancy o'f General Obre-
gon to office she will renew at once her
diplomatic relations. The question of
. 0il concessions did not come up for
discussion, as it {8 a matter to be
settled between the Mexican govern-
ment and the concessionalres, In the
*matter of indemnification for British
subjects who were killed or suffered
during internal disorders within the
last ten years, 1 found that England
is exerting no pressure, She assured
me she would take no diplomatic aec-
tion in this regard until a competent
Mexican commission had passed upon
the claims.”

Obregon’s ambassador eald that he
was received 'n‘): President Millerand of
France, and that during his visit to
that country the only pending matter
between her and Mexico was that the
latter was ten vears in arrears in in-
terest due on & French loan. The King
of Belgium, he said, offered to assist
in every way possible to help Mexico
take her place among the nations of
the world. He said he felt more at
home in 8pain because her languags
and customs were common with those
of his own netion, King Alfonso told
him thet there were no guestions in
dispute, Informed him that he had al-
ways been favorable to Mexico and had
urged Bpanish bankers to invest in the
building of oil tankere to take Mexican
oil to Spain. Italy promised to be
Mexico's big brother in European saf-
fairs, and announced that she would
Boon start a steamship service between
Genoa and Vera Cruz,

Backward Pupils
Linked With Crime,
Lewisohn Asserts

President of Prison Sur-
vey Committee Submits
Report Showing Peril in
Retardation in Schoals

Dullness in echool and crime are
definitely, related in the opinion of
Adolph Lewisohn, president of the
Prison Survey Committee, who made
public yesterday statistics bearing out
his eontenticn. Mpr, Lewisohn's state-
ment follows, in part:

““Statistics go to prove that if a boy
is retarded behind his normel grade
in achool his chances of getting into
prison are eight to one against his
chances if not retarded. This does
not prove that retardation is the causge
of crime, but it does establish with
certainty that the facors which con-
tribute to retardation also contribute
to fettmg into prison.

“In this fact lies the lesson for
arents, teachers, educsters, school
onrds and soclety. Every means avail-
able ghould be brought to bear upon
the removal of the causes of retarda-
tion of backward pupils; for mental
defectiveness and crime have an in-
disputable relationghip.

“For the purpose of studying the
connection between backwardness in
school and crime, 1,286 inmates of
state prisons, selected at random, were
examined. It was learned that only
15.8 per cent of the number had left
school In the grade they should have
been in had they entered scheool at
8iX or seven years of age and advaneed
one grade each year. The number ‘ac-
calerated’; that is, in advance of their
nermal grade, was only 1.9 per cent.
All the remainder of the 1,295 prison-
ors were ‘retarded,; 76.6 per cent were
retarded by one year or more; 57.3 per
cent were tetarded by two years or
more; 42.0 per cent were retarded by
three years or more, and so on down
the line wuntil it was found that 0.9
per cent wlre retarded ten years or
more,

“0f 530 men entering the prison
school at Auburn during one year,
67 had never been in school before,
61 had attended school one year or
less, 64 from one to two years, 68 from
two to three wvears, 42 from three to
four-years, 61 from four to five years
and 62 from five to six yvears. Only
116 had been in school six years or
more. Of the total number 130 had
never befors been in a school teaching
English, 1563 were unable to read or
write English when entering prison
and 118 were absolutely illiterate.
“Thess men are imprisoned for the
viclation of laws, the meaning of which
they do not know and the text of
which they cannot read. If the state
owed these men an education when
they were free members of society and
did not meet its obligation it certainly
owes it to them in their more unfor-
tunate condition, X
“On the other hand, if they were in-
different before commitment to ob-
taining what are the merest tools of
expression, they must be required to
learn to use these common tools he-
fora being released.

“It seems hardly possible to believe
that the state imprisons an illiterute
for a term of years and then allows
that man to be parcled without refer-
ence to his ability to read and write
and understand the simpleet English
expressions, and yet such is a fact.”
