Buell Asked for Impossible

AMHERST, .Mass.. Nov. 20..Playing
the best, football scon on Pratt Field
this year, Amhcrst defeated Williams
in their annual classic, 1-1 to 7. More
than 4,000 enthusiastic Amherst root-
ers, including Vice-President-elect j
Cal\în Coolidge, witnessed a victory
which upset ail previous dope based on

comparative scores. Quarterback Zink
scored both touchdowns for Amherst in

the last quarter, and Captain Boynton,
of Williams, carried the ball over once,
also in the final period. The game was

desperately and cleanly fought, un-
marred by a single penalty.
Though no scores were made in the

first three periods, Amherst. twice had'
the ball within the Williams ten-yardline. In the second quarter Williams
took the ball on downs on their one-
yard line and again on an incomplete
pass «>ver the goal line. Williams in
the first few minutes of play carried
the ball to Amherst's twelve-yard line,
and on the fourth down a placementby Lasell was blocked by Williams, Am-
hcrst's right end.
