Be Protected by Zoning

Authority on Oty Planning Favors Sections Restrict¬
ed for Business Usv; Free From Fumes, Smoke

Experience with the operation of th

building zone ordinance for four yean
past has proved that it was remarkablj
adapted to the needs of New York City
but, as was inevitable, actual practic*
has shown that it can be improved.
The use map shows three kinds o.

districts.residential, business and un

restricted. A fourth kind should b*
added between business and unrestrict¬
ed called "light industry." In light in
dustry districts all kinds of businesi
and uses should be allowed exceptinf
such as produce fumes, smoke, noise 01
are otherwise of a nuisance character
or which are subject to great fire risl
or other hazards. These excluded in¬
dustries are, in some cities which have
adopted recently the zoning plan
called heavy industries and as a rule
they need large plots of land. Light
industry should he protected against
the invasion of heavy industry. In
Cleveland a wise man developed a large
area for light industry, placing restric¬
tions in deeds against heavy industry.
It turned out that many light indus¬
tries sought this locality because
nuisance industries were prohibited. It
is to-day the finest manufacturing
locality of Cleveland.

Downtown Should Be Restricted
Most of the lower part of Manhattan

Is unrestricted on the use map. Large
built-up areas in all the boroughs are

similarly unrestricted. Their main
protection against nuisancea or heavy
industries is the fact that they are

built up and that land values are high.
Most of these areas should be placed in
the light industry district and new

heavy industries should be excluded.
The heavy industry districts should be
along the waterfronts and railroads
and wherever already preempted. Ja¬
maica Bay, east of Flatbush Avenue,
would probably be assisted in its de¬
velopment If it were placed in a heavy
industry district. Portions of Staten
Island and the Bronx should be simi¬
larly treated.
Some localities now In business dis¬

tricts should be placed in light indus¬
try districts. For instance, the pres¬
ent law recognizes that public garages
may go in certain parts of business
streets, but should be excluded from
others. Consequently the judgment re¬

garding the placing of them is left to
the Board of Appeals, and the Board of
Appeals may allow such garages in
business streets where there is already
one garage or public stable between
two intersecting streets. The maps
should be amended so as to place many
localities in light Industry districts

which are now in business districts.
Pu'-llc garages should be allowed as a

matter of course in these light indus¬
try districts. Probably after the
proper light industry districts had
heen created, the Board of Appeals
should be relieved of their present
work of locating or prohibiting public
garages in business streets. These
garage cases comprise a large fraction
of the calendar of the Board of Ap¬
peals on zoning and take up a great
deal of its time. This change would be
made by amending the law so that new
garages for more than five cars are

prohibited in business districts but
allowed anywhere in light industry dis¬
tricts. The Board of Appeals would,
of course, still continue to pass on the
more di^cult garage questions, such
as the extension from one district into
another, the enlargement of existing
garages and changes of uses.

Need of "Light lndnstry" Districts
The needle trades, for instance,

should be placed in light industry dis¬
tricts. To-day there is nothing inter¬
mediate between business and unre¬
stricted, and if a district now desig¬
nated as business is changed into un-»
restricted it is laid open to the in¬
vasion of chemical works, Junk shops,
iron foundries and other harmful or

dangerous industries.
Experience has shown that the pro¬

visions of the ordinance regarding
both private and public garages can
be changed to advantage. To-day a
private garage accessory to a dwelling
arranged for not more than five cars
is allowed in a residence district. The
Fire Department is administering this
law strictly and is preventing the rent¬
ing of such garages for private ears
or the storing of business cars. There
seems to be no reason why such ga¬
rages should not be confined to three
cars instead of five.
The law could well be changad to

allow an owner to keep light business
cars in such garages; for instance, car«
weighing less than two tons. If tho
capacity were cut down to three cars
and the* limit of size placed at two
tons, there would seem to be no seri¬
ous reason why the owner should not
be permitted to rent the garage. Pop¬
ular irritation is being caused by these
garage cases and the entire zoning law
is unnecessarily brought into disrepute
In the minds of many who do not come
in contact with its larger and more
important benefits. For instance. If a
home owner who kept a car dies and
leaves his home and garage to his wife
who cannot afford to keep an automo-i
bile, the widow is first ^nazed and then
indignant when she learns that it is
contrary to law to rent the garage to
neighbors.

High Interest
Rates Encourage
Rent Profiteering

Sentiment Against More
Than 6 Per Cent Levy
on First-Class Loans Is
Now Making Itself Felt

Sentiment against a higher Interest
than 8 per cent on first-class real estate

mortgages is making Itself felt, says
S. W. Straus, of S. W. Straus & Co.
Exorbitant interest rates, he declares,
encourage profiteering. Everything
possible must be done to accelerate
the flow of capital into realty and
not divert It elsewhere through ad¬
verse legislation and unßound finan¬
cing brought about by too high interest
rates on real estate investments, he
said. Commenting on the subject, Mr.
Straus yesterday said:
"Although the processes of liquida¬

tion now in progress have brought re¬
cession« in the prices of nearly every
commodity of life, it Is of^the utmost
significance that rents have not re¬
ceded generally and that the tendency
of prices for housing accommodations
is toward higher levels, thus making
more substantial the income from
property.

"It is also noted that a well-defined
sentiment againet a higher interest
rate than 6 per cent for first-class real
estate mortgages is making itself felt.
Readjustment in Realty Investments
"Unquestionably a far-reaching and

permanent readjustment of income
from real estate investments is tak¬
ing place. It is a fact generally con¬
ceded that in many instances and lo¬
calities income from improved prop¬
erty previous to the war was too low.
Estates and large holders of realty
were in such cases not able to secure
a return commensurate with the in¬
come derived from many other forma
of Investment.
"An indefinite continuation of these

conditions would mean a slowing down
of the building industry, and the pres¬
ent readjustment of rental income,
therefore, is a very favorable indica¬
tion and will help the entire housing
situation and real estate market.
"While there has been a great

amount of public agitation against the
present rang« of rents, it must be
borne tn mind that any conditions or
inbuences, whether they be legislative
or economic, which have the ultimate
effect of diverting capital from build¬
ing investments to other channels
simply impose additional hardships on
the public in the long run. The law

of supply and demand must hold full
sway in the final analysis. Property
rights must be safeguarded, and if the
nation's housing conditions are to be
restored to normal, everything possible
must be done to encourage the flow
of capital through these channels of
investment and not divert it elsewhere
through adverse legislation which
would stop progress or through un¬
sound financing brought about by too
high interest rates on real estate in¬
vestments.
"The first consideration of capital

seeking investment is safety. Efforts,
therefore, to attract capital at exorbi¬
tant rates of interest must necessarilybe viewed with distrust. The two great
dangers of a too high interest rate may
be epitomized as follows:

Danger of Exorbitant. Interest
"First.Ä corporation paying an In¬

flated price for capital Is endangering
its future security. The purchasing
power of the dollar is just about one-
half what it was five years ago, which
means that a corporation must borrow
twice as much money to meet the same
ends as was the case a half decade
ago. If, in addition, it pays an in¬
flated interest charge it is indulgingin practices that must weaken the
financial structure and place the safety
of its obligations in jeopardy.
"Second.Exorbitant interest rates

necessarily encourage profiteering.
Thus, where too high a rate is paid to
attract capital it necessarily means
unjust and inflated," rents beyond the
ability and willingness of the public to
pay.
"The tendency, therefore, to keep the

interest rates on high grade first mort¬
gage investments at a conservative fig¬
ure will redound to the ultimate bene-
fit of the entire building situation.

"In addition to the readjustment orf
property income now in progress othei
factors are tending to keep rents at
present levels. In the first place, tax¬
ation haB been growing continuallj
heavier, and there is no immediate in¬
dication that these charges will be¬
come lighter, as all governmental bodiei
are being operated at greatly increasec
costs. In the second place, we are con¬
tinually developing better standards o:
living. Finer buildings, more extensiv«
improvements and conveniences and i
better environment are continually be
ing demanded by the public. It is be¬
cause of this restless impulse that civilization has advanced through tht
medium of the arts and sciences, amthese conditions will continue as Ion«
as human nature remains unchangedThese increased comforts and con
veniences must mean correspondingl;increased prices. We also must re
member that the cost of operatinbuildings is much higher than formerl
was the case.
"The tremendous housing shortag»said to approximate some two millio

homes throughout the nation, also wr

continue to have an important bearing
on rents and the income from property.
It is to the best interest of the public
that this abnormal shortage be elim¬
inated as speedly as possible, and the
various developments heretofore out¬
lined lend encouragement to the belief
that a great revival of building soon
will begin to manifest itself."

How to Locate Avenue
House Number You Want
Lewis and Robert Phillips Work
Out Interesting Formula for
Finding Location Desired

Lewis Phillips and Robert W. Phil¬
lips, of the firm of L. J. Phillips & Co.,
have worked out a rule for ascertain¬
ing near what numbered cross street
an avenue house number is located. It
is the result of long study and poring
over the records of the Phillips firm,
which reaches back many years in real
estate history. The rule worked out by
the two students of real estate is:
"Throughout Manhattan.Fifth Ave¬

nue (which was destined for a wider
house than elsewhere) alone excepted,
the city has arranged ten house num¬
bers from street to street to each side
of an avenue front. Therefore, to find
a street destination, divide the house
number by 10 on such avenues as face
a park or river (say, Central Park West
or Riverside Drive) ant' by 20 when
such avenue is faced with buildings on
both sides. Add to this the figure to
correspond with that at which such
avenue starts.59, for Instance, to be
added in the case of Columbus, Amster¬
dam or West End Avenue, because each
starts at Fifty-ninth Street.
"Broadway is computable north from

Twenty-fourth Street only, and here by
dividing by 20, deductinc therefrom 31.
(This deduction is necessary because of
the numerous named streets.)
"Madison Avenue is a bad performer.

This is duo because it is interspersed
with Madisosi Square nusnberings, and
needs to have 28 added.
"No rule is applicable to Fifth Ave-

nue above Fifty-ninth Street. The
computation on this avenue is to be
made by dividing by 14, adding to that
7, the street at which Fifth Avenue
practically starts."

Firm Builds Home Like
Ancestors Had in Holland

H. Duys & Co. have completad aa
unusual and artistic office building at
142 Water Street. While it has taken
nearly a year to erect the building, it
has been pronounced by artists and
others as probably the best example
of old Dutch architecture in Man¬
hattan.

H. Duys & Co. commissioned Thon»as
Bruce Boyd to desig3i a building simi¬
lar to the building that the founders
of this old-time tobacco hou."e had
originally occupied in Holland. The
building, as shown in the picture re¬
produced here, with its red brick laid
in Dutch bond, its white trimming»
and copper roof, is like a bit of Old
Amsterdam set down in New Am¬
sterdam.

In the early days of New Amsterdam,
our Dutch ancestors had built such
houses in the lower point of Manhat¬
tan, but these have long since disap¬
peared. While the building i» de¬
signed in this quaint old »tyU, with
its stepped gab'.e and the beam ov«r
the top story for hauling bales of to-
bacco to the various floors, it was the
aim of the owners and th« architects
to have a thoroughly up-to-date build¬
ing and it is equipped with all tho
modern devices such as electric eleva¬
tor, electric lighting, and automatic
humidifiers which keep the air at the
desired moisture.
The main offices of the eonspan»take in the two lower floors, the front

portion of the second floor beinr re¬
moved to form a room more than tweafcyfeet in height, the rear portion fo3nM-
ing a mezzanine gallery for the us« of
the accounting ('.«apartment. Th«
beamed ceilings, the columns and pilas¬
ters give an effect unusual in mod¬
ern office buildings, and the decorations
are in light tones to give the greatest
amount of light.
