in 1873 Cornell's trustee* accep! id
a not inconsiderable gift for those
times from the Hon. !!. nry W. Sage
on the condition "that instruction
shall be afforded to young women

as broad and as thorough as that
now afforded to young men." The
acceptance of that gift had the
fui! aftd hearty approval of Ezra
Cornell and Andrew Dickson White,
founder and first president of the
university. In the* words of toting
President Albert W. Smith, '78, "i<
follows that Cornell by contract
and by the ideals of its founders is
committed to co-education."
At fintf, Cornell had but few

wome« students, and those there
mainly for graduate work. Some¬
how or other there arc- ilozens of
reasons variously assigned to it.a
Wtter and for a long time unrelent¬
ing prejudice took root against co-

edi, or "fioHsipf!," as they were then
called.
