The appointment of Ty Cobb as manager of
Detroit's ballplaying Tigers has brought up the old
argument as to which counts most in the making of
a machine.the manager or the material.

Both, of course, ligure largely or entirely in the
final result.

But can a good, hustling manager, with ordinary
material, get as far as a poor manager with good.
material?

In the long run, the good manager is, of course, the
main foundation for success. For being a good man¬
ager, with a little luck, it will then be his business to
buy or find the winning types needed to give him a
successful machine. Cleveland last season, with a poor
manager, wouldn't have got anywhere. Tris »Speaker's
personal leadership and inspiration were big fac¬
tors in the team's championship success, where an
ordinary manager would have been lucky to finish
third.

_

When Jennings stepped in as leader of the Tigerteam in 1907 he took over a ball club that had finished
sixth the year before. The material was there, but it
had been badly directed, and the men, having lost all
interest in a hustling game, had slumped badly. But
Hughey dashed into the program with his whirlwind
methods, lifted his club from the rut and won three
pennants in a row.

This feat clearly established Jennings's ability to
handle and lead good material. It proved his case as afirst class leader. But after the winning machine hadcrumpled up Hughey was never able to put another iwinner together. He made threatening gestures on |several occasions, but never quite broke through. There jwas proof here that he could lead good material better ithan he could locate and develop material in the raw.

We then come to the mystery of Connie Mack.
Connie took on youngsters and erratic actors andmade them play ball. Then, after his pennant machineof 190»") had collapsed and gone to dust, he stepped out
upon the highways and built up another within three
years. By 1910 he had one of the greatest machinesin the game at work. In 1914 Mack decided to break
up this combination, but for six years he not only hasbeen unable to erect another flag winner, but has notbeen able to emerge from last place.

McGraw began to prove back around 1903 that hecould handle men. Having a big bankroll to workwith and a keen eye for talent, he was also able tokeep a strong machine on the firing line. McGraw,jüst as Mack bad done, won six pennants, but hehasn't been able to win another since 1917.

"tour Uncle Wilbert Robinson, of Brooklyn, is one
of the greatest combination managers in the trad'.
Hobby began to prove years ago that he could handle

men through an agreeable personality that always got !
results. In addition to this the old Oriole star also
proved that ho could spot a coming star several leagues
away, and once having this youngster at hand ho
could iron out the kinks. Robby and Pat Moran, being
old catchers, have both been wonders at developing and
handling pitchers, whether they were youngsters or

veterans. This ability has been a big aid all along the
trail.

Both Robby and Pat have both been exceptional
leaders at handling cast-offs. This is one of the final
tip-offs as to managerial greatness. They took men
who had been cast overboard as useless by other man¬

agers and soon had them working with renewed pep
m a winning tribe.

Moran won a pennant with the Phillies in 1915,
! came within a game or two of winning another in
1916, and then in 1919, as leader of the Reds, gave
Cincinnati her first pennant in fifty years. Pat, just
as Robby had done, proved that he could not only lead
men, but could build up raw material and lift has-
beens out of the rut.

Speaker has never had a chance so far to show
what he can do in the way of rebuilding a broken-
down club. There is no question as to his ability
with fair or good material at hand. Not until this
team begins to crumble will he be tested along the other
line. By that test his final ranking as a manager will
be shown in full.

Cobb still has both cases to prove. Ty will start
out with a bad ball club, so he will have an early
chance to prove himself both ways.as a leader of
men and as a developer or discoverer of raw material.
He may prove the first case, but he will have more
trouble at the latter job.

With the White Sox dismantled there are only two
hard c ub, to stop next year, the same being Cleveland
and New York. If Ty can step on the gas and inject
an element of dash into his platoon he has a fair
chance of finishing; in third place without any remark¬
able effort. He will not hurt his cause to any extent
if he can swing into his old stride and lead the league
again. Speaker won many a game for the Indians byhis sensational fielding and heavy hitting. Cobb, battingaround .100, will be a more inspiring quality than Cobb
batting around ..320. It is easier to follow the leader
who is heading the entire pack.

After a ball club has skidded a trifle there' is a
great tendency through the grind of a six months'
campaign to take life easy and play for the»payrollonly. The manager who can keep his men on top of
their toes is always a factor in the race. The Ccbb
experiment will be one of the most, interesting of
many reasons..just to sec what the game's great>?.stbal.playe- can do on the other side of the game's biß

iob.

The Americans and the French have
been fighting and, what is more, the
Americans were badly beaten. This is
news which has escaped the vigilant
press representatives on the other
side, but it is true. A detailed report
of it was received last night at Inter¬
national Y. :>f. C. A. Headquarters, in
this city. It is not expected that any¬
body will get very greatly excited over
it, however, for the fighting was all
with gloves, ami nothing was hurt other
than a few feelings.

It is the first time since the Yank»
were over there and mixed up in inter-
Allied fights thnt they were beaten.
They did not win everything, of course,
all the while, but managed to hold their
own prett well until the Thanksgiving
competition, when they seem to have
been outclassed.
The contest was about the best ever

staged on the other side, and was held
in the big athletic club in Coblenz.
The'ft. S. S. Pittsburgh sent three box¬
ers from their station in England, and
the French picked five of their best
men, and against these were pitted the
flower of the American Army of Occu¬
pation.

Bezdek Suggests
Abolishing Goal
After Touchdown

STATE COLLEGE, Pa., Dec. 25.."I
should dislike to see any radical
changes made in the football rules,
particularly with reference to the for¬
ward pass," said Hugo Bezdek, head
coach of the Penn State team and
director of all athletics at the Blue
and White institution, to-day.
The only suggestion that the popu-

lar Penn State coach would offer to
the rules committee concerns the goal
from touchdown. Bezdek believes that
this feature of the game could readily
be abolished, because it merely de.ays
the game without adding in any way
to the enjoyment of the spectators.
There is no way for an opposing team
to block the kick and it simply tests
the ablity of one man to make good on
a "set-up." according to Bezdek.
"There may be some points in favor

of the goal from touchdown that I am
not aware of," he said, "and, in any
case, 1 would want the committee to
think over the matter for at least a

year before taking any action. As far
as Penn State is concerned, it makes
no difference, for we can always man¬

age to develop some one to kick the
goals "

The tendency is always to make
changes too hurriedly, according to
Bezdek. "During the last three or
four years the general public has come
to understand the game as it is played,
and any radical changes in the rules
would merely be confusing," he said.
"As for curbing the forward pass, it is
better as it now stands. The offense
and defense have been just about
equalized, yet a fast, wide-awake team
is now able to defeat a big. powerful
eleven. That is as it should be.
"Moreover, the forward pass is one

of the most enjoyable features of the
game from the viewpoint of the spec-
tators. In our game with Nebraska
thirty forward passes were attempted
.about half the number of plays.and
spectators declared it to be the great¬
est game that they had ever witnessed
It is not too powerful a weapon be¬
cause, there is always a defense against
it. If you remember correctly, an in¬
tercepted forward pass enabled Penn
State to beat Dartmouth this year."

Princeton Crew

Race on Hudson
Tigers Likely to Row at

Poughkeepsie if the Dis¬
tance Is Three Miles
NEW BRUNSWICK. N. J., Dec. 25..

There le every probability that the
United States Naval Academy will en¬
ter its crew in the Poughkeepsie re¬

gatta next June, if the stewards for¬
ward the invitation. Commander P.
L. Howard, chief athletic officer at the
Annapolis institution, said that the
Academy authorities wer« not only
willing to do so, but are anxious to
place their crews alongside of those
of Cornell, Columbia, Pennsylvania and
possibly Princeton.

In an interview with a local news¬
paper man Commander Howard said:
"We will be very glad to enter our

crews in tho Poughkeepsie regatta; in
fact, we are anxious to do so. Th«j
date of the Hudson River classic is
ordinarily after the 6econd Saturdayin June, depending on the tidal condi¬
tions in the river.
"The scholastic year at the Naval

Academy usually closes the first Sat¬
urday of June, and all midshipmen
embark on ships for their summer
cruise, which is a part of the neces¬
sary training at the Academy. If this
cruise should be along the Atlantic
coast it would be possible for our crew
to enter the Hudson race and join the
practice squadron at a later date, but
if the cruise is to the Pacific Coast or
to Europe it will be impossible to have
the members of the crew join tbelr
respective ships. In view of these con¬
ditions, it is impossible for me to at&t«
definitely whether the Navy will b*
able to enter the regatta this year."

Professor J. Duncan Spaeth, director
of rowing at Princeton University, re¬
fused at this time to define Pnnceton't
attitude toward tue Poughkeep ,<¦ event,
but the intimation was made that the
university is considering entering this
classic if the present three-mile dis
tance is maintained.

Professor Spaeth is strongly opposed
to the four-mile course, an agitation
for which has been started by the Co¬
lumbia rowing authoritK-s. He said:

"I disbelieve in tiie four-mile race,
not primarily because oi the physical
strain involved in the distance. Men
can be trained to row four mijes with
as much safety as one mile. There ij
danger of overstrain in all athletic com¬

petitions unless men are carefully
prepared for the distance, but in order
to row four miles with safety the
period of training has to be so much
extended that it conflicts with studies
and college schedule.-*."
