The cornerstone for Roosevelt House,
on the site of the birthplace of Theo¬
dore Roosevelt, at 2S East Twentieth
Street, was laid yesterday under the
auspices of the Women's Roosevelt
Memorial Association. Mrs. Corinne
Roosevelt Robinson pictured the child¬
hood of her distinguished brother in
the old-fashioned brownstone house.
Personal friends of Roosevelt joinedwith strangers on the street in cheer¬
ing the declaration that Roosevelt
House was to be a "shrine of Ameri¬
canism, an inspiration to the youth of
the country for service, good citizen¬
ship and helpful clean living."Major General Leonard Wood laidthe cornerstone after Mrs. William
Curtis Demorest, vice-president of the
women's association, had piaced in a
eopper coffer the records of the cam¬
paign for the restoration of Roosevelt'shome, the coins of the association and
messages from President-elect Warren
G. Harding, King Albert of Belgium,President Millerand of France and rep¬resentatives of many other countries
with which Roosevelt's career was con¬
nected.

Mrs. Roosevelt, widow of the former
President, heavily veiled, watched the
ceremonies from the front row. Hereldest son, Assemblyman Theodore
Roosevelt, and his wife were tue onlyother members of the immediate fam¬ily present.
General Robert Georges Nivelle, Am¬bassador Jusserand of France Ambas¬sador Baron de Cartier de Marchienneof Belgium, Ambassador Augusto Coch-

rane de Alencar of Brazil, Dr. J. B.Hubrecht, Charge d'Affaires from Hol¬
land; Dr. Carlos Manuel de Céspedes,Cuban Minister to the United States,and Señor Don J. E. Lefevre, Charged'Affaires from Panama, paid tributes
to the former President.
The message from President-elect

Harding read by Mrs. John HenryHammond, president of the Women's
Roosevelt Memorial Association, was
as follows:

"Lt is impossible for me to have the
great satisfaction which participationin that notable event would afford me.
Please say to the committee in chargehow genuinely I regret the impossibil¬ity of my acceptance.
"This memorializing of Colonel

Roosevelt's great life the work of per¬
petuating his splendid American spirit
and the testimonial to his undyingservice all appeal to me very strongly.The pressure of work incident to the
great task I have assumed makes my
attendance wholly impossible and I can
do no more than express most genuine
regrets and wish the ceremonial nota¬
ble success which will leave its impres¬sion upon the country."
The telegrams and documents in

their copper box were lowered irto a
larger structure made of bricks from
the original Roosevelt home, and then
cemented into place by General Wood.
He used a decorated silver trowel
which will be retained by the associa¬
tion as a memento.

Girl Scouts assisted in the ceremo¬
nies and the Police Band played the
national anthems of all the countries
represented.

Film Theaters Plan
Children's Matinee
For European Aid

Public Throughout Country
Expected to Provide Tick¬
ets for Schools and Or¬
phanages Saturday,Jan.29

Motion picture theater owners
throughout the country will entertain
10,000,000 children at special morningmatinees Saturday, January 29, as partof the contribution of the film indus-
try to the $33,000,000 fund for Euro¬
pean relief.

Tickets for the relief matinees will
be sold to the public, and purchasers
of large blocks are expected to turn
them over to schools and orphanages.The ticket sale will be handled by the
seven charitable and welfare organiza-
tions allied with the European Relief
Council.

Tn New York tickets will be sold at
50 cents each, the entire proceeds go¬ing to the European Relief Council. It
is expected that at least $2 500,000 will
be raised by this means. Programssuitable for children are now being ar-
ranged by motion picture men. Film
exchanges are to furnish features to
exhibitors without charge.

In New York tickets will be good at
any of the 400 or more theaters which
have been pledged to give morningshows for the relief cause. To avoid
confusion in having too many children
in one theater the city is being zoned,

ja certain number of tickets being as-
signed to each zone. A drive will be
made in New York's business district
to sell tickets in blocks of 500.

Wednesday, January 26, has been
designated as "Motion Picture Day"
by the European Relief Council. In
every picture theater on that day
speakers will address the audiences,
telling of the need of relief funds.
"The Invisible Guest," a tabloid fea-
ture, will be shown in the theaters,
telling the story o£ Europe's starving
children.

Fifty thousand organized women of
the metropolitan district will be rep-
resented at a meeting In the auditor-
¡urn of the Engineering Societies
Building, 29 West Thirty-ninth Street,
at 11:30 o'clock this morning. Mrs.
Willard Straight will preside and the
meeting will be the first to be held
by the women interested in the Euro-
pean Relief Campaign.

Hitchcock Defends Relief
Work of Hoover Abroad
Aroused by Attacks of Reed, He

Asks the Senate to Approve
the Movement to Raise Money
From The Tribune's Washington Bureau
WASHINGTON, Jan. 6..Prompted by

the recent statement on the floor by
Senator Reed, of Missouri, that $40,-
,000,000 of the fund of $100,000,000 voted
by Congress for relief work in Europe
had been paid out to support the Polish
army, and by criticisms of Herbert C.
Hoover, Senator Hitchcock, of Nebras-
ka, made a vigorous speech In the Sen-
ate to-day in Mr. Hoover's defense. In-
dorsing Mr. Hoovere's relief work in
Europe in the most complete terms,
Senator Hitchcock declared:

"Mr. Hoover stands to-day as the
greatest benefactor of civilization. I
think his services in saving 6,000.000
children in Europe entitles him to rank
as one of the great benefactors of the
world."

Senator Hitchcock strongly protested
against Mr. Hoover being misrepresent-
»d and pleaded for fairness and just¬
ness toward him. He took up the re-

port which Mr. Hoover made of the
relief work under the $100,000,000 ap¬
propriation, analyzed it and declared no
one had any conception of the work
dine. He urged that a resolution be
adopted expressing approval of the
present relief movements, wherein Mr.
Hoover, backed by numerous societies
in this country, was seeking to raise
$33,000,000 for further relief work tc
