WASHINGTON, Jan. 7. . Senator

Calder, chairman of the Senate coal in¬
vestigating committee, told the Senate
during a general debate on coal to-day
that his committee had submitted to
the Attorney General evidence of
profiteering in coal sold to the govern¬
ment by private companies, lie said
the Department of Justice would in¬
vestigate the prices paid by the gov¬
ernment for coal last sumnifr and fall.
Senator Kenyon joined Senator Cal-

dcr in a denunciation of the coal
profiteers.

If the whole American people have
been robbed in the purchase of coal as
the government has been. Senator Ken-
yon ¦-Hid. it was a "robbery of bun-j¿reds of millions of dollars."
Senator ('aider announced the com-!

r.i.ttee would next investigate the an-j
thracite,situation. Later un it intends
to go into building material, and
especially lumber. in respon-e to
iiuestions of Senator Smoot, Senator
(alder indicated there would Le an in¬
quiry into retail coal prices on anthra-
t.*.* in the District of Columbia begin-
l--.r.g next week. Senator Smoot said
i; was being sold in the District for
S15.S0 a ton delivered.

He
took up testimony showing that tli.i
War Department paid on an average
for all it bought in the spot mark c
S7.12 a ton, v.-hilo the navy com¬
mandeered coal lor from .$4.:;") to $4.7¿.
The pay for nary coal will be adjusted
before the Court of Claims, and Sena¬
tor Kenyon pointed out that it was to
the advantage of those making claims

considered in no sense «s profiteering,Not a pound of this coal vas shippedfrom the mines operated by themselves.
All coal of their own mines is shipped
on contracts to regular customers and
is not sold on the market at spotprices. Thefre arc the true facts in the
case and they can be substantiated
trom the records of the company."

Wentz Explains Testimony
Officials of the Watkins' Company

yesterday made public a letter fiom
Colonel Wentz, which said in part:"An entirely unjust inference as to
the Watkins Coal Company i? being1
drawn from my testimony before the
Senate Committee on Reconstruction!,
yesterday, the inference being to the,,effect that the Watkins Coal Company
made something like $6 a ton on coal
sold to the government.

"I testified to no such thing, but said
that the Watkins Coal Company did sell
seme coal io the Wentz Company at
about S'.i.l'.", a tun. Testimony was in¬
troduced to the effect that the Watkins'
Coal Company produced certain coal
for about $3.25 a ton. I did not say.
however, and it is not true that that
Company sold any coal to the Wentz
Company or to the government that '

cost it only $3.25 a ton to mine. I
have investigated the matter and find ¡that the coal which it did sell to the
Wentz Company for the government
was coal that it purchased in the open !
market, and which cost the Watkins '

Coal Company ap-proximately $9 a ton.
The Watkins C«>al Company, therefore, <
made 25 cents a ton on said sale, a ;

profit which certainly no one can call I
unreasonable. I wi.th to correct anymisunderstanding that may have baen
caused by my testimony." (s

"Traitor!" Cries Lieutenant as
He Attacks Kerensky War
Minister at Subway Entrance

BERLIN, Jan. 7..Two hundred refu¬

gees came to blows in the streets of
Berlin yesterday, -when Lieutenant Ta-
buritzki encountered Alexander Gutch¬
koff, "War Minister in Kerensky's Cabi¬
net, who has been living in Berlin
since the Bolsheviki overthrew the
Petrograd govemmen-t.
Recognizing Gutchkoff in the crowd¬

ed entrance to a subway station, Tabu-
ritzki exclaimed, "Here I lind you,
traitor!" and struck GutchkotT in the
face.

Persons near by in the street tried
to defend the ex-minister, but their
sympathies quickly changed when Ta-
luritzki accused Gutchkoff of havingbeen the leader of anti-German war
propaganda in Russia.
Meanwhile the Lieutenant continued

to put in blows. One of them demol¬
ished the ex-minister's eyeglasses and
drew blood on his face. Gutchkoff
tried to defend himself with his walk¬
ing stick, but» was worsted, and the po¬lice had to take him to his home in an
automobile.

This i* the second time Gutchko.T
has been attacked in Berlin by his one¬
time compatriots.

Tariff Bill Action
Delayed. Senators
Defend Price Drive

Finance Cominitteemcii and
Envoy of Wool interests
in Spirited Exchanges
on Government Methods

WASHINGTON, Jan. 7..Considera¬
tion of the Fordney emergency tariff
bill was sidetracked for a time to-day
by the Senate Finance Committees while
its members defended efforts of the
government to force down living costs.
The departure from the program c me
when a witness charged the government
with responsibility for economic con¬

ditions confronting the country through
encouiagement of a buyers' strike. For
an hour decorum was cast off and
pointed exchanges took place.
Notwithstanding warnings by Acting

Chairman McCumber and Senator Smoot,
Republican, of Utah, that the commit¬
tee must obtain speedy action on the
bill to prevent further ; ws.se s for the
farmers. Senators Thomas, of Colorado,
and Jones, of New Mexico, Democrats,
indulged in a spirited argument with
Colonel John P. Wood, of Philadelphia,
who appeared in behalf of the wool
manufacturers.

Colonel Wood's assertion that the
government, and particularly the De¬
partment of Justice, had been unwise
in promulgating a campaign againsthigh prices, met with the rejoinder bySenator Thomas that present conditions
were simply tho.--e of "one man beingwilling to see another lose money but
very anxious not to lose any himself."

Senator Jones asked the witness
whether his charges of unwisdom could
not aiso bo applied to the (.'aider com¬
mittee investigating housing and to the
Senate itself, "for many members have
been active in agitating for a pricedecline." .Mr. Wood replied that he
was unfamiliar with the Calder com¬
mittee's work, but he knew the accusa¬
tions of Senators many times had
materially affected prices.
"My objections." continued the wit¬

ness, "are principally against the
methods used by the government and
particularly by Attorney General Pal¬
mer. Mr. Palmer and his start", instend
of seeking out and prosecuting specific
cares of profiteering, have dealt in gen¬
eralities. It has resulted in discredit
attaching to all of business."
Senator Thomas declared that busi¬

ness should have purged its own ranks.
He expressed the belief that the con¬
sumer had some rights after all and
that the government liad functioned in
the interests of a vast majority of the
people when it sought to bring down
the price of commodities.

Colonel Wood replied that there had
been a "warranted resentment against
the high prices" and said that the gov¬
ernment campaign had been successful
to the point that nil prices have gone
down and to the extent that hundreds
of thousands of men have been thrown
out of work.

Growers Vote
To Produce No
1921 Tobacco

Farmers Who Supply Fac¬
tories With Burley Take
Step Desigrjied to Put
Weed Up to Higher Price

Night Rider Raids Feared

Belief Expressed Hundreds:
Will Refuse to Abide by
Decision of Meeting
-

LEXINGTON-, Ky., Jan. 7..Tobacco
growing in the burley districts of Ken¬
tucky, Tennessee, Indiana and Ohio was

ordered stoppod so far as this year is
concerned at p. convention held here
to-day. Delegates from those states,
representing more than 160,000 tobacco
farmers, reached this decision. Hun¬
dreds of producers in every county in

the districts affected will refuse to
obey the convention's order, it was be-
lieved to-night.

In that case it was feared there
would be some "night riding."
Two thousand farmers and business

men gathered in the biggest theater in
the city to-day to discuss means of re-

lieving the tobacco crisis, which has
resulted in the stopping of saies on

ever;' market of importance in the four
states, except the market at Louisville.

Circuit Judge II. li. Prewitt, of
Mount Sterling, Ky., was chairman.
The question of a cut-out of this

year's crop was put before the dele¬
gates promptly. Thirty-five of the
thirty-eight counties represented voted
unanimously to cut out the crop. Some
farmers wanted the crop reduced 50
per cent, but tne majority for a stop¬
page of all leaf production this year
outvoted them.

Sales Stoppage Asked
The convention next decided to ap¬

peal to warehouse men not *o reonen
sales floors until -May 1, when, it. is
hoped, conditions would be better.
Warehouse men are understood to

be wilting to follow lines of action
suggested by the growers, but their
opinion is that the present crop, which
has caused all the trouble, should be
sold "ui' whatever price can be ob¬
tained, and that another year be
started with a clean slate.
Impassioned speeches were made at

to-day's convention in which it was

charged that manufacturers were re¬
sponsible for the low bids which caused
the fanners' action. This is denied by
persons who have studied the situa¬
tion. They assort that thiä crop is
bringing all it is worth. It is the
'.vom crop of leaf produced in Ken-
tucky in many years.

While to-day's action cannot be re-
scinded without a new convention,
which is not likely to be held, an-
other meeting will be held Monday,
when Representative J. C. Cantril!, oi
the district in which most of the It- -cf
is raised, will come here with a plan.
He wired from Washington to-day
that he lias a plan which he believes
will solve the situation. What this
is he would not explain to-day.

Governor on Hand
Governor Morrow was in the city to¬

day and said he was ready to meet
growers or others interested in the
question. No grower expressed an in¬
clination to confer with the Governor.
Thousands of farmers face ruin a,s

the result of the cut-out order, and
these are the men who will not be
bound by the convention's action to¬
day. Scores have bought land at high
prices, expecting to pay for it with
this year's tobacco, and with prices
at the present level this cannot be
clone.
Hundreds of growers visited mar¬

kets in southern Kentucky and Indiana
before the meeting and demanded that
the sales be stopped. This was agreed
to and a clash was avoided. The farm¬
ers are ir, a belligerent mood.

Sculptured Head Found in the
Ruins of Cyrenaican Temple
ROME, Jan. 7..The Siefar.i Agency

quotes press dispatches from northern

ployees have discovered in the ruins of
a temple in old Cyrenaica a wonderfully
sculptured head which experts believe
to be that of the Venus of Cyrene.

Cyrenaica, in ancient geography, was
a country of northern Africa lying be-
tween the Mediterranean on the north,
Marmarica on the cast, the desert on
the south and Syrtis Major on the west.
The town of Cyrene, lying ten miles
from the Mediterranean, was founded
about the year 631 B. C. and was the
seat of Greek learning and culture.

Available rec¬
ords do not include n "Venus of
Cyrene."
