Publication of Personal Tel-
egrams by Comptroller
? Is Declared To Be a Vio-
ll_ﬁon of the Penal Code

@’Connor Says He Was Told
~ to Keep Messages Sep-
! arate, but Neglected It

Charging that the publication of his
nersonal telegrams was in violation of
Paragraph 3, Section 553, of the Penul
Code, Aldermanic President ¥. H. La
Guardia last night sent a letter to
Comptroller Charles I.. Craig, who last
Saturday accused Mr, La Guardia of
baving charged to the city numerouis
telegrams that had nothi.g to do with
the eonduct of municipal affairs. More
than a score of the messages were pub-
lished with the Comptroller's com-

ments,
. William O’Connor, legislative secre-;
tary of the Board of Aldermen, issucd
4 statement saying that responsibility!
for the failure to segregate the ‘per-|
sonal from the officiul messuges of Mr.l
La Guardia was chargeable to him, as |
the board president several times had!
instructed that the utmost care be ex-|
ercised in keeping the items separate.

In anawer to the charge of the Alder-
manie President that the text.of the
messages was published in violation of
the penal code, Mr. Craig, it is under-
Itﬂﬂg.e will contend that any corre-
spondence charge to the municipality
becomes public property. The para-
graph referred to in Mr. La Guardia's
letter sets forth that it shall be unlaw-
ful for any person without authority
to make public the context of private
correspondence. Mr. Craig's position,
it is understood, is that -his official
obligations and the circumstances sur-
Tounding the incident clothed him with
the authority specified.

Text of La Guardia’s Letter

Mr. La Guardis, in his answer to the
Comptroller, says:

“Dear Sir—I beg to acknowledge re-
ceipt of your letter of January §, 1921,
which reached me this morning, It bears
postmark of January 8, 9 p. m., &nd
therefore could not reach me before,
nlthough copies of it were sent to the
press late Saturday night.

“Your statement to the press in con-
nection with the letter that the mes-
sages amount to $3%90, was, of course,
untrue, and you must have known it at
the time you made it. One item alone
smounts to $209, Thiz was the tele-
graphic communieation of a resolution
of the Board of Aldermen signed joiitly
by the Arting Piesident, majority and
minority leaders of the boavd, in the
matter of rent legislation at the time
that a delegation of New York City of- |
iicials was in Albany, and messages,
same subject, amount to $7. Another
item, which amounts to %25, was the
telegraphic mezsapge calling a special |
meeting on Aughst 12, 1920, 6f the]
Board of Aldermen.

“These two items alone figire al-
most twe-thirds of the tota]l amount
for the period of the voucher. I have
not as yet had an opportunity to get u |
complete list of all messages sent.
