The chaotic
state of the game is too well known.
Some states have decisions, some havj
not Some niâtes d.o not permit box¬
ing at all. The varions states that do
permit boxing have different limits as
to thrrsurnber of rounds.
The aim of the board of control is to

have a uniform law for every state, a
It» modeled on the one now in force
fa New York State. Thi3 permits fif¬
teen rounds to a decision, which allows
championships to be decided whether
or not a knockout is scored.

Champions To Be Active
If the passage of a uniform law will

tome a national regulation of the box¬
ing fame. For instance, the championsin the vari ou 3 class«« dictate their own
terms to the contenders and defend
their titles only when it pleases them.The board of boxing control plans to
pass a role to the effect that a cham¬
pion must defend his title at least once
«Tiry six months, or be considered as
a retired championFar a few states to pass such a lawwould be ineffectual. But if the Boardof Boxing Control gets the authorityand the recognition it is seeking such
a ruling would stand. The board al»oplans other reforms for the standardi¬
sation and betterment of the boxingpune.
Certainly the rule to force cham-

ijons to perform or make way for newb«ood is vitaily necessary. Dempsey,Wilson and Eiïbane have been consis¬

Alexander Again is PitchingAce of the National League

Î ! Grover Cleveland Alexander, the ace of the Chicago Cubs' box corps,for the second season in succession earned the title of the leading pitcherof the National League, according to the official averages for 1920, re¬leased last night. His average of least runs earned per game of 1.91 gave*

; him the honor again as being the most effective twirler in the parent major¡- league. Alexander's average in 1919 was 1.72. Charles B. Adams, thePittsburgh veteran, is second, with an average of 2,16.Burleigh Grime*, of the Brooklyn league champions, turned in thej best percentage in the matter of games won and lost. His 23 victoriesand 11 defeats gave him a fine mark of .676. Alex is second with aJ percentage of 659. Grimts is rated third in effectiveness.
j Alexander also wan th« leader in numerous other lines connected| with his specialty. He won the most games, 27; he pitched in the mosti complete games, 33; he pitched in the most innings, 363, and enjoyed the

. longest winning strea.k of 11 straight. He also led in strike-outs, with 173.; The great Alex, on tho other hand, pitched to the greatest number ofbatters, 1,447, and allowed the most hits, 335.
Adams gave a marvelous exhibition of control by permitting but 18

. of the 1,035 batsmen facing him to get bases on balls, this in the 263innings he pitched. In 1919 Adams, pitching a like number of innings! to 1.017 batters, issued 23 bases on balls. Adams also led in shut-outgames, with 8.

"Little Bill," who was anxiousto get home as soon as possible afterj the challenge round Davis Cup matches,had planned to sail from Auckland on,January 3, but now he will have todelay his departure until after the'middle of this month.
Tilden, Washburn and Hardy will re-:main in Australia until toward the endof January, playing matches against!South Australia at Adelaide, on Janu-

ary 20, 21 and 22, and against an all-Australian combination at Sydney, the jlast, v-eek of the month.
