Hereafter no player in either the American onr National league can
be traded by one club to another after August 1. This agreement was
reached by the various magnates while they were in congress at Chicago
last week. The ruling is intended to do away with all so-called buying of
pennants. It first went into effect last season.

But, whereas the closing date of¢
trades between clubs in the National
Lesgue was Augudt 20, in the Ameérican
Loague it was July 1. The owners of
the various clubs in both leagues got
together at Chicago and discussed the
matter, with the results that a com-
promise date, which is August 1, was
agreed upon, Therefore, after that time
no.club in either lenpue #ill be allowed
%0 buy or trade players of another
team in the American or National

eague, except by the waiver route,

In addition to the aboye, President
John H. Heydler, of the Nstional

igue, announced yesterday that the
magnates had voted td appropriate $10,-
000 as a contingent fund, to be used
by the baseball authorities for investi-
gating any scandal, or other matter
connected with the game. These are

Cornell
has been opposcd to meeting Syra-
cuse hecause the officials there
claimed that the Orange scholastic
standings, which dealt with eligi-
bility, were not as strict as those
at Cornell. This obstacle scems to
have been overcome with changes in
rules at several colleges at the local
university.

The firat contest of any kind be-
tween the Orange and Red teams in
fifteen years was siaged last spring,
when the lacrosse teams played for
the championship of the nerthern
division of the Intercollegiate Ia-
crosse League.
