fortunate incident occurred at Mattice, |

Ont., and marred the accomplishments
of the balloonists. From Kloer, Rear
Admira] George W. Kline and his aa-
sociates of the court were unable to
obtaln a single detail bearing upon the
fist fight.

Men ' Even Lacked Charts

The mecond session of the court yes-
terday again emphasized the Ilaxity
under which balloon flights under
naval esuspices are authorized and
supervised Dewpite the fact that the
meteorologieal conditions indleated |
that tne valloon would he carried
northward toward Canada, not a single
chart of that countrru] was carried by
the three oflicers, The charts of New

any inland detail that could be of as-
sistance. The town of Wells, where
the balloon anchored a few minutes,
wa=z not even shown on the chart.

Plans for milk distribution on a co-
operative basis were discussed by the
society during Lhe day, The plan is
fathered by the Dairymen’s League, and
if adopted would not only put the
league In control of the gtate's milk
supply but its distribution as well,

Those opposed to this program said
it would tend to incremsc the cost of
milk 1n New York and other large
It was characterized as un-
Amecrican by Samuel D. Botaford, for-
merly predident of the Buffalo Cham-
ber of Commierce, who said that farm-
e¢rs cannot combine successfully on a

cost-plua basis.

The Dairymen's League pooling pro-
posdl was explained by Thomas E, Mil-
limun, organizer of the league, He
said that of the 98,000 membera of his
organization one-third have signed con-
tractd to place their milk supply in
the hends of the cooperative associa-
tion proposed by the leugue to uct as

] a sales ageney in distributing the milk.

Terms of Contract

Through the contract urged by the
league, the cotperative association is
authoriced to use ita discretion in
building, in purenasing warchouses,
plants, or other huildings, no matter
where situated. The association i3 an-
thorized to make deductions from fund
due the producer for milk Aupbplied to
pay for the plants. Unlimited deduec-
tiona may also be made by the assoecia-
tion to retire any “loans,” the purpose
of the loans not being defined or lim-
ited. Undoer the contract the dairyman
forfeits all hia rights to sell in open
market at the best price obtainable, He
alse waives all rights te hold to &e-
countability those who handle his prod-
uct or his money.

P. D. Fox, president of the Borden
Farm Products Company, defended the
distributors nnd branded as unsound
the plan fathered by the league, ‘]ie
made the assertion that the distribu-
tor is not n “middleman,” declaring
that he had direct contact with the
producer and consumer.

“Thesa suggestions,” ‘he said, “are

born of impractieal knowledge of the
businegs attacked and condemn a sys-
tom made practica]l and effictent by
years of study. This is detrimental,
not nlone to the distributor, but to
evary one assoeinted with him, and I
include the econsumer.”

C. W, Burkett, editor of The Ameri-
ean Agpriculturist, teck exception to
the statement by Mr. Fox that milk
distribution in New York City, at
least, was made in an economical man-
ner. He said that the number of de-
livery wagons could be reduced econ-
siderably and & large saving effected
in the overhead cost of dellvering milk
if the routes were extended,
