During his meditations in the Florida
jungle, which begins Saturday, it is
believed by some who are in Mr. Har-
ding's confidence that either Hays or
Hert will be eliminated from the Cabi-
net slate, At the moment Hays's
chances of survival appear a shade
better than those of Hert, because the
Kentuekian's rivals are more formid-
shle than those of the National Com-
mittee chairman. Ex-Governor Frank
0. Lowden, for example, is =aid to be
Mr. Harding’s choice for either Sacre-
tary of the Navy or Commerce. Either
place would sntisfy Hert. Hays, tenta-
tively, is slated for Postmaster Gen-
eral.

Early Announcements Abandoned

Fires Charged
To Arson Ring

Watchman Held on Suspi-
cion of Insanity After
Over Score of'Blazes Have
Caused $1,800,000 Loss

Public Buildings Guarded

No Lives Lost, but Many
Firms Are Wiped Out;
City Militia Mobilized

WORCESTER, Mass,, Jan, 19.—Wil- |
liam N. Taylor, night watchman of the |
Marrifield Building, destroyed by fire |
early this morning, was arrested to-
night and was sent to the Worcester
State Hospital for observation as to
tis sanity.

The arrest followed an epidemic of
incendiary fires in Worcester, which |
began shortly before 3 o'clock this
morning and continued throughout the
day and night, causing damage esti-
mated at $1,800,000,

Evidence of incendiarism was dis-
{covered in & score of the buildings
destroyed or damaged. The latest fire,
in the Oscar Will & Co. women’s cloth-
ing store, in the lower floor of the State
Mutual Building on Main Street, way|
set in three places, according to Chief
Avery of the Fire Department.

At midnight, when the police relief
went on duty, orders were read from
Chief Hill “that firebugs were at
work” and patrolmen were ordered to.
arrest all suspicious characters.

The flames started in the HKnowles
Building, at Main and Chatham streets,
and shortly afterward a building on
North Foster Street, more tnan three-
quarters of a mile distant, was dia-
overed ablaze.

New York Mining Man
Found Frozen to Death

Thomas Ward, Copper Com-
pany Head, Perishes on Trip
From Alaskan Camp

twenty miles from Teller, Aluska, Jan-

Ward left the company's mining
camp, in the inner Seward peninsula,
wilth an Esquimau mwan and woman
and twa dog teams, en route to Teller,
