P. Lee performed the service at his
horn«) on Wilton Place in the presence
of tb'e bride's brothers, Edwin Ball and
Tho&as Ball, and Charles R. Rogers,
an old friend of the family.
Mr. du Pont and his bride departed

at once for Santa Barbara, where they
are to pass a few days before beginning
a four-months' tour of the country.
They are to remain for some time at
Mr. du Pont'a 2,000-acre home near
Wilmington, Del., and later will return
to ham Angeles.
M& duPont and his bride's familyhave, been friends of many years. She

is a member of one of the best known
families of Virginia. Her father was
the late Captain Thomas Ball, a mem¬
ber,of the Ball family founded in 1651
by Colonel William Ball, grandfatherof George Washington. Colonel Ball
was sent to Virginia by the British
government and settled in Lancaster
County.

¦Captain Thomas Ball was Attorney
General of Texas for some time, and
under President Cleveland was Assist¬
antjUnited States Attorney General.

Mrs. duPont is a graduate of With-
ersville Seminary, Wlthersville, Va.
She has made her home in Los Angeles
recently, although for several months
she was a guest of Mr. duPont's fam¬
ily at De Mourse Estate. Mr. duPont
arrived in Los Angeles a few weeks
ago.

I. da Pont is a member of the famous
powder family and one of its richest
members. He is the largest individual
stockholder in the Du Pont Powder
Company, one of the principal owners
of the Atlas Powder Company and a
vice-president of the Delaware Trust
Company, which owns nine banks in
Delaware.

His"'fir8t wife was Miss Bessie Gardi¬
ner"*'of Philadelphia, from whom he
obtained a divorce several years ago.
His second wife was his cousin, Miss

and girls are taught and employed;
thesBourne Workshop, giving blind men
tracing and work; the Boarding House
for*-Shop Men and the River Light¬
house, at Cornwall, N. Y., where blind
men, women and children are sent for
sumsner vacations.

Advise All to Invest

"Share With Others" Idea Ex¬
plained by Government

Loan Organization
To-day will be observed in the United

States as "share with otherB day,"
with special sermons by clergymen of
all denominations emphasizing the sig¬
nificance of thrift. Ministers will di¬
rect attention to the necessity for peo¬
ple to invest their money, so that the
nation as well as the individual may
share in the benefits of accumulated
capital.

In announcing "share with others
day" representatives of the* governmentloan organization said yesterday:"The need for saving and investing
was never as great as it is to-day. in
view of the business readjustment the
country is passing through capital mustbe created to keep the wheels of in¬
dustries turning:. This capital must
come from the industrial workers.
"There is no better medium for rais¬

ing the necessary capital than by in¬
vesting in Treasury savings securities,
as money thus invested is not onlysafeguarded for the individual and
earns an attractive rate of interest for
him, but benefits the nation as well."
"Pay your bills day" of thrift week

was observed yesterday, when a con¬
certed effort was made to emphasizethe leconomy of paying current bills
now, instead of waiting until nextmonth.

Chesterton Sees Misuse
Of Lights on Broadway

He Believes Person Unable to
Read Would Obtain Real

Thrill From Big SignsThe lights of Broadway to G. K.
Chesterton are eloquent of the enormity
of man's power and the jjettiness of
the aims to which he puts it. Speaking
on "The Ignorance of the Educated" in
the Brooklyn Academy of Music last
night he said that his first thought on
seeing the restless lights was: "What a
sublime fairyland this would be to any¬
one who by some good fortune could
not read!"
"The peasant has seen candles used

to nobler purposes," said Mr. Chester- jton. "It is a pity that all this superbmachinery is not used to utter a greatreligion or express some civic ideal.
We all know that man has this mar¬
vellous power of creating civilization,but it is unfortunate that he does not
use his greatest energies toward the
greatest of purposes."
Mr. Chesterton touched with subtle

raillery on the fallacies of history,poking fun at the popular misconcep-tions of the educated.
His plea was for greater simplicityin thought and words. As a journalist,he knew that pompous and scientific

terms often were used to indicate scien¬
tific knowledge that did not exist, he
said.
"The great object of all real educa¬

tion is to discover the limits of edu¬
cation," said Mr. Chesterton. "Mere
worship of instruction is too common
among us. No man really sees the lim¬
ita of culture unless he has a reason¬
able amount of education. We must
get back to the habit of using plainwords."

much under suspicion of being an Eng¬lish spy that she would not have been
permitted to leave Russia, Professor
Lomonosoff, Minister of Railways, as¬sured her, if she had accepted Trotz-
ky's invitation to visit the front.From Mayfair to Moscow, her book ofexperiences in Russia, has had a largesale. Mrs. Sheridan is a niece of LadyRandolph Churchill and a first cousinof Winston Churchill, an<l her mother,Mrs. Moretón Frewen, was once promi¬nent socially in New Vork.
The lecture of Sir Philip Gibbs, en¬titled "What America Means to theWorld," is based partly on his recentinterviews with European statesmen.

IArtists Happy in
Program of Music
By Cesar Franck

Compositions of Belgian
Master Gratifyingly In¬
terpreted in Concert for
Aeolian Hall Audience

Mr. Charlton (we suppose it was he)
had a happy conceit when he planned! the concert of music by César Franck
which took place in Aeolian Hall yes-

! terday afternoon. The Belgian master
makes winning appeal to all who know
his personal story as well as by his
music. It is not necessary to follow
his pupils to the verge of idolatry
to feel that in the mixture of his
nature there were many elements of
true greatness and it is a quality of
his music not always found in that
of great composers, though never
wholly absent from it, that it arouses
in appreciative listeners sympathetic
interest in the man. A lovable
genius indeed must he have been who
could set himself such a large and
formidable task as "The Redemption"
and also register a vow to make one
hundred sittings of the "Ave Maria."
With all its profundity, this amiable

ingenuousness look3 out, large-eyed,
from his music, especially from the
sonata for pianoforte and violin with
which Mr. Ernest Hutcheson and Mr.
Samuel Gardner opened yesterday's
concert. There was nothing perfunc-
tory about the playing 'of the two ar-
tists. Obviously the work appealed to
their tastes as well as their affections,
and they put their hearts into it. We
always near mature and finished per-
formances from Mr. Hutcheson, but
Mr. Gardner's salad days are not so
far back in the perspective, and it was
peculiarly gratifying to listen to his
ripe playing yesterday.

In the sonata he put the most em¬
phatic and luminous line across the
pages of his record that he has yet
drawn. So, at least, it seemed to us.
Miss Helen Stanley sang some songs

with more purely vocal than poetic
effect. Mr. Hutcheson played Harold
Bauer's arrangement of the Prelude,
Fugue and Variations and joined Mr.
Gardner and Mr. Emmerau Stoeber,
violoncello, in a performance of the
master's trio in F-sharp minor, the
first of his numbered works.

Mary Garden Aims to Instill
Love of Opera Into America

As Director of Chicago Company, She Says, Her
Sole Ambition Will Be to Elevate Music

to a Higher Plane in U. S.

CHICAGO, Jan. 22.(By The Associ¬
ated Press)..The first woman to have
complete business and artistic charge
of one of the big American grand opera
companies, in short, to be the dictator
of the enterprise, Mary Garden outlined
to-day what she thought opera should
mean throughout the United States.
Miss Garden, known in Chicago and
in numerous other American cities as
"Our Mary," was appointed to the joint
rôle of a star, artistic director and
business manager of the Chicago Opera
Association early this month.
Mary Garden's ambition is to make

opera and herself as well loved by the
people of the whole United States as
she is by the people <rf Chicago.
Enthusiasm, fervor, hard work, con¬

stant supervision, strict economy and
modern opera rather than the old, are
only a few things that Miss Garden
promises to show the people of America
that she has in her and is capable of
producing.

Insists on Very Best
"Music, real music," said Miss Gar¬

den "is being borne on the high tide
of popularity, through the marvelous
phonograph and pianola, into the
homes of almost every family in this
country. I hope, to take advantage of
this and by hard work, bring opera up
to the place that it deserves in the
hearts of the people. Wouldn't it be
wonderful, if by doing this I will have
made them love opera and me as well
as the people of Chicago have con¬
vinced me that they love me?"

Constant supervision, insistence on
having her every performances as per¬
fect as it is possible to get it, throughboth the supporting company and ¿he
equipment, is assigned by Miss Gar¬
den as probably the chief reason that
the board of directors of the ChicagoOpera Company has seen fit to placeher in the position that was held foi
years by Cleofonte Campanini.
"The public makes opera possiblt

and I think that the public deserve*
the very best that can be assembled,'added Miss Garden. "Some artists
have said that 'Garden gets every¬
thing she wants. No wonder she is :
success.' I have fought, argued, criti¬
cized and insisted on my performanc-
receiving the best treatment possibl«because I knew the public wanted i
as well as I. I believed I was riglvand I fought for my own ideas. A¡
u rule I realized them."

Miss Garden is strongly of th«
opinion that the people of to-day wan
modern operas, and as she was instru
mental in introducing the moder;
grand opera, she said that naturall;she intends to carry out her idea
with tne Chicago Opera Compan;along these lines.

"I shall produce half French an
half Italian operas," she said. "Bu
at least one American opera during
season should be produced, and I shal
try for this. I do not believe in trans
lations. They have proved a failure

The proposals receiving the mostsupport at the conference were onesfavoring abolition of the excess profitsand individual surtaxes, and substitu¬tion of an increased flat tax on cor¬porations, an increase of taxes onluxuries and higher custom duties oncertain articles.
