NAPLES, Jan. 30.—Signor Abbate-
mageio, who in 1911 achieved promi-
rence by denouncing the Camorra for
the murder of Uennaro Cuceolo and
his wife in 1806, attempted .evicide by
shpoting here yesterday as the police
were asbout to arrest him on a charge
of fraud. The bullet perforated a
lung, but the physicians hope te save
his life. Abbatemaggio was aw.rded
four medals during the war and later

served in Fiume under d’Ananunzio.

Interrogated by the police, the
wounded man said: “I am dying. Be-
lieve the word of a dying man; I am
innocent. [t would be a long story Lo
explain., I am the victim of circum-
stances.”

All the relations of those condemned
to prison “in the Cuocclo trizl, espe-
cially the sisters of the notoricus
Lnrico Alfano, known as “Erricone,”
immediately rushcd to the hospital on
learning of the attempted suicide, hop-
ing to induce Abbatemaggio to declare
his revelations during the tria; to be
false.
