Topic in Musical Circles
Causes That Contributed to the Death of the National
Symphony Orchestra; Controlling Bodies of Citi¬

zens, Not Bandsmen. To Be Amaigamated

The orchestra! situation as devel-

oped by the merger of the philarmonic
Soeiety and th-e National Symphony
Orchestra (Inc.) has been the principal
topic of discussion in musical circles
during the past week. In intimating
last Sunday that what was described
as a merger or combination was an in-

gurgitation, ingestion, imbibation, ab-
sorptton or what-not of the latter or-

ganization by the former, we might, or

ought, perhaps, have been a little more

particular in our choice of words in
view of the little abbreviation "Inc."
which is part of the title of the Na¬
tional Symphony Orchestra. The three
unobtruslve letters may or may not
raean much in the history of New
York's musical future.if the future
caa by any stretch of meaning be
made to include history*.
What we meant was that the actiritles

of the band of musicians known as the
National Symphony Orchestra would
come to an end with the present musi¬
cal season; also, that that fact, with
its deplorable aspects, was due to two
causes.the mistaken impression on
the part of well meaning persons tha»
the artistic need which they wished to
lelp ont was a greater number of or-
chestial concerts, and the rapacity (to
put no finer point on it) of the musi¬
cians who took advantage of the phil¬
anthropic motives of the would-be
patrons of art to make the increased
eultivation of that art impossible «x-
eept at an extravagant expenditure
.which made the action financially fool-
fab and artistically futile.
That the beginning of the enterprise

w»s rooted ir. a vainglorious fad of
*waen which may have had its root
la something besides genuine interest
ln art was plainly mtimated; and there
fa no reason (there never will be a rea-
»on) to change that conviction. In an
experience of nearly half a century we
¦ave seen too many instances of such
.ctivities to make us believe that in
tMe case there was an exception; and
the facts are of too recent occurrence

Music Notes
Paul Kochanski, violinist, who will

make his American debut with the New
York Symphony Orchestra in Carnegie
Hall to-morrow afternoon, is a Pole,
born at Warsaw thirty-two years ago.
He is a pupil of Emil Mlynarski and
Cesar Thomson, ani is the possessor
of the Premier avec la Plus Grande
Distinction de Bruxelles.
When nineteen yeara of age Mr.

Kochanski made his London debut and
two years later he was appointed pro-
fessor of the Conservatory of Music
at W:arsaw. He has appeared in con-
cert in the principal capitals of Europe
and has toured France, England, Ger-
many, Russia, Poland, Spain, Greece,
Turkey and Egypt.

Mr. Kochanski ifl a professor of the
Conservatory of Music of Petrograd,
which post he held from 1915 to 1918.
When the Bolsheviki came into power
he was ordered to appear in many pub-
lic recitals and concerts in Petrograd,
receiving in payment the food cards
of the revolution. Afber two years of
this servitude an attempt was made
to leave Russia. He was arrested at
Kieff and commanded to serve as pro¬
fessor in the Kieff Conservatory.

Late in December, 1919, Mr. Kochan¬
ski succeeded ln reaching Warsaw.
There he gave several recitals and
appeared fourteen times with the prin¬
cipal orchestras of Poland. In Octo¬
ber, "920, he reached London, the scene
of his professional debut thirteen
years previous. He has recently -jrivenfour recitals in London and has playedwith the London Symphony Orchestra
under Albert Coates.

Mengelberg's first Sunday night con¬
cert at popular prices will be given in
Carnegie Hall a week from to-night,
F*ebruary '20. The program will be
distinctively popuiar, comprising
Tschaikovsky's Fifth Symphony, the
preludes to "Lohengrin" and to "The
Masterslngers of Nuremberg" and
Liszt's symphonic poem, "Les Pre¬
ludes."

The next regularly scheduled pair of
concerts of the National Symphony Or-
chestra will be given on Monday eve-
ning, February 21, and Wednesday af-
ternoon, February 23. Arthur Rubin-
stein will play Brahms's tirst piano
concerto and the orchestral feature
wifl be Bloch's "Schelomo," with Cor-
nellus Van Vliet playing the solo
