Clothing Workers

Union Men Flock to Hear
$500,000 Damage Action;
Injunction Is Asked to
Protect Strike Breakers

The large court room of Part I, Spe-|
cial Term of the Supreme Court, was
crowded to the doors yeaterday by
elothing workers who came to hear the
argument in the proceeding brough® by |
J, Friedman & Co., Ine, against the
Amulgamated Clothing Workera of
America, the dissolution of which or-|
ganiz tion is sought by the plaint-ff.
The concern alsa asks for $300,000
damages and an injunction restraining
union workers from interfering
with the husiness of thu manufacturers.
After a long and sometimes bitter
arzumeanc, Justice Bijur gave hoth sides
until Thursday to Submit briefs.

Former Justice Samuel Scahur,\r.l
ecounsel for the workers, asked the

court to dismiss the case on the plead-
ings, argning thut no canse of action
was made out. Max D, Steuer, for the
munufacturers, opposed the motion.
On this point Justice Bijur said he
would reserve decision, as the plead-
ngs contain §00 typewritten pages and
will require much time to resd and
digest,

In the course of his argument, Mr.
Sleuer said that the busineées agent of
the uni.n was really the owner of the
shop. The man who invested his cap-
ital had less to say about running his
shop than the walking dalegate, said
the r.torney.
