coming them. For the fourth meetingthis season at Aeolian Hall last nightthe principal number scheduled was
the C-Bharp minor string quartet, byBeethoven, to be played by the Flon-
taleys. But a telegram on Mondaytold thc managers thnt Mr. Bailly, the
.?iola player of the quartet, was ill in
Washington, and yesterday he was
etiil i!l, and without him there could
be no performance of the quartet. So
a eonsu'tation was held by the lead¬
ing spirits of the soeiety who were in
the city (Mr. Hsrold Rauer being on
tour) and, as Mr. Svecenski grace-
fully informed thc audience, Mr.
Mischa Levitzki and Mr. Sascha Jacob.
.en were enlisted to till the vacancy
raused by the deploraable absence of
the Fronzaley Quartet. They did it
admirably, though of course they could
not replace the quartet, which is a
great milestone on tho road of musical
history.
Instead of the nrogram as criginally

planned, the audience was asked to
tnjoy this (and enjoy it it certainly
did): "Sonata appassionnta," by Bee¬
thoven, played by Mr. Levitzki; twelve
songs, "Die Winterreise," by Schubert;
.ong by Mr. Reinhold Warlfch, the
sonata for pianoforte and violin by
Cesar Franck, played by Mr. Levitzki
and Mr. Jacobsen, and the Trio in E-
flat, for pianoforte, violin and viola,
by Mozart, played by Messrs. Levit¬
zki, Gustave Tinlot and Ren6 Pollain.
The musical offerin;, waa one to re¬
fined tastes and the audience was of
the character to enjoy it.

Economical Buying Aim
Of 'National Fish Day'

Granting that some retailers have
eharged too much for fish, William
Fellowes Morgan jr. secretary-treas¬
urer of the Brooklyn Bridge Freezing
and Cold Storage Company, yesterday
announeed that 'National Fish Day."
fixed for March 9, is intended to teach
the public not to pay such high prices.
The fish market is topsy-turvy, he

said, because people are afraid to buy
any eAcept high priced fish. and this
limits the demand to such few varie-
ties that dealers must charge more
for the cheaper varieties, which are
fullv as good to eat.
"We will try to shift the load from

the cxpensive grades to the cheaper
ones," he said. "by showing that such
fish as haddock nnd herring are as
much worth buying as blue fish, sea
bass and shad. The sales on the
cheaper fish have been so low that
overhead charge3 have kept the deal¬
ers from chargintr less. Wc want to
call attention to this. with posters and
fish displays, for which prizes will be
given."

Mme. Galli-Curci
Charms Audience
As Heroic Lakme

Role Affords Singer Many
Opportunities for the
Display of Her Engag-
ing Histrionic Abilities

Dellbes's "Lakme" was sung for the
first tim here by the Chicago Opira
Company last evening at the Manhattan
OpjM House. The heroine prov'ied
Mme. Amelita Galli-Curci with another
congenial r61e, in which she, too, was
heard for the first time ln this city.

It was a pleasure to hear again the
pretty music, to see the picturesoue
settings, to watch the antics of Mrs.
Benson, the governess, and those of
her charges, Ellen and Rose, characters
who belong to the realm of operacomique. In fact, the work itself 'f of
opera comique proportions.Mme. Galli-Curci was in good voice,
a charming apparition, svmpatheti; in
song and action. The role of Lakme
afforded her many opportunities for
the display of her engaging histrionic
abilities. In song she was not called
upon for a continuous exhibition of
pyrotechnics, but for a revelation of
exquisite lyric singing, of which she is
past mistress.
The one fiorid episode in the part,"The Bell Song," in the second act wasbrilliantly sung with beautiful qualityof tone, ease and fluency. Mr. Schipa,the Gerald, sang honestly but withlittle distinction of phrasing or diction.This is the rnore to be wondered atwhen his distinguished work at a re¬

cent recital in Carnegie Hall is re-membered. Apparently the operaticatmosphere tempts him to force his
voice and forget the laws of song. Mr.Baklanoff, an impressive Nilakanta,
sang and acted with becoming dignity.The smaller parts were well takenby Mr. Defrere, Mr. Mojica, Miss Pas-
cova, Miss Maxwell and Miss Falco.The performance was on the wholefine, and the incidental dances in thesecond act bv Serge Oukrainskv, Mlle.Dagmara and the corps de ballet were
an effective feature of the evening.

Trapper, Lost in Wilds,
Writer of Slow Death

THE PAS, Manitoba, Feb. 15..Out ofthe frozen expanses*of Barrcn Lands
two hundred miles from the nearest
trading post, news has just reached theProvincial Poiice here of the tragic deathof A. O. Rinehart, of Duiuth, Minn., a
trapper. His body was found last Oc¬tober in a shack by two other trappers,where for months a diary recorded howhe hnd fought a solitary and courageousbattle against diseaae, hunger and cold.The last entry waa dated April 9, 1920Rinehart left The Pas in August, 1919,on tho long journey into Barren Landsfor a trap Hne. During the next threemonths his adventure apparently waswithout incident, for the first entry inthe diary was dated November, 1919Four months later, March, 1920, thotrapper's notes revealed his almost hope-less phght, he having become helplesslyconfined to his bed. Realizing his pre-dicament, he had etored all his supplieswithin reach. The final chapter told ofhis inability to get out of bed to keepthe fires gomg, the exhaustion of hiswater supply and his slow death.

Woman Condircts
Barrere Ensemble
In Two Novelties

Mme. Poldowgki Introdnces
Scotch Pastoral by Cyril
Scott, Based on 'Ye Banks
and Braea o' Bonnie Doon'

Two novelties and a feminine con¬
ductor were features of tho concert
given by the Barrere Ensemble yester¬
day afternoon at Aeolian Hall; The
novelties were the first performance
in America of a suite miniature for
wind instruments conducted by the
composer, Mme. Poldowski, and the
first performance in New York of a

Scotch pastoral for flute and piano by
Cyril Scott. Mme. Poldowski's suite, in
four movements, Passemaise, Musette-
Mlnuette, Rigaudon and Giguo, a
pretty concei**, so ploased the audience
that the final movement was repeated.
Mr. Scott's pastoral, an ingenious ar-

rangement of the familiar Scottish
folksong, "Ye banks and braes o'
bonnie Doon, with variations, re-
flected credit upon the composer, who
was in the audience.
The Ensemble played with its custo-

mary distinction the Poldowski suite,
Mozart's serenade in C minor and a
Suite Pcraane by Andre Oaplet, one of
the most talented among tne youn'ger
French composers and former con¬
ductor of Henry Russell's Boston
Opera Company. This number was in
threo movements, Scharki, Nihawend,
Iskia Samaisi, which, as Mr. Barrero
explained from the stage, signified re¬

spectively a little love song, a town
in Persia and "the singing of many
lovers together." Mr. Barrere himself
contributed three numbers for flute
and piano, with nlter Golde a.s

pianist. These, the intermezzo from
Hadley's opera, "Cleopatra's Night,"
Scott's pastoral and GritTes' poem, he
played with enchanting quality of tono
and .onsummate virtuosity.

Paulist Choristers Give
Concert to Aid School

Ecclesiastical and Secular Music

A concert of ecclcsiastical and secu¬

lar music was given by the Paulist
Choristers under the direction of
Father Finn at the Metropolitan Opera
House last evening. The singing was

partly a capella and partly accompanied
by piano and organ and by the Little
Symphony, which also provided instru-
mental numbers under the leadership
of its conductor, George Barrere.
The Choristers sang with consider-

able freedom and with the precision
that comes with much practice and
training. Less praise could be accorded
to their snunciation or to the balance
of tone, which was unduly thin in the
upper voices.

Palestrina, Tommaso Vittoria and
Giuseppe Baini were represented on
their program, and of modern com¬
posers, Sir Edward Elgar, Serge Kach-
maninoff, H. W. Loomis and others.
The concert was for the beneiit of the
choir school of the Choristers in this
city and was well attended.
