Miller Wants Theater Ticket
Gougers Taxed Out of Existence

j ALBANY, Feb. 24..Governor Miller,
at the hearing to-day on the Walton-
Smith bill licensing theater ticket
speculators and limiting D<eir profits
to 60 cents, expressed doubts as to the
constitutionality of the measure. He
intimated that the way to deal with

i the evil was to tax speculators out of
exigence, and suggested that he would
sign such a bill.
Should the Governor veto the Wal-

ton-Smith bill, as is likely, a bill im¬
posing a tax on ticket speculators big
enough to drive them out of business
will be introduced in the Legislature.
The ticket speculators, who always

seem to have unlimited funds at their
disposal, hod some of the ablest law¬
yers in the country here to fight the
bill. Their chief arguments were mnde
by Louis Marshall, who raised the
question of the constitutionality of the
legislation.
