Wants United States on Board
Dcprecating America's lack of rcpre-tentatioTi on the permanent reparations

comrnission, Mr. Lamont said:

that has occurred in tixing the amount
cf the German indemnity.
"Our failure. to name a delegate for

this comrnission has been not merely a
jrreat d^appointment to our former
associates in the war, but has, I be¬
lieve, been largely responsible for the
continued economic unsettlement in
Europe, with its unfortnnate reflex
upon our own industrial and commer¬
cial business."
The $46,000,000,000 which Germany

was notified she. must pay over a series
of forty-two years by tne recent settle¬
ment at Paris. Mr. "".amont said, if
amortizod at 8*r*> ytrr cent and brought
back to present values, wouid represent
a capital sum of about $13,000,000,000.
plus whatever amount Germany has
already paid on account.

Schedule Not I'nreasonablc
"Now, even the most 'moderate of the

experts :iguring at Paris,"'he added,
"thought that Germany could pay a.
capital sum of ten or fifteen billion
dollars. su that not counting the so-
called 'export tax' which. is a part
of the recent Paris settlement, the
schedule arrlved at does not seem to
be unreasohable.
"Certain it is that the Allied and

associated powers would bc delighted
to receive as a reparation a capital sum
to-day of $13,000,000,000 rather than
what that sum would amount to with
interest spread out over a series of
thirty or forty years."
Mr. Lamont dealt, extensively with

cussions at Paris and the rea-
sons t'or the decision to establish a

permanent reparations comrnission. He
ggestioned the wisdora of Lloyd George
»nd l iemonceau's insisting upon such
high figures from Germany, maintain-
ng that the popularity of each was so
great at the time tljat they could have
utridden or t-vt n profit ed by the po¬
litical storm which would have resulted
¦tl their two '66untr'feV"had they been
aJSaag to agree to a smaller figure,
.*Mt'a Germany could have paid, and
waifh would have gone far toward set-
[iing the world's economic condition.

Wilson Urged Pensions
He told how General Smuts finally

convinced President Wilson that pen¬
sions should be ineluded in the repara¬tion bill. Some of the experts, he said,
gathered in the President's library and
explained to him tHat they couldn't
find a single la-wyer in the American
delegation that would give an opinionin favor of including pensions and that
all logic was against it.
"Logic, logic," Mr. Lamont said the

President exclaimed, "I don't give a
damn for logic. I am going to include
pensions."

Coal Affiliations
Of Lehigh Valley

Decreed Illegal
Supreme Court Orders That

Roads and Mines Be
Divorced; Individuals
Will Not Be Punished

In a decrce of the United States
Supreme Court which was filed yester-
t'ay by Judge Martin T. Manton in the
L'nited States District Court the Le¬
high Valley Coal Company, the LehighValley Railroad Company, the LehighValley Coal Sales Company, Coxe
Brothers & Co., the Delaware A Sus¬
quehanna and the Schuykill Railroad
Company are found to be unlawful
combinations and are allowed sixtydays in which to file a plan with tho
court for the dissolution of thc unlaw¬
ful combination.
The decree was issued by the Su-

pieme Court on February 4. It re-
\crses the decision of the United States
District Court made in 1915 regarding
a suit brought by the government
against the Lehigh Valley Railroad
Company and a number of coal com-
ranies and individuals eharging com¬
bination in restraint of interstate trade
and commerce.
Thc case in the District Court was

tcrminated in favor of the defendants.
The government appealed to the Su¬
preme Court, which completely re-
versed the decree of the lower court
r-nd instructed that thc decree be filed
here.
The decree dismisses three of the

toal companies and sil the individuals,
tut calls for the dissolution of the
Bforementioned concerns. It allows the
government thirty davs after the sub-
mission of the pian of dissoiutino to
make such sugges'.ions as it may de-
rire regarding it and provides that if
the defendant shall fail to present a
plan within the stated time the court
will take such further steps as it
deema necessary to dispose of the
stocks, bonds and property. and bring
about the end of the unlawful combi-
ration so as to recreat* out of the
c'.emcTits a new situation in harmony
with the law.
According to the decree the cost of

the action should be paid by the de¬
fendant corporations.

Ghosts Are Playful
In Mrs, Lowd's Honie

Psychic Investjgator Arrives at
Londonderry, N. H., to Ob-

servc Spirits' Antics
LONDONDERRY, N. H., Feb. 25..

A representative of the Psychic Re-
search Library of Boston and First
Selectman Edward E. Kent started in-
dependent inveatigations to-day of mys¬
terious happenings reported at the
home of Mrs. Sedley Lowd. Accord¬
ing to Mrs. Lowd and others, chairs
and heavier pieces of furniture perform
sudden gyrations, buttons take flight
from a workbasket into the air and
table forks and stove wood shoot
through windows without warning. The
psychic research investigator, it was
announeed, would make his visit con-
tingent upon the Lowd family's consent.
The occurrences as reported by Mrs.

Lowd, who is an aged woman; her sen,
, Herbert, and their neighbors have
stirred the tOAvn to such an extent
that the Selectman felt he ought to ob¬
tain some first hand information if
possible. Since the alleged peculiar
manifestations began early in the
week the house of Mrs. Lowd has been
besieged by curlous persons and self-
appointed investigator*.

Mr. Kent said to-night that he prob¬
ably would go to the house within a
few days. Residents of the town ef the
highest reputation for veracity, the
selectman said, had told him of their
personal experiences in tho house. One
of these, "whom I would believe sooner
than myself," he aaid, had related how
he arose from a chair in the house and
walked a few steps, and thon the chair
fell over without being touched by
any one.

Brooklyn Drug Store
Raided by Dry Agents

Large Store of Alcohol Seized
in Spite of "Medicinal

Purpose" Permit
A drug store operated by W. Hofert

& Co.. 223-225 Hamilton AA*enue,
Brooklvn, was raided yesterday by E. F.
Langley and M. Goldstein. prohibition
agents, who confiscated thirteen five-
gallon cans of alcohol, B00 gailons of
spirits contained in ten barrels, flfty-
five five-gallon demijohns of colored
alcohol and one gallon jug of coloring
matter. The raid was the first made
on a drug etore in Brooklyn.

Hofert & Co. haA-e a permit to fill
whisky prescriptions and to withdraw
alcohol for medicinal uses. It is said
that on February 9 eighteen barrels of
alcohol were delivered to the firm. Tne
seized liquors have been traced to a

New Jersey source, according to the
officers who made the raid.

Banks Balk at
Order to Tell
Salaries Paid

Comptroller Williams Ao
cuses Pittsburgh ClearingHouse of Forbidding the
Giving of Information

Stock Loans Data Sought
Treasury Official Again Hints

at "Fancy Rates' Obtained
on Loans an New York
WASHINGTON, Feb. 25.-The Pitts¬

burgh Clearing House Association was
accused by Comptroller Williams of
thc Currency to-day of having forbid-
den its member banks to furnish data
asked for in the national bank call
issued yesterday by the Comptroller.

Several items not heretofore given
on the face of thn reports were re¬
quested in the current call, the Comp¬
troller explained. These items, he
said, included a statement as to the
amount of money which was being
loaned on bond and stock collateral in
New York City, a statement showing
the aegregatc amount of salaries paid
to the executive officers of banks and
the number of such officers and the.
amount. of salaries paid all other em¬
ployees of the bank and the number of
such employees.
"The obvious purpose of incluslon of

the clauses, apparently found objec-
tionable in Pittsburgh," Mr. Williams
said, "was to develop whether money of
depositors in national banks is being
divertcd from Its proper function of
supplying legitimate business and en¬
terprise to earn fancy rates from the
need or recklessness of speeulafors at
a distance and whether disproportion-ate or improper amounts of the earn¬
ings of banks are being expended in
salaries to officials. lt is difficult to
understand why bankers, who have
used such money discreetly and with
regard to the rights of their customers
and shareholders, should object to
make this information public."

Crops Up in Congress
Comptroller Williams's statement was

closely followed by introduction in tho
House by Chairman McFadden of tho
Banking Committee of a resolution to
declare thc Comptroller to be without
authority to requiro national banks to
publish the salaries paid their officials
and employees in their financial re¬
ports.

Representative McFadden also issued
a statement declaring publication of
figures as to salaries would result. in
"great harm because it will ttir up a
feeling between the employers and em¬
ployees by pointing out, in the way of
contrast, the salaries paid."
Banks throughout the country, Mr.

McFadden said, are protesting strenu-
ously against complying with the
Comptroller's order on the ground that
it forces them to disclose heretofore
confidential information.

PITTSBURGH, Feb. 25. -When in¬
formed to-night that Comptroller of
.he Currency Williams had accused the
Pittsburgh Clearing House Association
of having forbidden member banks to
furnish data in connection with yester-
oay's bank call, John R. MacCunc,
president of the association, said the
Information asked hy the Comptroller
waa being given.

Information Is Confidential
"At a meeting of the aspociation

yysterday, said Mr. MacCune, "we de¬
cided, on advice of counsel, that we
were not required to publish in the
newspapers the salaries of bank of-
fuials as requested *by the Comptroller.
This information is given to tho Comp¬troller, but is not incorp'orate 1 in bank
statements for publication. Wc believe
we are right in our position."

It was pointed out by national bank
executives here to-night that the sal¬
ary* of every official and employee of
every national bank is regularly re-
ported to the. Comptroller by national
bank examiners and has always been
looked upon in the same light as other
confidential information requested by
the Comptroller..

Published statements of the condi-
tion of national banks in Pittsburgh.
under the call of the Comptroller sent
out yesterday, do not contain the sala-
ries of bank officials.
