Airmen Want Sailors to Fire
Back as They.Bomb Ships in Test
Real Approximation of War-Time Condition« Pro-

posed; Aviator Ready To Be Target of
Popguns or Navy Cannon

WASHINGTON, March 12. Armyaviators haw become so enthusiasticover the proposed experiment of bomb-
in-; tin val vessels under approximatewartime conditions that scores have.suggested that the fleet, be allowed tofire back at the planes, with anti-air¬craft guns.
While admirals and generals havebeen advancing and disputing asser¬tions that the airplane is far superiorto the battleship as a war weapon,army pilots have flooded the office ofthe air service director with pleas thatthe matter b«* settled under nonest-to-goodness war conditions.
They ha\e beet all wrought up overthe subject since that not distant daywhen Joscphus Daniels, then Secretaryof the Navy, offered to stand barehead¬ed on h deck of a battleship and letBrigadier General Mitchell, head of theair service in the war, take a crack athim with a bombing airplane.Lieutenant C. ('. Moseley, victorious»pilot in the recent airplane race atMineóla for the Pulitzer Trophy, wouldbe "tickled nitik" at the opportunity of

The day following the shooting ClaraHamon came to the garage, Fostertestified. "She was nervous and wantedher car in a hurry," Foster said.

bruises on Clara Hamon's hands.

The defense admitted
it. whs the fatal bullet, and it was sub¬
mitted as evidence.
"Now. Ciar:-. Mrs. Hamon is coming

Hamon's business associate, as
saying to Clara after the shooting.

"Clara. I never butted into your af¬
fairs before, but I am going to now.

Nichols replied Hamon
enacted a promise of secrecy from him
to protect the name of Mrs. Hamon
and their two «. ildren.
Nichols said the dying man also had

told him the names of c irtain appli¬
cants for office under the new national
Administration he should "take direct
to Warren Hording," the new Presi¬
dent. This was the first reference ti
politics so far in the tria!.

Mr. Nichols said Hamon discussed
politics and business affairs rationally,
at the same time saying' he ktiew he
Would die, and remarked, "Oh, what's
the use ?"

Everett W. Sal lis, a Dallas, Tex..
chauffeur, detailed the trip from there
w.,**-! to Cisco, Tex., with Clara Hamon

as a passenger, saying the young woman
had told him she had shot a man, hoped
he would die and wanted to know the
best pistol, old or new, with which to
kill a man.

Mrs. Vanderbilt Sued
By Ash Man's Widow

«$250,900 Asked by Estate of
Man Injured in Hoist at

Fifth Avenue Home
Mrs. William K. Vanderbilt 2d is one

of the defendants in a suit for $250,000
¡brought in the Supreme Court yester-
day by the administrators of the es-
täte of Marcellini Riselli, a private ash-
man who died from injuries he suffered
through an accident to the hoistway
at 606 Fifth Avenue, which is the rosi-
dence and property of Mrs. Vander¬
bilt.
The plaintiffs are Mr». Frances Risel¬

li, widow, and Anthony T. Lester, as
administrators of the estate. Another
defendant is the Brooklyn Vault Light
Company. The accident occurred on
January 13, when Riselli came to re-
move ashes from the Vanderbilt home.
Tie placed several barrels on the hoist-
way running from the cellar to the
street. The cable operating it came off
the drum. Riselli was thrown for¬
ward and 'njured so severely he died
two days later.

It is alleged that Riselli had been
Fissured that the hoist had been re¬
paired and was in çood condition, al¬
though at the time the Brooklyn Vault
I ight Company was still cn-j-aged on
the repairs.

Riselli left a widow and three chil¬
dren. His income was $5,200 a year.

Snores Betray Boy,
Hunted as Burglar«,
4At Home' in Bath

Turned Thief 2 Weeks Ago,
Always Slept in Attic at
Fleischmaii't^Where He Is
Arrested, He Tells Police

Detectives Cunliff and McAulifT, who
were called to the Fleischman Baths
on West Forty-second Street yester¬
day to investigate the theft of a valu¬
able bracelet and .''150 in currency
from the room of the manager, Alex¬
ander Goldman, decided to visit the
top floor to see if the thief got in
through the skylight,

"That's the door to a storeroom
where there's a skylight," «-'aid Mr.
Goldman, pointing, "but it's hardly
worth while stumbling over the lumber
inside because the door ¡s always
locked, as you can see."
He turned the knob and the door

would not open. Cunliff looked
thoughtful.

Music Comes From Lumber
"Just lumber," he mused; "seems like

I hear it snorir.g."
Sure enough, somebody was snoring

lustily behind the locked door. Mr.
Goldman produced a key and the de¬
tectives tiptoed inside, discovering a
youth asleep in his sii**: underclothes
< n an old ouch.
They woke him, and when he had

put on the new suit and overcoat that
were carefully folded beside the couch
they took him to the West Forty-sev¬
enth Street police station. Mr. Hannis,
of the firm of Hannis & Le Vey, at 69
West Forty-second Street, identified
the outer apparel as garments which
had been taken from his shop recently
by a burglar, who took $170 in cash
besides.
There were numerous pawn tickets

in the pockets, and some of them, the
detectives suggested, misht be for Mr.
Goldman's bracelet and the $200 worth
of articles stolen from Benjamin Le-
voy's photographic supply house, at 57
West Forty-sixth Street.
According to the police, the prisoner,

who said he was Frank Welder., eigh¬
teen years old, admitted that the de-
tectives had guessed right and that
the other tickets were mostly for ar-
tides he had stolen in the two weeks
he had devoted to burglary. Those
fourteen days, the- police say, he told
them, had netted him about $5,000.
During that time, according to the

story the police say he told, the youth
had slept in the attic room at the
baths. When he came "home" at dawn
he climbed the rear fire escape, re- jmoved a pane of glass and unlocked
and opened the skylight. Once inside,
he fastened it again and went out by
the door, to which he had a key.
He worked at the baths until a few

weeks ago. Before that, he said, he
had been a wireless operator. He alsoI had been in the navy, be said. He was
locked up, charged with burglary.

Found Tied in
Sack in Bronx

Victim. Struck, Then Stran-.
¡sled. Believed Killed in
Italian Vendetta; Body
Thrown into Vacant Lot

Death Svmbol Onlv Clew**« *

Skull Setvii on Clothing
Thought To Be Insignia
of Secret Organization

The body of an unidentified man, be¬
lieved to have been an Italian, was

found yesterday morning in a vacant,
lot near 177th Street and Eastern Boule-
vard, the Bronx. The man was tied in
a huddled position with heavy sash
cord and his body was shrouded in gun-!
nysacking. Three burlap bags had been
used to make a sack large enough to
conceal the body. The man's slayers
evidently had dealt him a terrific blow,
which made an ugly wound over the
right eye and fractured his skull. They
then had hastened his death by sträng-
lirig him.
The police believe the man was a

member of an Italian secret society and
that his death was the result of a feud.
This theory was inspired by the finding
of a skull-and-cross-b'ones emblem
stitched into a sweater he was wearing.
The peculiar prominence of the teeth in
the skull of this emblem are thought to
have special significance, and led to the
belief that the figure is the insignia of
a secret order. j

Second Victim in Order
D was recalled that an unidentified

hold-up man slain in the Bronx on

February 21 wore a ring with the same
insignia. It is considered possible that (
they were both members of some organi-
zation which has made deadly enemies in
the Italian underworld.
John Riegeiman, Bronx County medi-

cal examiner, said the man had been
dead one or two days.
The body was taken to the vacant

lot some time Friday night or early
yesterday morning. It was accidentally
discovered at 7:30 yesterday morning
by two farmers, Edward and John
Kearn, brothers, within a few hundred
yards of St. Joseph's Deaf and Dumb
Asylum. They noticed a pile of junk,
parts of an old automobile, immedi¬
ately inside the fence along Eastern
Boulevard.
Thinking they might find use for

some of the parts, they stopped their
auto truck to inspect them. The body
had been thrown down the embank¬
ment into the lot at this point and
the automobile parts so arranged as
to obstruct the view of it from the
road.

Discoverers Call Police
The embankment is fifteen feet

deep and the force of the fall broke
