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Huggim Has Nine Infielders
Ready to Start Pennant Race

jHidget Manager Faces Hard Problem in DecidingWhich Men to Selecl for Regular Berths; PippSoon Will Replace Babe Ruth at First Base

NEW ORLEANS, March 19..As the spring training approaches the

jnidway mark, the Yankees are fast rounding into condition for the
pennant race. Within the next week or so Manager Miller Huggins will
be in a position to put his full strength in the field, and from then on he
tfill devote his time to perfecting the teamwork of his regular line-up,
«rhieh as yet has not been fully decided.
Frank Baker will be ready to step>

into his o'.d position at third base dur-
iag the coming week, as will Roger
Peckinpaugh, star shortstop and cap-
tain of the team. These two veterans
itmained at the training camp this
twk, snd have been practicing daily
with the rookies. If Huggins is satis-
6ed that they are in condition when
the squad returns to Shreveport Mon¬
day morning they will appear in the
batting order in the three-game series
with the Dodgers wnich will open there
on Thursday.
Huggins will be forced to solve sev¬

eral problems before he can make any
dennite decisions as to his line-up for
the opening game of the championship
g-ason. One of the most important of
these will be the formation of a regular
iuneld. Not that the Yankees are in
need of even one more capable infielder,
bat, on the contrary, they have plenty
of experienced guardians of the inner
works, and whaf makes the problem
al] the more difficult of solution iB the
fact that he cannot pick four infielders
without keeping at least one very capa¬
ble player out of the line-up.

Abundance of Infielders
There are no less than eight infield¬

ers of major league caliber on the
squad. These are Ruth and Pipp, first
buemen; Fewster and McNally, second
basemen; Peckinpaugh and Mitchell,
shortstops, and Baker and Ward, third
basemen. So it can be seen that Hug¬
gins is in possession of two sets of
infielders, either one of which would do
justice to almost any big league club.
In addition there is the hard-hitting
Bob Meusel, who is also capable of
playing third base.
Several of the nine infielders men-

tioned are also outnelders of experience
and their strength can be easily shifted
tothe outer gardens. Ruth has hereto-
fore been play ing first base, more with
a view to getting him into proper play-
ing condition than with any thought of
staying there permanently. Within the
next week or so the Babe probably will
be shifted to center field and Pipp to
first base.
According to present plans Huggins

wili station Baker at third base, Peck¬
inpaugh at short, Ward at second and
Pipp at first. Roth and Ruth are prac-
tically certain of patroling right and
'center fieid, respectively. That leaves
the choice of a left fielder among
Bodie, Fewster and Meusel. So, what-
ever decision Huggins comes to in re-
gard to his regular line-up, several
Jrst class players will be forced to re¬
main on the bench.
With such sluggers as Ruthf Pipp,

Roth, Baker, Schang, PecKinpaugh and
possibly Meusel in the batting order
the hitting strength oi the Yanks will
be far superior to any other team in
the inajof leitgue, and although not
qnite as strong on the defense they
will have a very capable array of
neldeTs.

Veteran Pitchers in Shape
Fewster and Mitchell have been pla*/-

ittg great ball, particularly on the de¬
fense, and have demonstrated that they
must at least be given some considera-
tion when it comes time for Huggins
to decide on his regular line-up.
Aaeon Ward has already come up to

Ms hight standard play at third, and
(has already done some hard and timelyTiitting. He has played at second base
in only two or three practice sessions
so far, and it still remains to be seen
whether he can perform as well at the
midway as he did at the far corner
»rt season. At present he does not
Mem to be quite as fast as Chick
Fewster as the pivot man in a doublepl«y.

pion Dodgers in the second game of the series here this afternoon.The final score was 5 tn s. PinnA-
gathered two singlas and a double in
five trips to the plate, and he figuredprominently in four of the Yanks' runs.
The victory made it six atraight for

the Manhattanites since starting their
spring schedule and, on the other hand,the defeat made it five setbacks in six
games for the Dodgers.
Ruth again failed to come throughwith a home run, and in the ninth

inning he made his firsfc hit, a single,since the contest with the Cardinals at
Lake Charles last Wednesday. On his
first two times at bat the Babe was
fanned by Mamaux, and when he came
up again, in the fifth inning, he was
retired on a foul fly to Konetchy.
MiJjus succeeded Mamaux in the sixth
inning, and the Bambino fared a little
better against the newcomer, getting
a base on balls and a scratch single
past Sheehan. Incidentally, Mamaux
pitched fine ball and allowed the Yanks
only four hits.
