
12,000 Fans See Yank
Mays Pitted Against Pfeffer

For Six Innings of Combat
Veteran Hurlers Batted Ratber Freely, but Huggius'sMen Clinch Victory OiY Minor League Piteher;

Babe Rutb Again Fails to Get Home Run

NEW ORLEANS, March 20..Almost 12,000 rabid fans, the largest
crowd that cvor witnessed a baseball game in this metropolis of the South-
land, watched tlie Yankees hand Uncle Robbie's Dodgera anothev trouric-
ing this afternoon, to the tune of 8 to 5. The populace occupied every
nook and corner of the stands and overflowed the fteld. The game waa
listlessly played, due pavtly to the fact that it was necessary to establish
ground rules. Quite a few ninglea and flies that would have ordinarilybeen easy outs went for extra base hits.
The Dodgera scored all their runs oflN

Carl Mays, who was on the mound for
the first six inninga. He was slammed
rather freely in the altemat© Inninga,
beginning with tha first, but he pltched
good ball in the other seeslons. Bill
Piercy, who sucoeeded Mays, dld not
allow a hit until Ivy Olson connected
1"or his fourth single of the afternoon
in the ninth.
Robhie is very hard pressed for

pitchers, as most of his iwirlers are

suffering with sore arms, and he had
to borrow young Phillips from the
local Southern League Club to relieve
Big Jetf Pfeffer in the sixth. The
Yanks found Pfeffer for six hita and
four runs, but they clinched the game
soon after Phillips took the mound by
shoving four runs across in the sixth.

Kuth Dlaappointo Fana
Babe Ruth again disappointed the

local fans by neglecting to drive one
out of the park, but he got a triple in
the third inning. The hit was of the
ground rule variety, but it was u pretty
healthy wallop, at that. With the ex-
ception of a base on balls, the Babe
did not get on the bases again.
The Yankees scored in the firat in¬

ning. "Chick" Fewster started things
with a clout along the left lield foul
line. The ball mixed up with a few of
the spectators, and when Lamar llnally
returned the ball to the Infield Fewater
was perched on third base. Roth went
out on a grounder to Kilduff, but
"Chick" waa heldj at third. Fewster
then came home on Ruth's bounder to
Kilduff.
The Dodgera' secorul baseman made

his third assist of the inning on Pipp's
grounder.
Mays was plastered for three hits in

the Dodgers' half of the first, and
these netted the Brooklynitcs a pair of
tallies.
Olson opened the assault on the

undcrhand twirler by poking out a

single to center. Sheehan lifted a flv
to Pipp in left tield and Griffith
hoisted nnother to Hodie in center.
Koney hit one along the right tield
foul line which went for a three-
bagger under the ground rules. Olson
scored on the hit and Koney completed
the circuit a moment later on l.amar's
single to left. Xeis foreed Lamar at
second on a grounder to Mitchell.

Neis Pulls a Rare Play
Bernie Neis pulled a rare play in

the second inning, during which the
Yanks lied the score. Hodie hit a fly
to left licld and Lamar was camped
Unrlei the ball calmly watching for it
to come down. Neis came tearing
across from center field and took the
pellet right off the astonished Lamar'a
handa. Ward then shot a single to
Wt and Mitchell chased him across
with a ground-rule triple into tiie
Crowd in right field. Mitchell was run
down between third baae and the plate
r>n Schang's bounder to Kilduff. Mays
rjrove a single to left, putting Schang
on second. but Fewster flied to Lamar.
Once moro the Yanks took the lead

in th" third inning by chaaing two
runs across. Roth led off with a single
to left and Ruth then dropped a fly into
the crowd in right field for three bases,
scoring Roth. Pipp poked out a fly to
Xeis and Ruth ea'sily beat the throw
to the plate.
The Dodgera refused to quit, how-

"ver. and back they came in their half
of the third and tied the cotint. olson
started tlic bombardment with a single
to right, and Sheehan followed with
another to the aame field. Griffith
rlrovo one mofc to left, and when Pipp
let the ball roll through his legs both
runners completed the circuit an«l
Griffith pulled up at second. Mays
tightened up at this point and put an

abrupt end to the parade around the
bases.

run. Atrnin it was Olson who started
the trouble, for he slashed out his third
r-ing!e in a row, this time to left field.
ivy stole second and eontinued on to
third when Schang threw the ball to the
outfield.

Griffith fol-
lowed with nnother fly to Roth, and
when Ruth intercepted the throw from
the outfield to cut Olson down at the
ylate Ivy was safe.

Explosion in the Sixth
The explosion came in the sixth and

the Yankees went into the lead and
atayed there for the rest of the after¬
noon.

They took advantage of Phillips's in-
effectiveness in that inning and scored
four runs on three-baggers by Meusel
and Fewster, Olson's error, a base on
balls and a single by Schang.

Chick Fewster batted against .Teff
Peffer for the first time since the
youngster was almost fatally injured
by being hit by a pitched ball at the
Jacksonville training camp last spring.
Chick displayed no fear of the big
twirler as he slammed out a three-baae
hit on his first trip to the plate.

Ruth's three-baggcr waa only his
third safe hit since the Yanks started
on their five-day tour last week. The
Babe got a home run against the Cardi¬
nal* at I.ake Charles and a single here
yesterday afternoon in addition to his
hit to-day.

The
manager of tho world'a chnmpion
Cleveland Indiana turned the tide
againat the New York Giants here this
afternoon by driving the ball over the
right field fence In the ninth Inning.
This terrific smnsh of "Spoke's" tied
the score at 2 -nll, and before the
Giants could recover from the ahock
"Smoky" Joe Wood had worked nround
the paths with the winning counter.

It waa a magnificent game, and the
fact that fandom hereabouta regnrda
the Giants aa certnin winners ln the
National League race brought out more
than 12,000 fans, a much larger mimber
than the atanda could aceommodate.
Hundreda were forced to aouat along
the outfield foul lines and back of first
and third bases.
Manager Tria was determined to win

this particular game even if he loat all i
the remaining exhibltlon conteata.
Thia was made evident right from the
start, when Stanley CoveleKkie was
picked to do the pitching. Covie
twirled four inninga, and although he
allowed u single and a double in thefirst frame he steadied quickly, andheld the Giants runlesa during hisreign on the mound. Jim Bagby suc-ceeded Coveiesie, and it was off Jimthat the McGraw men made all their
runs. A young left hander named Xel-
son Potts pitched the ninth inning forthe Indians.

TrU Brealvg Nehf*. Heart
The Glant twirlers were Bill Ryan,Arthur Nehf and Jeaa Barnes. Ryanpitched four inninga, Nehf four and ahulf and Barnes a half, Jess going to

the relief of the southpaw in the
"erooeial" ninth. Ryan allowed three
hits and one run, while Nehf held his
opponenta hitleaa until Terrible TrisUfted the ball out of the lot.
