Builders Lose
Fight to Keep
Records Secret

Appellate Division Rules
Masons Also Must Turn
Over AH Their Books
to Lockwood Committee

Dragnet Subp.nas Valid
Unless Persons Summoned

Appear They Will Be in
Contempt, Is Decision

A decision of vital importance to the
future of the joint legislative commit¬
tee on housing was handed down with
out opinion yesterday by .the AppellateDivision of the Supreme Court. It af¬
firmed the order of Justice Henry D«
Hotchkiss requiring Elizabeth O'Dea,
stenographer of the Builders' SupplyBureau, to produce before the commit¬
tee all books »33(1 records of the bu¬
reau. It also required Sidney J. Treat,
secretary of the Association of Dealers
in Masons Materials, to do the same
so far as his organization is concerned.

Thi« decision practically gives to the
Lockwood committee those powers
which Samuel Untermyer, its counsel,
and Senator Lockwood, its chairman,
sought from the Legislature when a
new resolution reconstituting the com¬
mittee was before it. This will have a
direct bearing upon the investigation
into the financial end of the housingsituation which the committee will in¬
stitute in the first week of April.

Effect öf Decision
When asked for an interpretation of

tho decision and its effect upon the
committee, Leonard M. Wallstein, as¬
sociate counsel, said:
"In effect the court has held that it

will not infringe upon a coordinate
branch of the government. The deci¬
sion establishes the unquestionable
right of the co33imittec to sit between
sessions of the Legislature. It also
establishes the right to issue drag-net
subp.nas and that fn effect any one
complaining about a subpoena must go
to the committee itself to get a modi-
fication and not to the courts."
Another effect of the decision is

that, unless the appellants in the par¬ticular action appear before the com¬
mittee- they will be in contempt of
court.

Martin Conboy, who appeared for the
appellants, in his brief pointed out that
the books, papers and other documents
of the Builders' Supply Bureau were at
present"1 in the hands of the Lockwood
Committee, subject to the court's de¬
cision. He contended that the commit-
teo did not have the power to issue the
subpoena ordering the production of
the documents in question on the
ground that thé committee was not
empowered to continue after the ad¬
journment of the Legislature.
He argued that, because of its

breadth, the subpoena constituted an
unreasonable search and seizure under
the Constitution of the United States.

Wallstein's Argument
Leonard M. Wallstein, who appeared

for the committee, said: "The courts
will not take jurisdiction of these ap¬
plications to set aside the subp.na, be¬
cause so to do would be to infringe
upon the established right and prerog¬atives of a coordinate branch of the
government.
"The search and seizure provisions

of the. Fourth and Fifth Amendments
to the Constitution of the United
States, referred to in the affidavits of
the appellants, have no application in
these proceedings. The search and seiz-
ure- provisions of the New York Civil
Eights law are not violated by the
subpoena here involved."

Housing Plan Tuesday

Representatives of ¡Son-Partisan
Committee Will Discuss the
Proposed Bill With Him
The Non-Partisan Committee on

Housing, represented by Nathan Hirsch,John C. Coughlin, of the Central Fed-
erated Union; Edward D. Graff, of the
United Citizesis' Housing Committee,and
Dr. Royal S. Copeland, Health Commis¬
sioner, will go to Albany Tuesday next
to discuss with Governor Miller the
proposed housing bill to be introduced
by Senator Salvatoro Cotillo and Rep¬resentative Bernard Aronson.
The decision to appear before the

Governor was reached at a conference
in Dr. Copeland's office yesterday. Ac¬
cording to Dr. Copeland, the proposedbill will provide for the issuance of
mortgage bonds by the state to be sold
in small denominations to any one who
cares to buy them, the funds to be used
for the purpose of building houses.
The Commissioner said the committee
discussed the general outline, of the bill
which was proposed by Mr. Hirsch
some time ago. The meeting with the
Governor was arranged by Samuel
Gompers.

Central American
Union to Aid U. S.
Relations Planned

Guatemala Envoy to England
Tells of Movement Led byHis Country; Says Dr. Ca¬
brera Grows Fat in Prison

Central American republics, led by
Guatemala, are eager to establish a
new commercial and diplomatic union
with a view of fostering closer rela¬
tions of business and friendship with
the United States, according to Don
José Tibie-Machado, Minister Plenipo¬
tentiary from Guatemala to England
and Beligum, who arrived in New York
yesterday from Europe. He asserted
that Europe is looking to the United
States to aid in developing such rich
countries as Guatemala so that the
markets of the world may be restored
to a pre-war basis. .

Don Machado, who is oqe of Central
America's best known authorities on
international law and a former member
of the Court of Arbitration at The
Hague, is relinquishing his mission
abroad to stimulate Central American
foreign relations. He said there never
was a time when the Latin-American
countries were more free of revolu¬
tionary tendencies. .

Incidentally, he pointed out that the
reports of maltreatment of Dr. Estrada
Cabrerawwho was deposed after twenty-
two years of power to make way for
Dr. Carlos Herrera, the new President,
were unfounded. Dr. Cabrera is con¬
fined in prison. Recently the United
States State Department instituted an
investigation of reports that he was
being maltreated.
"Ex-President Cabrera is growing

fat in prison," Don Machado said yes¬
terday at the Ritz-Carlton. "When he
surrendered unconditionally the gen¬
erosity of the leaders of the Unionist
party, Carlos Herrera and his friend3
led to his being taken to the minitary
school, where he was given special
attention. He was taken from the
school because the Guatemalans, justly
angered by the tyranny'they had suf¬
fered at his hands, jeopardized his
life. His present prison is guarded by
a special detail. There he spends his
time issuing long statements and briefs
in defense of himself against the 200-
odd suits brought against him because
of his abuse of power. He ha3 re¬

cently said, 'I sleep better among my
adversaries than I formerly did among
my friends/
"Under the Herrera régime all dis¬

cord has been abandoned. We have
freedom of the press and unhampered
elections. For the first time in many
years Guatemala is in a position to
take a stand among the progressive
nations. President Harding has mani¬
fested special interest in Guatemala's
welfare. He was recently visited in
Washington by a mission headed by
Señor Don Luis Pedro Aguirre, Min¬
ister of Foriegn Affairs. This mission
was much impressed with the optimis¬
tic tone prevailing in Washington over
Guatemala's future. We are taking the
leading part in establishing a Central
American union, whose main object
will be to keep in closer touch with the
United States.

"Financially, we are in sound condi¬
tion. Under the present administra¬
tion we pay regularly our foreign obli¬
gations as well as keep up the home
budget. Many of the standing debts of
the last administration have been paid
off. All other accounts will be paid as
soon as their legitimacy is established.
Guatemala is now in the hands of
honest and straightforward statesmen,
who desire nothing more than the pros¬
perity of their own country and the
friendly aid of other countries. To the
United States we look as our master
in .civic liberties. We are therefore
eager to go to extraordinary lengths to
cement the ties that now bind us."

City's First Printed Map
To Be Sold at Auction

Bradford Engraving, Issued in
1731, Goes on Exhibition With
W. C. Andrews Collection

The earliest known printed map of
New York, property of the late William
Chapman Andrews, will be sold at auc¬
tion in April, and in order that New
Yorkers may be able to view so rare a
document before the sale it will be put
on exhibition at the Anderson galleries
with other historical data of the An¬
drews collection.
The map is known as the "Bradford,"

so named after itç publisher, William
Bradford, who was^a New York printer
in pre-Revolutionary days. It was print¬
ed in 1731, and is said to be the first
authentic engraved map of New York
ever issued, as well as one of the
earliest engraved maps extant. Col¬
lectors say it is one of the rarest docu¬
ments in existence having to do with
the history of Manhattan. It is expect¬
ed that several thousand dollars will
be realized from the sale.
According to Robert Fridenberg, an

authority on Americana, there are only
thrjee copies of this document, one,
which is in imperfect condition, being
in possession of the New York Histori¬
cal Society. The name James Lyne ap¬
pears on* the Andrews map as surveyor,
and Thoriteis Johnson was the engraver.
Landmarks which appear for the first

time in the pictorial records of Man¬
hattan are the old fort on the present
Custom House site, the old Beekman
Swamp and the pond that existed where
the Tombs stands. "Anne Street" marks
the northerly extremity of Broadway
and Park Row.
