He says taxes have
become such a load on industry that
they sre harmful.

‘We do not need the revenue hrought
in by the excess profits tax if we will
reduce our appropriations,” Mr., Good
says. “The saving that is necessary
can be effected by a system of cconomy
and by national financing of temporary
loans.

“A siart in the trimming of govern-
ment expenditures can he made by

government obligations.

“Notwithstanding the fact that last
rear the government's sinking fund
produced about s guarter of & billion
dollars, the Sdcretary of the Treasury
‘retired  Liberty  bonds and  Vietory
notes to: the extent of almost a Billion
doliars, 1 think that was a very short
sighted poliey.

Finds Country Burdened

“I believe our taxes have bhecome
such a load upon industry that they
are harmful when viewed from the
standpoint of national bonds and that
these maturing obligations can best be
met by borrowing the money with
which to pay them.

“There will he collected during the
next fiscal yvear from all sources prob-
sbly & little more than £4,000,000,000,
which will run somewhere in the neigh-
borhood of $400,000,000 more than ex-
penditures. This contemplates abolish-
ment of the excess profits tax, with no
direct substitute provided.

Likely to Change

Senator Willis Gonfers With
President on Emergency
Measure; Sugar Item Is
Opposed on Both Sides

From The T'ribune's Washington Bureau

WASHINGTON, March 24.—DPossi-
bility of a shift in the situation with
regpect to an emergency bill for an
agricultural tariff has developed, Presi-
dent Harding and Senator Willis, of
Ohio, had a long conference at the
White House to-day, in which this wan
one of the subjects discussed. After
the conference Senator Willia declared
himself for a short, concize tariff
measure applicable to agricultural
products,

This is what President Harding wanta |
also, according to Senator Willia, Thal
Senator ndded that items to be put into
the bill and details were not discussed.
He did intimate strongly, however, that
the plan of putting through the bill
which was passed at the recent session
of Congress and vetoed by President
Wilson was likely to be changed.

It is well known there is strong op-
position among many Republicans tnl
features of the bill which was passed |
last session. One of the items which |
meets antagonism is sugar. Democrats |

have bitterly attacked the sugar item |
in the emergency bill on the ground |
that it meant increased cost of living |
in respect to this commodity, Many
Republicans are skeptical of the wis-
dom of including it in the bill,

The President has heretofore ex-
pressed the view that a bill two inches
leng could be fashioned to comprehend
all the items needful in the emergency
measure. However, the views of ways
and means and finance leaders was that |

the bill of last session should be passed. |
This view was expressed to the Presi- |
dent again to-day by Senator MeCum-
ber, of North Dakota, ranking Republi- |
can on the Finance Committee, The‘
Senator said as he departed from Lhe
White House that he thought the |
emergency bill ought to be expedited
with a cloture rule in the Senate if |
necessary.

Plans likely will soon be announced
for another White House conference
over tariff and tax revision. The Presi-
dent hopes to go over the subject again |
with Republicans of the Finance Com-
mittee and the Ways and Means Com-
mittee. Mean time the Ways and Means
Republicans are working daily, through |
subcnm_mi!tees, on the preliminaries of
preparing a general bill for permanent
revision of the tariff,

The soldiers’ bonus bill will be made
a part of the program for the extra
sesslon, according to all indications.
Senator McCumber said aftor Reeing
the President to-day that he helieved
the bonus bill would ba passed. He
favors som¢ modifications in the bill,
especially one which will make it gO
into effect in about twelve months.
