Aaron Ward has been playing the

same phenomenal brand of bail at third
base that characterized his work at the
difficult corner during the last cam¬
paign. Moreover, he has shown a de-
cided improvement at bat and seems
to have overcome to a great extent his
former weakness against curve-ball
pitching.
Chick Fewster, too, has niade a re¬

markable come-back after his almost
fatal injury of last spring, and once
again gives promise of developine into
a brilliant second baseman. There are
few clubs in the major leagues that
have such a trio of young players as
Fewster, Mitchell and Ward.
Huggins is devoting much of his at¬

tention to his pitching staff, particular-
ly to his veteran twirlers. All of the
regular boxmen, with the exception of
Bob Shawkey and Waite Hoyt, have
taken part in at least one of the games,and by the end of next week the entire
staff oug^ht to be in fairly good form.
In addition to the veterans, the Yanks
have two exceptionally promising
young pitchers in Bill Piercy and Alex
Ferguson, both of whom are practically
certain of earning a berth on the team.

Good Weather Aids Team
The Yankees have been extremely

fortunate this spring, so far as weather
conditions are concerned. They have
been able to get in at least one practice
session every day, and not one of their
exhibition games has been called off on
aecount of rain.
A few of the veterans are suffering

from sore nuscles, but, on the whole,
the players are in fine physical con¬
dition and the hospital list has been
practfcally nil this year. Ping Bodie,
as well as Bobby Roth, is troubled
with a kink in his leg and Waite
Hoyt has been incapacitated with an
infected finger, but none of these ail-
ment* are serious enough to cause
grave concern.
