They were chained together and
weighted down with sacks of roek and
iron attached to their heads and feet.
They were in 40 feet of water, Efforts
W recover these bodies yesterday
failed beeause the drug hooks broke.

The coroner's jury expressed the
oninion that both these negroes were
thrown into the river alive.

The two bodies were within four
feet of the point where the body of
Charley Chisholm was found on Sat-

And right
here comes in the political dynamite
which some' of the Republicans fore-
see, and which the Democrats are
chuekling over, especially since Mr,
Harding has made it clesr that he
wants the emergency tariff hill en-
acted.

| North America, passing Boston, Phila-
| delphia, Baltimore, Norfolk, New Or-
| leans, San Francisco and Seattle, to the
lamezement and ehagrin of the chthpm
| of commerce of these cities. It iz now
second only to New York, ]

The advantage to be gained by this
| further increasing of the amount of
| wheat shipped throvgh Montreal is re-
garded us a real one by the representa-
tives here of the Northwest, because
l vight-after harvest there is more wheat
{to move than the railreads can handle
and the barring of Canadian wheat
| from the American roads will expedite
| the handling of American wheat.

Boost for Canadian Rpads

However, it ia not claimed by even
the most optimistic that this result
will be important enough to seriously
affect the price paid the farmers for
their wheat. On the cther hand, it wi!l
cut down the period of capacity busi-
ness on the railroads, affect their earn-
ings for the full-year period, and tend
toward higher freishit rates or lower
wages on the roads. In the same degres
precigely it will boogt the earnings of
the Canadian railroads by giving them
a wider spread of capacity husmess.} 1t
will take longer to move the Canadian
whest to seaboard, but it will all be
moved on Canadian railroads.

This phase of the problem 1is mot
worrying the Republican politiciang so
much as the belief on their part that
the emergency tariff is being counted
on by the farmers tc boost the prices
of their products, and that, except in
the case of sugar, 1t wlll_ fail.

WASHINGTON, March 27.—There {s
& sghortage of one million homes in the
United States and the seareity daily is
growing, according to the report of the
Senate select committas on reconatrue-
tion and production, headed by Senator
Calder, of New York, which has just
been made public hers.

The shortage is nation-wide and is
increasing, the report Bays. Specific
situations in New York, Baltimore, Bos-
ton, New Bedford, Philadelphia, St.
Louis, New Orleans, Cleveland, Detroit,
Omaha, Denver and other citics are
dealt with., No attempt is made to
name the exact sum of money that will
be required to bring about complete re-
construction, but need for approximate-
ly $15,000,000,000 is shown., This in-
cludes' $6,000,000,000 for railroads, $6,-
000,000,000 for houses, $2,000.000,000 for

public utilities, and “several hillions
more" for highways, waterways gnd
other necessary construction.

Calls Coal Gouging Disgracelul

The remedies, according to Senator
Calder’s report, arc better transporta-
tion, abundance of fuel, eredit for loans
and full information on the hest meth-
¢ds of construction. To bring thess

| remedies into operation ten legizlative

measures are recommended. One is the
corl bill, which failed to pass last ses-
slon. Ths committee deals, among
other things, with the coal problem and
conditions and finde that the profiteer-
ing last year was “a national disgrace.”

A summary of the report given out
te-night by Senator Calder describes
the ten proposed measures and ana-
lyzes the report. The legislative acts
recommended 'ura:

A bill to establish in the Departiment
of Commerce a divigion for the gather-
ing and dissemination of information
as to the beat construction practices
and methods, technical and cost data
and matters reliting to eity planning,
ete,y tq encounrage atandardization and
improved building practices throughout
the country.

need systematically gathered and care-
fully analyzed statistica of tha fullest
gort in respect to the coal industry.

4 loss estimaled at 25,000,000 ven (nor-
mally about $12,600,000), Thousands of
parsons were maede homeless and
persons were injured, The burned build-
ingt included three hLospitals, & bank
and several large business houses.

I'or four hours during the night a
violent, biting wind drove the flames in
the direction of the heart of the city,
causing a punic among the population
over & wide area, Four thousand troops
alded the firemen in combating the

blaze, but it was enly when the foree of |

the wind let down nofably that their
efforts to control the fire were rewarded
with success,

Beenes of tuerror were witneszed in
many sections as the course of the
flames threatened widespread destruc-
tion. The utreets were choked with
masses of despairing refugees from the
districts already stricken, accompanied
by carts loaded with furniture, the con-

of sightseers from other sections. Many
of the half frozen fugitives fleeing from
the flames bore infunts strupped to
their backs, The mounted police had
great difficulty in restraining incipient
panice.

Paris Papers Commend
