pitched for the Jersey C.ty club in
1913, started on the mound for Shreve-

' port and allowed the Yanks ono hit, a
single by Pipp in the fourth inning.
Bennett took up tho t'wirling burdt-u
in the rifth and yielded only tive more
scattered safeties until Hofmann drove
out his home-run in the twelfth.

Fergusou Huniped Hard
With the exception of Hofmann, who

got a double and a single in addition to
his circuit clout. and Wallie Pipp, who
connretod for a pair of singles, the rest
of the Yankees were unable to make
much of an impression on tho local
pitching talent.
Alex Ferguson pitched the first six

innings for the Yanks and was bumped
rather severely in the second and third,but he tightened up and did not allow
a hit thereafter. Rip Collins was sent
to the mound in the seventh and. aided
by fine support, managed to hold his
rirals scoreless until the tenth.
After the Yanks tied the score in

the tenth Bill Piercy held the local
crew in check for the remainder of the
game, although they found him for two
singles in the elrventh.
A base on balls paved the way for'

Shreveport to take the lead in the see-
end inning. Eibal walked and Holla-
hsn flied to Meusel, but Hartford came
through with a two-bagger to left cen-
ter, which sent Eital across. Waliace
