ALBANY, March 30.--Senator Salva-
tore A. Cotillo, of New York, charged
to-day in the Senate that bribes had
been offered him to drop his bill pro-
viding for state regulation of the
agents of express and steamship com-
panies in the transmission of money.

Senator Cotillo also. charged that
George A. Glynn, chairman of the Re-
publican State Committee, and Frank-
lin B, Lord, former counsel to Gov-
ernor Whitman, were lobbying against
the bill.

He said further that a fund of $200,-
000 was being raised by & committee
in New York City to bring sbout Kis
defeat and that somo of the foreign-
langunage press in New York City had
been paid to print distorted stérics
about his measure.

He alleged that the treasurer of one
fund raised was a “member of the Na-
tional Surety Company.”

“Committees have called at my home
and made personal threats against me,"
said Senator Cotillo. “One committep
told my family that if it was money 1
was looking for I could have ail I
wanted."”

In a statement issued before he
launched his attack in the Senate Sen-
ator Cotillo said that he had been of-
fered a $50,000 bribe by an unknown
‘man over the telephone to abanden the
bill.

During his speech on the floor of
the Senate Mr. Cotillo referred to the
vorious conferences which he attended
with representatives of the oxpress
and steamship companies. One of

these conferences, he said, was held in
the office of the Superintendent of
Banks, The meeting, he said, was at-
tended by representatives of the Amer-
ican Express Company and the steam-
ship companivs. A representative of the.
Cunard Steamship Company, he said,
declared that his line did not want any
regulation, saying:

“If there is, there might be an inter-
national controversy."”

Army Aviator Onlv Bruised

In 9,000-Ft. Fall With Plane

About one-third of the workmen did
not appear at the mines or mills in the
Ruhr distriet yesterday. At two mines
near Fssen the Communists used arms
to compel a stoppage of work, but were
lispersed by the police.

The Communists exploded and robbed
the Reichsbiank branches in Mettman
and Gevelsherg, but both places were
later recaptured by the police, who re-
covered pari of the stolen money from
the pockets of the prisoners. The
Communists lost fifty killed in the
fight near Gevelsberg.

U. S. Welcome
To Aid Ireland,
Says Britain
Will Raise No Objection to
Relief Measures as Long

as They Are Non-Political,
Asserts EmbassyStatement

Questions the Necessity

Denies Food Shortage and
Says Millions England Has
Raised Have Been Scorned

WASHINGTON, March 20 (By The
Associated Press).—Charitable organi-
zations constituted on “a strictly non-
political basis™ in this country which
desire to deal “in an impartial spirit
with any case of Irish distress” will
find no unnecessary difficulties in their
way, the British Enwn‘asy said in a
communication on the subject made
public to-night.

Were it not for the fact that coun-
ties and cities of Ireland which are
Sinn Féin in sympathy refuse to ac-
cept money raised for their Assistance
in the United Kingdom and prefer ‘to
appeal to America for charity, the com-
munication added, there is no case of
distress affecting any individual or his
property which “could not be adequate-
ly met from British sources.”

Embassy Gives “Facts”

The communication in full follows:

“Widespread misapprehension ap-
pears to exist in regard to the necessjty
of raising funds from American
sources for relief work in Ireland, and
it may consequently be helpful to per-
EONB genuinely anxious to engage in
philanthropic work if they are made
acquainted with the following facts.

"“Banking and trade statistics and tax
returng show that Ireland as a whole
has never been more Pprosperous than
at the present time. Cases of unem-
ployment exist as a result of
world-wide depression in trade, but this
depression has been less severely felt
in Ireland than in England, owing to
the fact that Irelanag is largely an agri-
cultural ¢ountry. y

“Apart from these cases of genuine
unemployment common to all coun-
{ries at the present moment and apsart
from the unhappy but normal poverty
of the slums of towns, every case of

distress and destitution is directly due
to the effecis of the Sinn Féin rebel-

lion,
