fcving held a half-ler.gth lead at tho
tiree rcile mark. Th»- time was 19
ginutes 44 seconds, one miaiuto and
jtrtnty-seven seconds faster than the
nme made by the Light Blues last year.
Three of the oarsmen collapsed at the

j&iith, so Ftrenuous was tha pace. They

0. Boret, the Cambridge bow. All Vere

Unlika last year, when a drizzling

j«n and fairly strong wind kept down
the attend-sn-v ar.d made the going un-
asnaUy difficuit for the crews, ideal
weather greeted the boats to-day. How¬
ever, there was enough breeze stirring
to break the surface of the water on
one side of the river, and this proved
¦ handicap to the Cambridge men at
the Etart, for Oxford won the toss and
rowed in smooth water for the first few
sii'es.
Both sides of the course were dense

with spectators, even as early as noon-
dme, although the race was not sched-
uled to begin until after 6 o'clock, and
itwas estimated that the race attracted
thegreateiL crowd that ever witnessed
any sporting event.

Nobility Watches Contest
Every method of transportation was

taxed to capacity, thousands traveling
by train, bus and motor to the longatretches of the Thames. The Prince
of Wales, the Duke of York and Prince
Henry witnessed the race from the um-
ptre's boat, which at times had greatJifficulty making its way past the
eanoes and houseboats which, bedecked
with varsity colors, bankefd the edges
of the river along the entire course,
Cambridge took the lead at the start-

er's gun and approaching the mile post
had an advantage of more than a
length. It appeared that the Light
Blues were out to have the affair over
with quickly, for the hea.vy crew bent
to its task J.n a manner which indi-
eated that the critics were justified in
making it a favorite in the sevenry-
lecond confiict with Oxford. .

The Dark Blues quickencd the stroke
ihortiy after the mile and flashed by the
leaders, steadily increasiig their ad¬
vantage, until at the two-mile mark
Cambridge was almost a third ot a
length behind. Both boats were under
a great strain at this stage, but their
itrength was still due for an even
greater strain.

Dark Blues Overtaken
Cambridge's efforts to hold the Dark

Blues over the next mile were unavail-
ing and Oxford boomed -pnet the third
mile slightly more than a half length
in front. At this period of the gruel-
inc contest the Cambridge athletes
gave a!l that was in them, in a desper-
ate spurt to overtake their rivals and
.lowly the Light Blues began cutting
down Oxl'ord's advantage.
A quarter of a mile further on Cam¬

bridge drew up on even terms with the
leaders and a few moment' later the
Light Blues went to front, never to be
lieaded in the final sprint <

down the
gatch. The slightly heavier Cam-
fiddge crew graduaily pullcyl away, in
spite of tho frantic spurt of the ex-
kausted Oxford eight and. the LightBlues flashed across the finish line with
. length to spare.
Had the winners given battle in the

early periods of the race, when Oxford
was ahead, it is believed that a new
record for the course would havo been
.atHblished. As it was, the time is only
.1:15 elower than tho world's record,which was established in 1911, when
.Oxford won by two and three-qijarterslengths.

Ken¬
tucky and Canada. rather than nround
New York. As authorized agent of
Mr. Ross, he would have bad BO
trouble getting Maryland, Ke**
and Canadian licenses.
Now* Bedwell wiil find himself

ostracized, as none of these associ_-
tions would dare to fly in the face of
the Jockey Club. It was tne only way
the turf solons could strike at Bed¬
well, as be did not ask them for a
license this year.
