No Confirmation in Washington
From The Tribun'c's Washington Bureau
WASHINGTON, April 2. There is

no official confirmation obtainable here
thai the United States and Germanyhave exchanged views on the subject ol
reparations. The State Department is
particularly desirous of avoiding any-thing resembling dealing with the Ger¬
mans. Its position is that, being at
war with Germany. them is no official
channel through which this countrycould deal. However, it is said that the
informal statement made yesterday de-
claring thnt any idea that this countrywould not hold thnt. Germany must ac-
knowledge her responsibility for the
war and pay to the limlt of her ability
to do so was absurd, was intended part¬
ly as a reply to Germany. In addi¬
tion, a memorandum is being drafted,
the contents of which will tind their
wayinformally into the hands of the
German leaders, announcitig very flatly
the sympathy of the Fnited States with
the idea that Germany must acknowl-
edge the responsibility for the war and
pay to the limit ol" her ability to do so.
The Germans will be told by this in¬

formal communication that any idea
that the United States, having fought
through the wnr, would be content to
see the fruits of victory tossed asido
13 nothing less than absurd.

Theory Pmzlcs Wif*
Early in the morning, when the Rot-

tnrdam arrived, newspaper men were
unable to get Professor Einstein to talk
at all. Mrs. Einstein, who speaks Eng-jlish, was asked about the theorv and
replied:
"My husband has told me the theorv

a great many times. But. it is all dim
to mo."

Later in the cabin of the John F.
Hylan the famous physicist, who is
'broad-shouldered and above the aver-
iage in height, consented to answer a
few questions.
"When did you first being to specu-late about the question?"
"Approximately sixteen years ago,"he replied. "The theory consists of two

phascs. The first phase took me seven
years, the second about eight or nine
years."
"What caused you to speculate on

this theory?"
"First," said Professor Einstein, slow-

ly, "the question of the expansion of
light through space; second, study of
the effect of gravitation on various
bodies, such^as the fact that an iron
ball and a wooden ball of the same size
fall with the same velocity irrespectiveof weight."

"This," he added as a sort of amplifi-cation, "is the theory of acceleration."
".Why were men of science opposed

to your theory when you first made it
known ?"
"No men of science," he replied, em-

phasizing the last'word, "were againstthe theory."
"But there was some opposition?"
"Yes," was the quiet reply, "but that

was purely political. Even the physi-
cists who opposed my theory did so for
political reasons.in my opinion, oi'
course."
"What do you raean when you say

the opposition was political?"
"Anti-Semitism," was the scientist'a

answer. "Because I am a Jew."
"Can it be said with accuracy that

your theory is a step further in physics
than Newton's law of gravitation?"

"I believe," he r-eplied, "that it is a
step further in detiniteness as well as a
step further in method."
"Of what importance is your discov-

ery that light bends when it strikes
points of gravitation?"

"It is merely a criterion of the proof
of my theory. It ehows that the pre-
vious theory was wrong and estab-
lishes the accuracy of mine," was the
reply.
Then he explained that his mission

in this country was to help arouse in¬
terest in the fonnation of a university
in Palestine, at which ho hopes to lec-
ture, and said that he probably would
lecture at Princeton first, it being the
first American university to invite him.
He said he was not detinitely connected
with any European universities, al-
though he is a member of the Academy
of Science in Berlin and is also con-
nected with the University of Leyden.

Plan of Mission Gutlined
Dr. Weizman, explaining the purpose

of the Commlttee's mission, said it
wanted to arouse interest in this coun-
try towarrj the establishment of a

Jewish homeland in Palestine by the
establishment of universities, the
building of roads, colonization, electri-
tication and the general development
of the land.

"I am not prepared to say," he said
in answer to a question, "how the
British government is disposed toward
the crcation of a Jewish state in Pales¬
tine. But what we want first is to
make emigration to Palestine in large
numbers possible and 'to develop the
land, and then perhaps a state will
grow up naturally."
He said the present Jewish popula-

tion of Palestine was 100,000 and im-
migrants wore arriving at the rate of
1000 a month, rhiefly from "what waa

once ths Russian Empire."

attacks.
Tho Turkish communique says: "We

have won a complete victory on the
Eski-Shehr front and are pursuing the
enemy. Wc broke through the left
wing, and the center is yielding. The
Greek losses are heavy."
LONDON, April 2 (By The Asso-

ciated Press)..Heavy fighting is con-
tinuing around the city of Eski-Shehr,
according to a Reuter message from
Smyrna, with the Turks holding up the
Greek advanee. The total Greek casual¬
tiea are reported to be more than 7,000.
and the Greek medical service is de¬
clared to have broken down.

took Alex Johnson, negro hellboy in a

Dallas hotel, to a loneJy spot south
of Dallas lapt night, flogged him and
then branded the letters "K. K. K."
on his forehead with acSd. Johnson
was brought back to Dallas in an auto¬
mobile and thrown from the rnachine
in front of the hotel.

Six automobiles drove to Johnson's
home and a number of masked men
forcibly placed the negro iu one of
the cars and bound him. Wiuh lights
out and Johnson pleadiiig for bis life,
the party drove out on tho Hstchins
Road. Here he was tied to a fence
post. and given twe.nty-five lashes, after
having been stripped to the waist.
The whipping over, Johnson ssggedlimply against the fence while one of

the masked men produced a bottle o<"
acid and branded the ncgro's forehead.

The. masked party was said to hate
been composed of well drcssed whitw
men.

Plans for Air and Sea
Battle Nearly Completed

Details of Test to Determine
Vulnerabilitv of Warshipg To

Be Told This Week
Frnm TH* Tribune'a Waakinpton Bvreeu
WASHINGTON, April 2.-Complete

details of the bombing experiments to
be conducted by the navy aviation
service, in conjunction with the army
air service, will be announced definite-
ly early next week, Acting Secretary
of the Navy Roosevelt announceoVto-
day.
During thp last few days officials of

the army and navy air service have
been going over the tentative program
of the tests which are to be held this
sumrner with a view to modifyingthem so that the land fliers of the
army may participate more effectively.In preparation for the bombing ex¬
periments, which are expected to pro-vide a definite answer to the much
discussed question of whether the air-
ship is superior to the battleship. armyand naval aviators have been partici-pating for the past month in a series
oi tests at Langley Field, Virginia, and
at the naval aviation base at York-
town, Va.
J3rigadier General William Mitchell,in charge of the training division of

the army air service, believes the com¬
ing experiments will provide the best
possible demonstration of the effective-
ness of bombing planes in warlike
maneuvers.-

While not contending that battle-
ships may be wholly d'stroyed bybe-mbs dropped from aircraft, General
Mitchell believes experienced bombers
may easily put capital ships out of
commission by registering hits at vul-
nerable points.
Genera! Mitchell points out that the

heavier high explosive bombs that
would be used in modern warfare will
have a serious effect upon a ship even
if they drop within sixty feet of it.

physical and economic evils of all
forms of tobaceo. and urges the passage
of laws in every state to make the
growth, sale and use of tobaceo a peni-
tentiary offense.
An elfort will be made in the near

future, one of the men on the special
car said, to ask all religious denomina-
tions to unite with the campaigners in
raising funds to promote a movement
to amend the Constitution to prohibit
tho production. manufacture, sale and
use of tobaceo in the United States and
territories.
