The kWeek in Business
Steady Progress Shown in Trend Toward Recovery

of Some Industries; Develop¬
ments Irregular

DEVELOPMENTS in the general business field Inst week were of
minor importance, and about evenly divided between those making
for progress and those of an adverse influence. The textile, leather

and kindred lines, which go into articles of daily consumption, appear to
be making steady progress.

Prie» trends n-ro still downward in«*
most commodities, und fluctuations
were confined within small limits. Raw
materials in the textile and leather
field, although Showing more firmness,did not mako noticeable advances. The
impression ia growing that such com¬
modities as raw wool, silk, cotton and
hides are farily well stablized for the.
time being.

Retail trade, according to all reports,showed a slight falling off, which was
not unexpected, following Easter. Ad¬
verse shopping conditions throughoutthe North and East also aided in hold-
ing down retail sales.

Business surveys just completed by
a number of financial institutions and
other organizations all point to the
fact that tho general situation is dis¬
tinctly improved compared to the open¬ing of the year, but that ultra-conserv¬
atism is still being practiced in all
lines of industrial and commercial en¬
deavor.

Cottons
Raw cotton and finished goods were

decidedly spotty in prico and move-
ment into trade channels, followingtho rally the previous week primary
cotton goods dropped slightly, and thon
gave another display of strengthtoward tho close of tho week. On the
whole, however, gray goods closed last
week slightly lower than the week be¬
fore.
One of the outstanding features of

the cotton goods trade is that fabrics
that go into retail consumption, either
as yard goods over the counters of jthe stores or in the. form of garments,
are. being taken in more liberal quan-titles than are the goods used in the
mechanical trades.
With the exception of a line of shirt

materials no new goods wcro offered
the trade last week. One prominentline of cottou flannels was withdrawn
from sale, as the, fall production has
been entirely sold.

Silks
The silk trade continues to lead the

textile fi-cld, in the opinion of most.
trade leaders. Business has been steadyin silks almost from the beginning of
the year. Orders are being placed for! delivery further into the future and
high quality goods are in brisk de-
mand. Prices have been fairly steady,largely because of the steadiness of the
raw silk market. The new loan to th-c
imperial syndicate in Japan, it is be-
lieved, will enable that organisation to
continue its successful pegging of raw
silk prices for some time to como.
Raw silk prices hardened during thr-

week under a strong demand and a
short supply of some of the most want-
ed sizes and grades in this market. Re-
ports from primary raw silk markets
indicated more activity and slightly ad-
vanced prices.

Woolens
The woolen and worsted goods busi-

ness appears to be more.than holding'
its own. The good buying of fall fab¬
rics begun some time ago proceeded
last week and new openings of goods
met with a good response from buyers.The many withdrawals of lines because
of production's being sold up is has-
tening some buyers to the market, but
has not precipitated a rush for good?
or led to higher prices in primary cir-
cles. Among jobbers better prices are
ruling, but thi3 merely indicates the
elimination of the desire to liquidate at
any cost.
Production in the woolen and worst-

ed field is increasing, according to the
) monthly report issued last week by the
Department of Commerce, the advance
between February and March being
much greater than that between Janu¬
ary and February.

The fur trade continues to mark

The slight
speculative boom of n month ago lias
subsided and some dealers are Blinding
prices slightly to move goods »at pres¬
ent.

Apparel
Following tho seasonal improvement

before Easter, interest in apparel lines
in general has subsided somewhat.
Ruyers are now in the market looking
for close-out lots of merchandise at
low prices. Their experience in finding
such goods varies, some of them assert¬
ing that manufacturers' stocks are
heavy and that concessions are being
mode. A more conservative view, how¬
ever, is that although there are some
manufacturera who are overstocked,
the market in general is not carrying
an uncomfortable surplus.

Men's clothing producers in Chicago
and women's garment manufacturers in
Cleveland last week began movements
looking toward further wage reduc¬
tions. In New York, the strike or lock¬
out in the men's clothing trade con¬
tinues and is no nearer settlement than
it was months ago. Sentiment in the
manufacturing trade is decidedly to¬
ward a lower wage scale and efforts
undoubtedly will be made to put it
into effect before operations for the
fall season are begun.
More activity in the hosiery and un¬

derwear markets was reported last
week. Silk hosiery appears to be in
better demand than cotton. Some job¬
bers of underwear have placed small
orders for fall delivery, but not to an
extent that gives much encouragement
to manufacturers.

Leather
A general improvement in the condi¬

tion of the trade was perceptible last)
week. Although the quantities called
for in the orders have not reached any
large dimensions, leather men reported
a gradual increase in the volume of or¬
ders received. Trade men asserted that
\ho demand for leather specialties, al¬
though falling off slightly, bus contin¬
ued beyond their expectations. It is
the opinion of one factor that the de¬
mand for this lino of goods will con¬
tinue-for about three months. Reports
received from sections in the West in¬
dicated that a fair sized demand for
specialties still exists.

In tho shoe phase of the industry
orders received by salesmen, in most
instances, call for immediate shipment.
This policy of ordering indicates that
buyers apparently are in need of sup¬
plies. Orders calling for future deliv¬
ery have not reached any favorable vol-
time, it is said. Prices in the leather
market, in many cases, have been sub¬
jected to shading.

Jewelry
Nothing of importance developed

in the jewelry trade last week. Retail¬
ers reported that the steady volume of
sales which have been received in the
last month still continue to come in.,
Their stock of goods, however, is said
to be in such a stata as to warrant buy¬
ing only in small quantities as the oc-|casion arises. Wholesalers, as a result
of the policy adhered to by retailers,
are not receiving a favorable, volume
of orders. The same state of affairs
is found in the manufacturing line,
Wholesalers also ar? ordering con-
servatively of manufacturers. The cost
of labor employed in the trade, which
has not been subject to any reduction,
has been an important factor in the
maintenance of firm prices on jewelry.

Hoover to Protect

velop workable plans for building upcotton exports.

program, officials said, is in the handsof the War Finance Corporation, which !is expected to aid the exporters throughcorporations organized under the Edgeact in different sections of the coun-
try. In addition, formation of com-
binations for extending foreign com¬
merce under the Wcbb-Pomerenc act;
lias been advocated by SecretaryHoover as the most practical method of
moving commodities after credit has
been obtained, and also as a defense
against similar combinations by for-
eign exporters.
Government experts, in commentirgito-night on the situation, expressed the

opinion that American concerns should
follow their goods to the market ratherthan rely upon foreign middlemen to
dispose of tlie commodities. In manyforeign countries where American
goods are competing with the French
and the British, they said, the Ameri-
cans were selling through wholesalers,who naturally favor their own na¬tionals wherever possible. American
merchants, they added, should maketheir front line the foreign marketsrather than the port of shipment.Strengthening of the country's ship¬ping position, Commerce officials as¬
serted, would naturally follow the for¬eign trade revival, to which the Ad-ministration is now giving its efforts.Resumption of the flow of Americangoods to the ports of the world, theycontended, would provide the businessto take American shipping out of its
present slump.

Americans in Mexico
Te Contest ïncome Tax

¡Suits To Be Filed in Baltimore
Will Open Campaign of

Expatriates
MEXICO CITY, April .'!. Collection

of United States income taxes from
Americans resident in Mexico will bo
contested in the United States courts,according to an announcement by a
committee represening a group of
American h here.
The announcement stated that suf¬

ficient funds already have,been rained
to start, two suits, for testing the right
of the United States government to tax
non-resident American citizens nml
that these suits will be filed in the
Federal District Court at Baltimore.
One of the suits will be filed on behalf
of Americans whose entire income is
derived and expended in Mexico and
the other on behalf of individuals
whose income is partly derived from
Mexican sources and partly from
sources within the United States.

It was made, clear that companies
and corporations, such as those operat¬
ing mines and oil wells, are not em-
braced in the suits, which relate sole-
ly to individuals.
Action taken by the committee in

Mexico is expected to serve as a prece-
dent for Americans in other countries.
The amount of taxes affected in the

case of Americans resident in Mexico
is understood to bo less than
$3,000,000.

Tendency Is Toward
Normal, According
To Mortgage Co.

U. S. Mortgage Co.'s Infor.
niution Is Improvement
Is on Way in Many Angles
of the Housing Problem

The United States Mortgage and
Trust Company, in view of the. degree
of uncertainty as to economic condi-
tions at present existing, particularlywith respect to the housing situation
throughout, the country, following its
long established custom, has obtained
through its correspondent banks, mort-
gage representatives and attorneys in
over fifty cities in the South, West and
Middle West a consensus of opinion
relating to the housing problem.The opinions show that tho shortagein business and residence space, par¬ticularly the latter, brought, about bylack of construction during tho warhas not been met to any large extent
by reason of excessive labor and build¬
ing costs and to what is perhaps of
equal importance, a condition in thebuilding trades which until recently has
made for inefficiency and uncertainty,The seriousness of the shortage js not tobe. minimized, but the encouraging fact
noted is a quite gen..ral if slight evi¬
dence of improvement. Rents are nat¬
urally ho'ding high and firm, pendingthe erection of more building?.
Volume and Class of Construction
The reports indicate clearly that, thevolume of building construction is sub¬stantially reduced. This is due in a

measure to higher money rates and thesudden recession from war-time pros¬perity. The residential shortage beingthe most acute and financial require¬ments in connection with same beingmore readily met by local funds, it is.but natural that new construction isconfined largely to homes. Such busi¬
ness buildings as are being erectedconsist of .structures for public use,!buildings for special utilities and oc-casional business buildings for press-ing needs. There is but a small amount.of business property changing hands,owing to financial conditions and to areluctance to capitalize increasedvalues because of the operations of the
excess profits tax. There is a moderateactivity in residence properties, par-ticularly in the smaller types.

Supply Mortgage Rates
In general there seems to bo a fair

¡supply of mortgage funds, but with!
rates ruling high and lenders cautious
as to building costs and types of prop-
erty. The funds of the large life in-I
surance companies, which are. going!increasingly into city and farm loans,
are now an important factor. While
rates are firm in certain sections, the
tendency may be said to be slightly!downward. i
While labor costs are almost uni¬

formly lower, the largest reductions
are confined to unskilled labor. The
trend of wages, however, is clearlydownward. Building costs have gener-
ally dropped somewhat more than labor
costs, apparently as the result of re-I
ductions in materials and greater effi¬
ciency of labor, which latter in turn
has been influenced by widespread un-
employment. . ¡It is significant to note that retail
prices have always invariably failed to
approximate the substantial reductions
in wholesale prices, retail merchants
resorting to special sales and increased
advertising to tide over a situation
which is apparently improving. Pur¬
chases are being confined much more
generally to essentials and buyers are
more cautious as to prices and quality.

PHILADELPHIA, April 3..The
minimum living wage level for Phila¬
delphia at present is $2,385.27 a year,
according to the results of an exten¬
sive survey completed last week by the
Labor Bureau, Inc., for the Philadel¬
phia District Council of the Brother¬
hood of Painters, Decorators and
Paper Hangers, it was announced last
nigh'.
The bureau's report says this figure

represents a wage level "below which
no family can afford to live without
danger of physical and moral de¬
terioration," adding that it represents
not a "health and comfort" level, but
a "minimum of health and decencylevel."

Labor Solution
Now Big Factor
In Building

Artisans Against Readjust¬
ment of War-Time Wages,
but Promise Greater Effi-
eicney in Day's Work
..-

Helping Hand for Builder
Finds Encouragement Every¬

where, Except Labor Con¬
ditions, to Enter Market

Expectant eyes in the building în-
vestment market have turned from
capital to labor for its contribution
to the readjustment program leading
to the solution of the building problem,
according to tho current Dow Service
Daily Building Reports.
Soon after the strangulation of the

building business by high construction
costs last autumn the demand came
for a lowering of building material
prices. The official facts as gathered
by the (.'aider Senate Committee on
Reconstruction and Industry show that
building material prices in the seven
months prior to Fobruary dropped
75 points from a peak in May, 1920, of
341, as against 8"> points for general
commodities from a peak in May, 1920,
of 272. There was a further drop in
February of 10 points in building ma-

terial, according to the Department of
Labor.
Price reductions are still continuingin some sections of the material mar-

ket. New quotations downward in Hud-
son River common brick, plaster boards,¡tire brick, metal flooring, lumber and a
change from 25 cents to 10 cents in
empty cement bag rebates are an¬
nounced in the current week's listing.After building material prices beganto drop inquiring gaze was directed
toward the lending institutions and to
the financial market in general. Slowly,
¡but steadily, a change was wrought in
that department. Financial houses be¬
gan to listen more receptively to build-
ing construction projects, with specialbearing upon habitation building of va-
rious kinds. Some of the lending in¬
stitutions have advertised their intcn-
ition to assist building construction of
this kind at attractive terms for the
builder. Some to-day are even solicit

!. ing by telephone building construction
operators with the idea of placingloans.

Relief Measures Pile Up
When the change came in the finan-cial market tho building investors

turned to legislation to find out whatit would do and the city passed the tax
exemption act applying to habitation
construction, and the state Legislatureis flooded with nil sort3 of relief
measures, ranging from mortgage tax
exemption to the Governor's plan to
change the usury laws applying to
mortgage interest rates to make the
maximum 8 per cent instead of the
present legal rate of six.
Everywhere the prospective builderhas turned for encouragement to enterthe building market to help solve the

space shortage problem he has found
cooperation. Perhaps it is because hehas the whip hand, but labor repre-sents the last contributing factor.
Building trades artisans are operat¬ing in this city on the wage premiumlevels fixed by war and post-bellum ex¬pediency and necessity. This is also

true of some of the outlying sections.There are talks of strikes if any at¬
tempt is made to open existing agree¬ments just as there were talks ofstrikes during the period when cost ofliving was advancing if the agree¬ments were not summarily opened toprovide for higher wages for artisans.To-day a strike is scheduled to start
among the tugboat captains and brickbarge crews because the brick manu¬facturers of the Hudson River district,in an effort to bring the cost of theirproduct closer to the prospective build¬
er, announced a reduction in wagesfor barge captains from $165 to $125.On Saturday another strike was sched¬uled to start among the brick handlerswhen a reduction of twenty cents was
made from the former wage of $1.Strikes in these two trades alono in
other times have been sufficient to
temporarily cripple ;he building in¬
dustry seriously.

Labor Against Readjustment
Labor's defense is that there is no

provision in certain existing agree¬ments for a revision downward of wagescales in accompaniment with loweringcost of living. It contends that if a
rush of building should develop duringthe second half of the year there would
not be skilled labor enough to goaround, and that any adjustment down¬
ward made now would avail the pros¬pective builder nothing if demand
should again put a premium upon the
services of experienced workmen. It
promises, however, greater ;ndustryand a fuller day's work, citing the fact
that bricklayers formerly laid be¬
tween 1,200 and 1.500 brick a day, and
although the average dropped to
around 900 during the reign of war
