Reparations Commission Is
(^iven Figures That Indicate
\'afioh's A h iti I y to Pay
TAHIS, Apri] 12. Fifriires, compiled

hy experts to show the extent of Ger-
many's economic revival, as bearing
upon her abilitj to pay reparations,
-ave been suhmitted in a report to the
R pnrai ion Comm isslon.
The bank deposits of Germany, it

ays. increased last year from 4.500,-
000 000 marks to 6,250,000.000 marks.
The experts say that the excess ofj
xports over imports of Germany is

srrowing considerahly, The exports to
Holland alone, they state, amounted
.o the equivalent of 8,500 000,000
francs last yeur. The experts point
to industrial enterpri-es which have
made immi nse pronts, some of th im

exceeding the nominal value of their
capital stock, They declare that

00,000 marks were invested las;
year in new i n'erprises.
As evi '¦ f the swelllng of the

German budget the experts say there
are 300 000 more railroad empl
now than in 1914, in the face of cuts
of 50 per cent in passenger traffic and
20 per cent in freight.

Permanent Cnderstandinjr Sought
The plan to send a representative of

the Japanese government to Washing¬
ton is not unconnected with the in¬
ternal situation in this country. It is
understood an influential group is in-
sisting that Japanese foreign policies
be remodelcd with the particular vie^
to procuring settlement of Pacific prob¬
lems. and a general understanding, per¬
manent in nature, with America. The
basis of this understanding would be
frii ndly ci operation.
/Attainment of this progrnm mav in-
voivc a change in the Japanese M;-:
try Major General Giiuchi Tanaka

Minister of War already has placed his
resignation in the hands of Premier
Hara.

lt is apparent the political situation
in Japan is complicnted by differences
over pnrely internal questions. includ
ing the one regarding the betrothal of
the Crown Prince, which came to light
recently, and which seems not have
been settled in some Important aspects,
Everyth ng here, however, tends to
show that the highest circle3 of the
Empire are concentr -:"" their a+ten
tion on relations with America, which
responsible Japanese openiy dec.are
"mu i. he improved."

Leading newspapers. in thefr com-
ment on the Hughes note, declare it is

to place Fapan in an emharrass-
ing position, as the Allies may find
d ffi ilty in support.ng Japan's claims
in the face of insistence upon Amer¬
ican demand.s from Washington.
The Yomi-Uri Shimbun of this city,

which is many times apparently in-
spired in commenting on international
questions, emphasizes the delicate na-
t u of the problems diseussed by the
Hughes note. It expresses tha opinion
that the question of mandates is "cer¬
tain to cause an increase of excite-
ment., both in Japan and in Ameiica.
until it b<vcemes a matter of more in-
tense interest than either the Cali¬
fornia or Shantung problem.

.'lt may," the newspaper continues
"force Japan and America to take
blind action."

Two Solutlons Proposed
"There are two ways of preventing

a poi iible collision," the article goes
on. "First, to minimize the Yap prob¬
lem as a technical matter regarding
communications, and Bettle it. by
mutual concessions. Second, to magnify
it so that it will represent the Pacif-c
problems of Janan and America in
thi t entirety, and attempt to secure
at once, the solution of all of them."
